TEXAS WALKS OUT.

WEAVER'S STIRRING AP
PEAL FOR UNION.

A Besns of Temualtuous Enthosinem
Follows His Olose—Mrs. Roberw of
Colorado and Mrs. Leass of Kan*
sas Also Make Mirong Beo-
onding Bpeeches—End of
the Convention

81, Loums, July 27, — At 4 o'clock
this afternoon the Populist notionsl
convention ecompleted the ticket
which it began last night with Tom
Watson of Georgls for second place
by nominating W. J. Brysn of Ne-
brasks for President. This it did,
though 1t had been plainly told that
Mr. Brysn would not accept the nomi-
nation without Arthur Sewsll, What
the Populists and the nominee will do
remsins to be seen, but 1t ls reasons-
ble to suppose that Mr. Bryan will de-
cline the offered position.

Texns Delegutes Walk Out

The Texans did not await the ns-
sured result of the convention to de-
cide upon thelr course. A majority
of them bolted in advance. They
were headed by Delegates-at-Large
Jeremie C, Kearby and M. M. Williams.
The fvet named 15 easily the leader of
the Populists in Texas and it is con-
eeded by sll that he will be the party's
nominee for governor. He left the
convention declaring that he would
not return and said that Texas would
never mcoept Dryan. Delegate-at
Large Willisms said that he would
rather vote for McKinley than the
Nebraskan. ,

About fifty-five members of the Tex-
as delegation east their lots st once
with the bolters, Stump Ashby among
them. The others remained, in pur-
suance of an agreement made in cav-
eus to support the nomination of Nor-
ton of Illinois, asthe expression of the
anti-Bryan strength. The Texans
were very frank in the announcement
of their purposes: ''We will make re-
port of our action to the state Populist
convention to be held August 5 at Gal-
veston,” said Delegate-at- Large Jermie
Eeurby, ‘'and that convention will un-
doubtedly sustain us.

8r. Louvis, Mo, July 27.—The Popu-
list national convention was tardy in
assembling this morning esnd the
weary, wornout patriots who had
struggled and wrangled since last
Wednesday had a very tired look, but
that there was plenty of fight left in
them was developed beyond a perad-
venture when two or more People's
party delegutes got together, for there
was sure to be an argument, and
sometimes a wrangle, and often noisy
contentions All these were noticea-
able on every side as the delegates
eame together to finish the work of
the convention.

Bryan Placed in Nomioation

Weaver Bpeaks for Bryan,

At the eonciusion of Il{: remarks
Genernl Wenver came forward and
was greeted with applause snd be-
gan tospeak as follows: **'Mr. Chair-
man, | arise before you this morning
fn my judgement facing the most crit-
feal period that has ever occurred in
the Populist party.

When quiet was restored afier sev-
enteen minntes of bedlam, Geperal
Field of Virginia, who was General
Weaver's running mate in 1592, hob-
bled forward on his croteh and after
a bricf speech moved to suspend the
rules and make Vryan's nowr nution
nnaniwous. The conventiun rose
almost en masse and cheered, but
above the chorus of cheers came the
uhsrp eries of the Texus men. 'No,
No," they yelled.

Chairman Allen declared the motion
carried, but yielding to the protests,
decided to sllow a call of States on the
motion. The Texas men wildly pro-
tested and Chalrman Allen at la .t ree-
ognized Stump Ashby of the Lone
Star State for a persongl expl
tion.” Ashby, who has geenr ost
disturbing factor in the convention,
spoke from the stage. He opened with
8 few facecious remarks about the do-
cility of the Texan nature, and its
world-wide conservetism and then un-
nounced thut Texas was ready to in-
dorse Hrysn if Brysn would indorse
the platform adopted.

George Schilling of Wisconsin at-
tempted to secure & recess votll
Bryasn could be heard from, but he
wias howled down and Chairman Al-
len ordered the roll vall to proceed.

Alsbama sod Arkansas were pot
ready, but Colorado voted forty-five
for the motion to suspend the rules
and npominate Bryan. en stood on
chairs and howled for recognition.

Beenes of Wild Confusion.

Congressman Howard of Alsabams
demanded to know whether say other
pames could be placed in nomination,
The confusion grew so great that it
was impossible to proceed.

The Texas deleguiion charged the
platform in & mass. One of them
shouted: “We will never be quiet if
you try to continue that roll eall”

“Bit down; sit down,” eried the ser-
gesnt at arms, while his assistants
plonghed through the demse crowd
sbout the platform and pleaded with
the delegates to take their seata

When a semblance of gquiet was re-
stored Congressman Howard from the
stage protested against an afliction
of "gag law.”

Chairman Allen stated that the
question was on the motion to sus-
Eond the rules and nominate Bryan

y acclamation.

*Hy God we won't stand it!" yelled
B. H. Noles.

**Doesn’'t it require a two-thirds
vote to carry that motion?" shouted
an irate Arkansas delegate.

The chair replied that it did not.

A California delegate sereamed that
such a proceeding wus unprecedented.
He thought the delegations should
have a chance Lo place in nomination
whom tney chose. The quiuiessence
of Populism, he said, was fair play.

The chair held that when the roll
was called delegations could vote for
Bryan or any one else. This ruling
provoked another storm of prolests
and only confounded the confusion.

Some one got on the rlalfu.—m and
read above the din the followinyg:

“Terne Havre, lod., July 26, —Hon.
Henry D. Lloyd, Deiegate People's
Party Convention, St uis: Please
do not permit use of my name for
nomination.—E. V. Debs.”

At last, as the only way of restor-
ing order, General Fleld withdrew his
motion and the cull of the States for
nominations was continued.

Mr. Kolb of Alabama stepped forward
as she came down the steps and es-
corted her to her seat ln the Colorado
delegation, where she was again be-
sleged by delegates who offered their
congratulations,

Mr Call of New York spoke in the
time of Maine. Mr. Call closed by
placing Colonel 8., M. Norton of Illli-
nois in pomination. He eulogized
Mr. Norton as a ‘'philanthropist, &
man of the people and a pioneer in
the cavse of reform.”

Ignatius Dounelly seconded Bryan
in behalf of Minnesota.
