**Resolved, first, That it is the sense
of this conference, composed of Demo-
crats from the states of Illinois, Ohio,
Indisnns, Wisconsin, Kentucky., Mis-
souri, Michigan, Texas, lowa, Minne-
sota and Nebraska, that a thoroughly
sound and pstriotic declaration of
Demoeratic prineciples be enunciated
and that eandidates for President and
Vice President in accord therewith be
nominated.

“‘Second, that the Democrats in the
several states who are in sympathy
with this recommendation and un-
alterably opposed to the declarations
und tendencies of the Chicago platform
be requested to select a member of a
nationsl Democratic committee.

“Third, that the pationnl committee
thus selected meet at the city of In-
dianapolis on Friday, the 7th day of
August, at 2 o'clock p. m., 1808, for
the purpose of issuing a formal call
for a pational Demoeratic convention,
to be held not later than the second
day of September, 1846, at such place,

SECOND DAY'S WORK.

PROCEEDINGS DRAG WITHOUT
MUCH SPIRIT.

Consldernhle Talk But Not Mach Actnal
Work Accomplished-—Middio-of ~-the -
Road Men Conspleious and Somewhat
Nolsy—The Committes on Hesolutlons
Announced—{Gieneral Convention sights
and Scenes.

No Nomination Yet

8r. Lovis, Mo, July 24.—The Pop-
ulista began assembling for the second
day of thelr npational eonvention
shortly after 9 o’clock this morning.
The air in the hall was extremely op-
pressive, but the delegates, with their
coats over their arms, stood about,
discussing the situstion, the advis-
ability of indorsing Bryan, the planks
of the platform and kindred topies
The middle-of-the-rond men were
voolferating everywhere, the mnolse
they made belng hesrd above the mu-
sic from the gallery.

J. J. Crandall of Camden, N. J., was
about distributing circulars in favor
of the rasifleation of the “'plasform of
the new-born Democraoy, lately chris-
tened at Chleago.” ‘‘The trouble will
soon begin,” he shouted; "“we don't
want harmony,”

About 10 o'clock Senators Stewart
of Nevads, Kyle of North Dakots and
Allen of Nebrasks took seats on the
pistform. At 10:08 Senator Butler,
the temporsry chsirman, sppesred.
Bimultaneously the bamd siruck up
“Dixle,” snd the delegates shouted

The attendanece in the galleries was
very small, not more thsn 800 people
being present Five minutes later
Chalrman Butlercalled the convention
to order sand the Rev. Mr. Smith of-
fered the invoeation.

After sn unhesrd und unnoticed an-
pouncement by an lllinois delegate,
the report of the committee on cre-
dentisls was ealled for, but no one
responded, and the states were called
for members ot the committees on

manent orgsuization and resolo-
utions

While sppouncements were being
made & middle-of-the-road man at
tempted & demonstration.

There was a ripple of spplause and
s few shouts when the name of Jacob
B. Coxle was announced as o member
of the committes on platform from
Ohio. There were slso demonstira-
tions for Governor Holeomb of Ne-
brusks, General Weaverof lowa and
ex-Uovernor Lewelling of Kansas,
when their names were shouted out,

Consplenous on the stage was &
woman who sat with the Kentucky
delegation.

The announcements were completed
st 11:48 o'clock, Delegate Dizon of
Oklshowms then mounted the stage
sod, after adjuring the delegates
be quiet and not interrupt, intrcduced
Clarens E. Comley of Oklahoms, who
regaled the convention with some
campalgn songs,

An Alabama delegate then Intro-
duced ‘“‘Misstress ennington, the
sweet campaign singer of Arkansas.”

Delegate Crawford of Kansas moved
that the delegates of the silver con-
vention be admitted on exhibition of
their badges.
