HOSEBERY FOR PEACE.

GREAT BRITAIN IN NO CONDITION
FOR A WAR ON TORKEY.

QUITS PARTY LEADERSHIP.

lssne Takem With Hoth the Extremists
and Mr. Gladstone and His Follow=
ers—Great Britain's Interests All
for Pesnce — His Retirement
Irrevocable — Asquith
Fropable Buccessor.

Epixnuran, Oct. 12 —Four thousand
people gathered in the Empire theater
here last night to hear Lord Rosebery,
the retiring leader of the Liberal par-
ty. explain his motiver in retiring.
When he appeared the whole assem-
bly sang “For He's a Jolly Good
Fellow."

Lord Rosebery said that he had
resigned vecause he could not sacrifice
national interests to personal ambi-
tion. He weleomed the national agi-
tation in Great Britain on behalf of
Armenia, because it would convince
foreign governments of Great Br t-
ain's unselfish integrity and would
strengthen the hands of the govern-
ment, but the present agitation, Lord
Rosebery pointed out, differed trom
Mr. Gladstone's Bulgarian agitation,

In dealing with the various remedies
li_ropoud for the settlement of the

urkish question, the speaker said:
“The mere deposition of the sultan
would be no remedy, as the system
and not the man must be tackled.
More, this would be impossible with-
oat the concert of the powers, and 1if
that were attained it would be better
to eall upon it to deal with the
larger issue involved. The propossl
%o Withhold the Cyprus tribute is im-

ragticable, as thip is Euid to the sul-
an's ereditods and notl to J:u sultan,
as 1t would be llke tickling the tor-
tojse's bygk tQ make it laugh.”
egarding the proposal to place the
Dardanelles or Turkey in the hands
of Russia, Lord Rosebery pointed out
that neither of these was Gireat Brit-
ain's to dispose of, and Russiz’s meth-
ods were not so ideal as to warrant
British acquiescence. He also differed
from Mr, Gladstone's proposal to cut
off diplomatie relations with Turkey,
but they differed, he added, as
friends.

A warm culogy of Mr. Gladstone
followed, but the ex-premier contin-
ued thmt he even deprecated the pro-
posal of such a thlnﬁ. as it would not
only deprive Great Britain of all her
influence with Turkey, but might
drive it into war, and its failure would
leave Great Dritaio in the same posl-
tion plus the public humilistion of
confessing her impotence,

Lord Rosebery also differed from
Mr. Gladstone in his contention that
Great Britain was bound in honor by
the Cyprus convention to intervene.

“Peace,” Lord Rosebery aflirmed,

*‘is o necessity of your empire. For
the last twenty years you have been
laying hands with frantic eagerness
on every avallable and desirable tract
of ternitory. The amount thus
brought into your possession or sphere
of influence in the last twelve years
is £,500,000 square miles. This policy
has produced two results—first the ex-
citing of an almost intolerable degree
of envy in the other colonizing na-
tions, entailing their malevolence now
instead of their benevolence; second,
the making of an unwieldy empire,
difficult to administer and to defend
until a long period of peace effects its
consolidation.”
After reminding his audience how
Cobden, Bright and Gladstone had
been publicly reviled for the advocacy
of an unpopular peace policy, Lord
Roseberry declared: *“Although I am
aware that it is unpopulor to advocate
diplomatic methods. I shall never
cease to exert my voice and strength
aguinst England engaging in such a
dangerous war, of which you can see
the eloguent commencement, but no-
body living can see the catastrophe
or the end.”

Unless his retircment should pro-
duce unity, Lord Roseberry said, the
sacrifice would have been in vain. He
ndvised them that whoever was
chosen leader, they should support
him loyally, for a united party be-
hind an inferior leader was better
than a disgruntled party behind the
best leader. Ile closed by thanking
his colleagunes for their kindness, and
predicted that Mr. Asquith's qualities
of head ana heart would eventually
lead him to the highest officein the
stliate.

THOUSANDS OF PEOPLE HOME-
LESS AND DESTITUTE.

