ARCHBISHOP IRELAND'S LETTER

The Chicago Platform Declared to
be a Threat Against So-
cial Order,

The letter of Archbishop Treland, writ
ten not as n prelate, but in his private
capneity as n citigen, eannot fall to carry
wolght with multitudes of voters of his
own faith, and it Is good reading for
everybody, He does not lay special
stross upon the fuancinl plank of the
Chiengo platform, but opon its declara-
tion relating to the federnl authority and
the integrity of the Bupreme court,  The
archbishop polnts out in unmistakable
langunge the revolutionary charneter of
that platform, He snys:  “The move-
ment which had its expression in the
Chieago convention and which now secks,
by means of popular suffrage, to ens
throne itself o the capitul of the na-
tion, Is in it logical effect agninst the
United States; it I socession.” He
quotes the frank denouncement of arbi-
trary Interference by federal anthorities
In loeal affalrs and observes: “In these
words there Is the old secession doctrine
that states are Independent of the na-
tional government at Washington; there
is the anpulment of the Union; there is
notlce served upon the Bag of America
that outside of the District of Columbia
it Is without power of self-assertion or
self-defense.” And agnin, “The plat-
form of the Chieago convention threat-
ens the country with destruction of social
order, with lawlessness and anarchy.”

On the guestion of government by in-
junction, the archbishop tells the people
of America that “The palladivm of
American liberties is the supreme court
at Washington, the counterpart of
