Statisties Not Kegquired to Prove the
r Change.

ANOTHER SEA SERPENT.

Sighted Off Borneo snd Was s Won'
der.

Capt, Peabody of the big Portland
packet Tam o' Shanter brings to port
the latest tale of the sea serpent, which

It happ: ned
along just in time to witness a con-
fllet between a glgantic shark and an
equally coloszal alligator, which it
brought to a conclusion by seizing
the former and biting it entirely in
two, swallowing the secticin which con-
tained the vanquished alligator and
