WasnmixaroN, Nov. 14, — Secretary
Diffenderfer suid to-day: *The Na-
tional Silver party will maintain per-
manent headguarters at Washington
with a branch in Chicago. All of the
5,000 silver clubs belonging to the Sil-
ver party are requested to maintain
their organization. The Silver party
accomplished great work with the Re-
publicans, and it will be the party in
1000. Its platform is simple—the single
money plank-—uand it will more rud?ly
unite ull of the friends of bimetallism
than will any other party. During the
campaign of 1806 we sent out 10,000,000
pleces of literature and organized 5,000
elubs, Our future work will consist
in organizing ¢lubs und educating the
peaple,”

“What in your judgment will be the
policy of the silver representatives in
the present and subsequent congresses
regarding tariff legislation?"

*1 am unable to say how individual
members will stand upon that ques-
tion, but from interviews I have had
and communications recelved 1 am in-
elined to think many favor non-inter-
ference with any tariff measures that
may be proposed by the Republicans
and gold Demoerats,  1think the trend
of sentiment is to pluce responsibility
where it properly belongs.

FARMERS' CONGRESS ENDS

Many Recommendations Were Made at
the Last Sesslon of the Orgunization.
INpiasaroris, Ind,, Nov, 14, —

. The Farmers' congress adjourned yes-

terday afternoon. President Clayton
und the other officers hold over until
the St, Paul meeting next year, being
elected for a term of four years,

During the movning friends of Sam-
nel W, Allerton of Chicago were wor-
ried because of the throttling of the
resolut’on indorsing him for Secretary
of Agriculture. When it was seen
there was a strong opposition to him,
because of the interests behind him,
Allerton’s friends withdrew a second
resolution which had been prepared to
place before the congress, with the
motion that it be passed under a sus-
pension of the rules,

Another resolution, offered by J. A,
Quirle, petitioned the governmental
Congress to restore the sugar bounty
of two cents, to protect the beet and
ecane sugar industries of the United
States,

The committee on resolutions re-

wted in favor of the following reso-
utions and their recommendations
were adopted:

That Congress provide an amend-
ment to the constitution to grant to
women the right of suffrage and the
ballot that man now enjoys; that the
laws against trusts be amended and
enforced; that the growth of beet and
cane sugars be encouraged; that
the Farmers' National congress is in
favor of suffrage for women in munie-
ipal, state and national matters; that
the postoflice department forward the
betterment of mail facilities to rural
corimunities; that the United States
Congress take measures to prevent the
spread of hog cholera and other swine
diseases; that the national government
take active measures to prevent un-
desirable immnigration

HAS AN ARMY IN ASIA,
Tussia Mas 112,000 Men in the Viadivos
stock Distriet.

Sax Frascisco, Nov, 1&.—A letter
containing a duplicate of advices sent
by the vegulur correspondent of the
Hong Kong press at Viadivostock was
received by the last China steamer and
was turned over to the Bulletin to-day,
The communication shows that the
czar is massing troops in the Viadivo-
stoek distriet and has alveady o nume-
ber of paval vessels concentrated in
Northern waters. The prine’pal de-
tails of the situation are contained in
the following paragraph:

“Although the Russian government
explains that the mnssing of troops in
the Primorsk snd Easstern Siberin is
due to ‘exchange of army  divisions.” It
is learned that in all the divislons of

Lawnesce, Kan,, Nov, 14, —Professor
L. 1., Dyche, who left Lawrence five
months ago for Alaska to secure nat-
ural history specimens for the Kansas
university muscums, returned home
yesterday afternoon.

Professor Dyche got seventeen whole
skins of the white Rocky Mounntain
sheep, six young sea otters, which he
traded for from the Indians; 250 birds,
many small mammals, a group of five
fur seals and some boars,  He took 230
photogruphs, got a large number of
curious and was successful in every
way in getting what he went for,

When asked about a north pole pas-
sage throngh the Alaskan route, Pro-
fessor Dyche replied that he thought
it was perfectly feasible and that his
ship cuptain and whalers had told him
that it was often possible to go as far
porth as 83 degrees, and that some of
the whalers were of the belief that
some seasons it would be possible to
suil elear through the north !mle. on
account of the shifting of the lce.

THE TEXAS FATALLY WEAK

Bulkhenads, Supposed to Have Been Water
Tight, of No Value at All

WasmiNarox, Nov, L.4—The inquiry
which is proceeding at the New York
navy yard into the circumstances under
which the Texas sank at her dock re-
cently, has brought to light the fact
that the bulkheads separating the
ship into supposedly wgter tight com-
partments are so light that they
spring under pressure of water and
cause great leaks.  Although the mag-
fizine is separated from the engine
rooms by a continuous bulkhead with-
out a door opening it was soon filled
by the water which ran around the
edges and throngh the seams of the
metal. A naval expert is authority
for the statement that if the Texas' sea
valve had broken at sea, the vessel
would surely have foundered owing to
the failure of the bulkheads and doors.

