Dee The sennte
yosterday passed the immigration bill,
kknown as the Lodge bill, with a new
section, providing that the exelusion
shall npply to persons arriving
from Cuba during the continnance of
the  present  disorders The
strength of the bill was greater than
had been speeted, the tinal vote be-
ing 52 to 10

As passed, the bill amends the hmimi-
grathon laws so as to exelonde from wd-
mivsion to the United States all per-
sons over 16 vears of age, who eannot
read aud write the language of their
native eountry orsome other language,
bt an admissible immigrant, over the
1%, muy bring in with him, or
send for, his wife or parent or grand-
parent or minor children or grand
child, notwithstanding their irability
to vend nnd write,

For the purpose of testing the abil-
ity of the immigrant to read and write,
us required by the foregoing section,
the inspection officer shall be furnished
copies of the constitution of the United
states, printed on numbered uniform
raihilmm'-l slips. each containing five
ines of the econstitution, printed in the
vierions languages of the immigrants in
L donble small plea type.  These slips
Hiall be kept in boxes made for that
L purpose, and so constroeted 48 to con-
ceal the slips from view, each box to
contain slips of but one language, and
the imimigrant may designate the lan-
pongre in which he prefers the test to
b made,  Each immigrant shall be
;|r|n||‘|>li to draw one of these !«iHllH
from the box and read, and afterward
write out in full view of the immigra-
tion  ofticers, the five lines printed
thercon,  Each slip shall be returned
to the box fmmediately after the test is
tinished, and the contents of the box
shall be taken up by an anspector he-
fore another drawing is made.

FULL BECOGNITION FOI CUBA,

“HResolved, By the Senateand House
of  Representutives  of the  United
States of Ameriea, in Congress assem-
bled, that the independence of the re-
public of Cuba be and the same is
hereby acknowledged by the United
States of America.

“Section 2. That the United States
will use its friendly offices with the
government of Spuin to elose the war
between Spain and Cubn”

The only division was as to the time
the resolution should be rveported to
the Senate,  Mr. Cameron moved its
report Monday and My, Sherman sug-
gested that the report should not be
put in until after the holidays, When
the question was put to the committoe
the Cameron motion prevailed by o
lurge majority. »

Seeretary Olpey, it is claimed by the
members of the committes who fa-
vored aetion on Cuba did not have any
pew information to present, and they
sy the committees knew  as  mnch
about the condition of affuirs in Coba
a8 wits known by the state department,
Mr, Olney urged that no action be
taken at  present and  pointed out
that there was no real government to
recognize.  He confined himself main-
ly to o statement of facts in possession
of the state departinent vegarding the
condition in the island and what this
government had done. These ineluded
information furnished by the American
consuls amd agents, also information
furnished by the Spanish authorities.

MIL, PREDICTED WAL

Members of the committee are very
reticent as to what Secretary Olney
sadd or what advice he gave, but it is
very certain that he advised ageinst
uny aetion, ¢ weially such gs that con-
templated, as no doubt was expressed
that such action would invelve war
with Spain.

One member of the committee said:
=Of course Spain will fight, The Span-
jurds do not know any better.  But
there is no danger of other countries
getting in our way,  No other Euro-
pesn nation wants to fight us, and we
would wind up o war with Spain in
short order,”

The opinion was ulso expressed that
Pregident Cleveland would veto the
foint resolution when it should come
to him, whieh is taken to mean that
seepetary Olney lo?}; &'lnplmticxroundu
aguinst Action by Congress. mem-
ber of the committee said he believed
in case the President should veto the
yesolution that it would pass over the
velo, as he belicved there were more
than two-thirds of both Senate and
House in favor of it.  Some point was
undoubtedly made that the present
administration did not feel like leaving
a war legacy to the incoming adminis-
tration, but this point was not made
prominent.

Senator Cameron’s report will deal
at length with the guestion of prece-
dents in the matter of the recognition
of the republic and intervention of
whatever nature by the United States,
beginning with the Gireek revolution
and coming down to the present time.
senators who heard the report say it
is very thorough in this respect and
goes over the entive ground.