Ten Thousand Houses, Including Every
Bank in the City, Burned—All of the
Grocery and Supply Houses Destroyed
~—Intense Kuffering Ia Certaln HBefore
Bupplies Arrive.

An Awlul Holocaust.

Guavaquir, Ecuador, Oct. 10, —It fs
estimated that the financial loss to
the city by the fire of Monday night
and Tnesday will run far up in the
millions. Some reports estimate it ns
over 50 million dollars. Many lives
were lost, just how many it 18 impos
sible to suy, as yet, and over 45,000
persons are homeless.

Two thousand houses, including
every bank in the city, of which there
were five, were burned. The customs
house, theater und many other public
buildings w.re also swept away and
Lthe entire vusiness portion of the eity
was luid waste,

Practically all of the grocery and
supply stores are gone and thousands
of residents, homeless and hungry,
swarm the streets and the neighbor.
ing woods, 1t is impossible from the
present food supply in and near Guay-
aqguil, to supply the sufferers, and un-
til assistance reaches here from other
gities in Ecuador the suffering will be
intense.

The flames destroyed many lives
before those who were asleep could be
warned of tre jmpending danger.
Seores are misying, and, though it is
impossible to estimate the number of
deaths now, the figures will of neces-
sity be large.

General Dellberately Mis-
repraseasts Treatment of Americans.
New York, Oct. 10, -~A special from
flarann “says Weyler is fooling Lee
The order prohibiting the American
zonsul general from visiting the mili-
tary prison keeps him from person-
ally investigating the condition of
Americans imprisoned there.

In their lost interview Gen-
eral Lee complained of the unsanitary
vpnud tions of the cells the American
risoners were in. Weyler replied
oldly: *Oh, I have attended to this
matier. ‘They huve been removed to
cells 41 and 42" General Lee retired,
flattered at his supposed success, not
knowing that the Americans have
slways occupied cells Nos, 41 and 42
Those cells, by the way, are gloomy
and so damp that water oozes from
the ceiling and trickles down the
wulls, wetting the floor, which never
dries. In one of these wretched cells
are Melton, the American newspaper
correspondent, and George Aguirre,
locked with u man suffering from
small-pox.”

McKinley and the Gold Standard Up~
held Before 20,000 Chieagoans
CuicaGo, Oect 10 —Last night Col-
vnel Robert G Ingersoll spoke for
McKinley and the gold standard ina
big tent to an audience estimated at
20, 00, He said three great questions
were at issue—currency, tariff and
the question whether an appeal lay
from the supreme court to a mob.

As to the first question Colonel In-
gersoll said that money is a part of
nuture and does not have to be re-
deewmed, for it is the redeemer, Green-
backs are not money. neither is a sil-
ver dollar containing less than a dol-
lar's worth of silver unless it be ex-
changeable for gold. It wonld take
a dollar’s worth of raper to make a
dollar on its own merits. The speak-
er said that coing money added no
more to its value than measuring to
grain or weighing of coal.

The legislature is nlmost
solidly Democratic in both branches,
insuring practically the unanimous
election of ex-Speaker Crisp to the
senate, to suceeed Senator Gordon.
The official returns from MeDuflie
connty, the home of Thomas E. Wat
son, shows that the Populists have
carried it by 504 majority, Seaborn

Wright, the Popuiist candidate for

governor, earries his home ecounty,

Floyd, a former Democralic stronge

hold, by 200 mujority.

One year ago J. B, Jennings was
killed in a saloon fight with IHouston
in this city, Houston escaped pun-
ishment through pleu of self defense.
Houston is a son of General Sam
Houston, of Texas revolutionury fame.

No Right to the Name.

New Yonrk, Oct. 10. —The troubles of
the National, or reform Democrats
with the Board of Election, took
specific form at a meeting held by the
board in Brooklyn last night, when a
decision was given substantially as
follows: First, that the political party
name of the Natlonal Democratie
party is substantially the same as the
name and infringes upon the rights
of the use therefore by the political