Watson's Letter of Acveptance,

ATLANTA, Ga., Nov. 13-~The letter
of aceeptance written by Thomas Wat-
son accepting the Populist nomination
for Viee President was yesterday made
public. Seven columns of Watson's
PPeople’s purly paper are devoted to it
The letter is supplemented by four col-
uvmns of advice to Populists to *'sit
steady in the boat and hold their party
together.” The editorinl tone of the
paper is one of fulfilled prophecy.
Watson declares thut the fallure of the
Populists to support beyan in the close
states brought about MeKinley's elec-
tion. He goes into a long review of
the cirenmstances leading to his nomi-
nation and nceepts the Viee Presi-
dentisl nomination “‘because 1 said [
would,”

He declares that if the 8t Louis Pop-
vlist convention had nominated a
straight Populist ticket it would have
been elected, It would, he said have
driven the Hills and Gormans where
they belong—into  the Kepublican
ranks —and the Bryans and Blands
would have joined with the Populists,
He ecmplains bigterly of the treatment
he has received at the hands of the
Populist leaders, and uddresses himself
particularly to Senator Butler in this
Wiy

“Senator, a reform has no right to exiat if
It has no valld complalnt to make, Populists
cannot denounce the sins of the two old par-
ties and yet go into polltical co-partnership
with them, The moment we mike a treaty,
the war must cease.  And when we cease our
war upon the old parties we have no longer
any excuse for Hving., When right compros
mises with wrong It Is the right which
wuflers,

"The Democratic managers seem Lo re«
fent s a strange plece of impertinence the
fact that the Populists dared to nominale a
teket differing at the rear end from theirs,
Coming to them with the 2 000,060 votes
they were begging for, and plteously need-
Ing. Icanvay, with a perfect assurance of
telling the unqualified truth, that my ar-
rival on the geld of battle was nol welcomed
as heartily as Blucher vas recelved by Well-
Ington at Waterloo  ‘T'hey want my rein-
forcement, but they do not want me to lead
them. They necd Bluchei's troops, but they
draw the lne at Blucher. That is bardly
falr, either to Blucher or his troops, nor s
It the best way to delfeat Napoleon,

“For this attitude upon the part of the
Democratic managers, 1 believe you, Sens
ator, are largely responsible. You made no
effort to have me recognized. You publicly
stated that I would not be notified of my
nomination. You went into the fusion pol-
fey over my written protest, with all the
geal of a man who wanted to elect the Demo-
cratic ticket. In this I think you were
wrong, As chalrman  of the Populist
committee, ‘the party certaln'y cxpected
you to do all you could toelect the Popu-
Hst ticket. Had you demanded Mr, Sew-
all’'s withdrawal from the ticket be would
have withdrawn, I have a letter of yours
In which you state that the Democratic com-
mittee expected you to make the demand,
but that you did not make it. From the pér-
versity of temper with which the Demo-
cratic managers have refused to do the
right thing by the Populists, It would seem
they prefer MeKinleylsm to anything which
might seem to be partly a Populist trivmph.
Their subtie purpose is to couple the Bryan
election with the complete destruction of
the Populist party.

“Ihe position tuken in this letter will be
bitterly assalled. Would that the pathway
of duty were always carpeted with Howers,
It rarely is. By making myself and the
great party I represent a mere footmat for
Democratic politiclans to wipe thelr feet
upon, 1 could win much applause from that
quarter. But If I were now lacking in the
loyally which was expected of me when
chosen I would grieve the men who have
honored me, trusted me, and defended and
loved me,

“Noone regrets more profoundly thanlI
do that the Democratic managers have so
shaped the campalgn that the South has
again been told she must grovel in the dust
and let an Eastern plutocrat put his foot up-
an her neck. Nor does any one regret more
than 1 do that the Democratic managers,
in shaping thelr fusion deals, have
consldered those Populists only who
are getting loaves and lishes, They have lost
sight of the great army of privates, whose
honest hearts and sincere souls form the
strength of the re<enforcement Mr. Bryan
needs.

An Explanstion of the Polley of the Ad
ministration.

Wasmixarox, Nov. 14,—The general
policy of the administration with re-
speet to removals and dismissals based
on campaign sctivity was this morning
rather frankly stated by an officer of
the eabinet as follows: *The mere fact
that a federal official voted for Bryan
presents no reason whatever for his
dismissal. The fact that in his own
community he advocated DBryan's in-
terests and urged his election offers no
occasion for his removal unless such
advoeacy was condueted to the neglect
of his official duties. But suppose
this case, that a federal official
couples with such advocacy abusive
comment of that administration of
which he is a part and multiplies op-

rtunities at home and away from

t, to declare grossly offensive things

with relation to the administration of
which he is a member, then if he has
not the decency voluntarily to sever
his eonnection with that which he has
assailed, he ought to be dismissed. No
federal official, therefore, in Kansas or
Missonri need fear that he will be un-
justly dealt with. If charges are filed
that he voted for Bryan they need give
him no concern, he will not be re-
moved on that ground alone. Only
those officers of the government in any
quarter need entertain apprehension
who have voluntarily gone out of their
way to bring the conduet of the gov-
ernment into disrepute by gross and
offensive assaults upon it,”