The Dingley Bill Dend,

Wasmixaron, Dee, 18— Yesterday's
session of the senate developed the
most eventful and exeiting debate that
either branch of congress has heard in
along time. It brought forward the
recognized lenders of  the varlous
parties and elements, including such
conspicanns Hgures ss Messrs, Sher-

man, Frye, Teller, tGorman, Vest,
Aldrvieh, Platt, Mitehell of Oregon,
Chandler, Hale and Allen in notable
statements on the leading questions

which have enguaged the attention of
congress and the country of lute.  Not
only were the lines lald down on tariff
and finanee, but the debate partook of
all the pent up feeling resulting from
the recent national contest.  Often it
was dramatie in its intensity, and at
wll times absorbingly interesting to
the crowded galleries and intent body
of senntors.  Politieal difficulties came
in for a fuir share of attention, and
the names of Mr. MeKionley and My,
Bryan often were heard,  President
Clevelnnd also enme in for o share of

attention, Mr. Allen decloving that
the President was o Republican who
rejoiced with  Republicans over the

recent mutual victory,

The debate came unexpectedly when
My Vest called up the Allen resolution
for consideration of the Dingley bill,
in order to make some remarks upon
it. Mpr. Vest was in his osual eanstic
veln, and his speech teemed with those
groceful and eatehy phrases for which
he Is noted. 1t severely arvaigned the
doctrine of protecetion and derlded the
promises of prosperity held out, he
siid, by Mpr. MeKinley., which could
not be fulfilled by levying more taxes
on the people.  There were freqguent
sharp and amusing erosstives between
Mr. Vest and Messes. Aldrich, Chand-
ler and Frye,

The debate advaneed to a move gento
state when Mre, Allen, with his usual
bluntness, began  to question My,
Chandler as to the futsre of the Ding-
ley bill. He ssserted that the Repub-
Vieans had no need to fear opposition
from the President, who had *“‘gone
over” body and soul to the Republican
party. ‘This  brought forward My,
sherman and My, Telley, The Ohio
senator spoke with decp enrnestness,
declaring that it was o erime for con-
gress not to give the government
ample vevenue for needful expendi-
tures, He charpeterized the silver
substitute to the Dingley Wl as a
monstrosity designed to cripple legls
lation and obstruet the operiations of
the government, He approved My,
Cleveland's epurse in issuing bonds Lo
maintain the gold reserve,

My, Teller followed, pointing ont the
futility of urging the Dingley bill. As
to future taviff legislation he reserved
Lis judgment on it nntil the measare
was presented and its merits  consid-
ered, Mpr, Gormun pointed oot the
uselersness of urging the Dingley bill,
conceding, however, that after Mareh
4 next the Republican senutors would
be in sufficient strength to pass a tagiff
bill. As to the course on the Demo-
erptie side he said he anticiputed no
gbstruction to such a measure beyond
an i'llhl‘b'l(!n('!.‘ on reasonable debate,
Throughout the debate, the senti-
ment had prevailed that the Dingley
bill was dead, and to give this final
and apparvently official sanction, M,
Platt of the finance committee an-
nounced that no effort would be made
to urge the bill to passage. Mr. Sher-
man promptly arose and said, in view
of what had been said, he aequiesced
in the general sentiment that no fur-
ther effort should be made on the
Dingiey bill.  This was regarded as
the final disposition of the bill.

The disenssion dreifted into technieal
lines, concerning the wool schedule

promoting the nominations or in in-
Huencing in any manner the cholee of
presidentiol electors, and to inquire
whether any such expenditures were

excessive, illigltimate,  eorrupt  or
unlawful, especiully to inquire and
nscertain to what extent, for

such purposes, the owners of silver
mines, gold mines, the bankers, the
monufacturers, the railroads or other
corporutions and millionsires of all
elusses made contributions and what
eontributions, i any, were made by
forelgn persons or corporations,

Mre. Allen made no remarks on the
rosolution, but sent to the elerk’s desle
and had read severnl newspaper elip-
iings coutaining charges of irreguolar-
ly in eonnection with the reeepnt
election,

The resolution was then referred to
the committee on contingent expenses,
Mr. Allen remarking that he earnestly
desived o specdy report te the senate,

The bill  valldating eertain  Now

My, Palmer of 1Hlinois ealled np one

1 aan not able
to discover that the President has
made any specifie recommendations or
indication us to uny action he deems it
proper or expedient for Congress to
talke with reference to Spain or Coba,
nor that he has indicated any course,
excopt a still patient waiting, that the
exceutive proposes to tuke,  Congress,
thus Jeft to s own Initistive, must as.
sume its own responsibility in s matter
of the most serious gravity, Congress
must give to the statements of the
President unhesitating acceptance as
to matters that were committed by the
constitution to his especial chorge:
When he undertakes to stute the facts
that affect onr relations with other
powers we must accept those facts
unless the disproof of them s overs
powering.

“Phis message is therefore of the
most imrn-shl ve importance, as o state-
ment of the leading facts and con-
clusions that bear upon our duties in
respect to the conflict of arms which,
has ruged for over two years in the
Island of Cuba, and it has the support
of nearly all American belief, 1 have
not hewrd that Spain controverts any
statement of the president in his mes-
sage. ‘T'he evidence that comes from
private sources relative to the condition
of Cuba and the horrors of persecution,
rapine and extermination visited upon
the people of Cuba, admits.of no doubt
as to its eredibility, Yet it presents.
pictures so ineredibly inhuman and so
disgraceful to the civilization of this
age that it stuns the mind intodisbelief
that such things can be troe.

“If war with the United States is
necessury to reconcile the Spanish peo-
ple to-the loss of Cubz by foreign con-
quest,” sald Mr. Morgan, “we shall be
compelled to meet that emorgency,  1f
the destruction of Cubn is enough to
satisfy the popular sentiment of re-
venge, we ean avoid oo war with Spain
by remaining inactive while onr own
people nre being ruined or slanghtered
along with the Cubans, 1f we mean to
take any action townrds stopping this
war of nunihilation and extermination,
we have no tiime to lose "

Mr. Morgan spoke of the resolution
of Congress at. the last session which
he said gave tothe president the ehotes
of concurring with the ley of Con-
gress  oe  delnying. 1 president
chose delay,  The war had continued,
he went on, watil it had reached the

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CONSULATE UNDER GUARD,

Ritter Feeling in Havanoa Against Unele
Fam.

Havaxa, Dee. 16, — The United
States consulate general in this city is
under a special guard of armed police~
men.

New Yonx, Dee. 16— From all parts
of the United Stutes, from Mexico and
from Paris, telograms were reecived
yesterday by the Cuban juntw and by
prominent Cubans in New York, in
which the correspondents expressed
their sympathy for free Cuba and
offered finuncial assistance to the men
who are making the fight for liberty.
One of the most ardent writers was
Herbert W, Woleott, ehalrman of the
Cuban Amerienn League, of Clevelwnd,
and brother of UUnited States Senator
Woleott, In his communication to
Fidel G, Plerrers, Mr, Wolcott said
the American-born eitizens of Cleve-
land  were  intensely  enthusinstie
and reprobated the murder of Maceo
and his staff. Money, Mr. Woleott
sild, wus coming in faster than at any
tiwe sinoe the war began and if men
were wanted there would be no tronble
in reern ltiuf more than one regiment,
So fervent is the sympathy for Cuobs
that the jonts would not be asked to
expend s dollar of its funds for equi
ment or transportation, Mr. Wol
sald.  He wrote that members of the
Grand Army of the Republie in Cleve-
Innd, who were officers in the eivil
war, had volunteered to go with the
enlisted men and assume command of
them in Cuba,

In Vlorida, Loulsiana, Georgin and
the other Golf states, the feeling seems
strong against Spain as evidenced
communications vecelved here. It
stuted by prominent Cobans that if
vesuels can be got out of this country,
it will be only o few days before many
thousands of arms and many chests of
ammunition will be landed within the
insurgent lines,

In this ity funds have been pouring
in toaid the Cuban cause and many
inquiries are being made of the Cuban
ofticinls as to the best way to transmit
funds and sapplies to the men who are
fighting.
