GCATHERING AQUARIUM STOCK.

How Live FVishes Are selected pnd Pre-
pared for Transporation.

Men experienced in gathering aquar-
ium stock never ship fishes long dis-
tances immediately after (hey are
caught, if it ecan be avolded: the mor-
tality Is almost sure to be great araong
stock so shipped. By whatever means
a fish bhas been captured it is likely
to have been nmiare or less exeited and
it may have suffered some injury which
would make it liable to attack by fun-
gus. It is the practice when possible
to place the newly caught fish in fish
cars or in snme other suitable place
at or near the shore in the vicinity of
where they were caught, where they
may be rested for the journey, accus-
tomed under favorable condlitions to
captivity, and accustomed to feeding,
and where the weak or Injured fishes
In this way only
good and sound fish are finally started,
and these are started in the hest possi-
ble condition. Fizhes thus selected and
prepared are far more likely to get
through all right. and such fishes are,
of course, far more likely to survive
in an agquarium,

Wheelbarrows are made of wood, of
fron, and of sieel, Much the greate
number are made of wood, but the
number of motal wheelharrows unsed
Is all the time growing, and among
these the proportion of steel wheel-
barrows is constantly inereaging. The

wheelbarrows of which the greatest

number are aold are of the kinds nsed

by contractors on canal and rallroad
work Next to these in numbers
sold are the wheelbarrows made
for mining wuses and after them

come the wheslbarrows made for farm
purpoges. And there are wheelbarrows
eapecially made for sawdust, for oys
ters, for sand, and for stone; wheel-
barrows for chemical works, and whee}
barrows made to carry leaves in, and
wheelbarrows for green brick and for
dry brick, and wheelbarrowe for malt,
and for corn, and for staves or bark,
and wheelbarrows for p'r metal, and
for coke, and for mortar. Most wheel-
barrows have but one wheel, but gome
are made with two wheels, and soms
with three, and gome with four; and
there are wheelbarrows that are made
with aprings: and there are some kinds
of stone harrows that are made with-
out legs, Many of the regular siyles of
wheelbarrows are made In various
slzes, and wheelbarrows are also made
for special uses, A great many thous
pands of wheslbarrows are nsed in this
country and other thousands are ex-

KHegards liis (hwn Cireer as a

The eelebration of the jubilee of Lord
Kelvin (even now better known to the
older generation as Sir Willlam Thom-
son) as professor of natural philosophy
in Glasgow university has taken place
recently in Glasgow and has produced
o perfect lood of the heartiest congrat-
ulations from the scientific men of all
parts of the world, says the Lonidon
Spectator. Never was there a greater
unanimity of sincere and eager admira-
tion, from England, from all parts of
Europe, from the United States atd
from Japan, where his pupils and ad-
mirers abound. But perbapg the most
striking feature of the jubllee was the
the perfect modeg'y and even humility
of Loréd Kelvin'e own speech in
reply to the lord provost's congratula-
tions

“One word,” he said, “characterizes

Silendia

the most strenuous of the efforts
for the advancement of sclencq
that 1 have made persevering-

ly through fifiy-five yvears; that word
is fallure; 1 know no more of eleetric
or magnetic force, or of the relatione
between ether, electricity and ponder-
able matter or of chemical afnity than
I knew or tried to teach my students of
natural philoscphy fifty years ago In
my first seeslon ag professor, Some-
thing of sadness must come of failure.”

True, but the e is something of sub-
limity in the confession, as well as in
the elevation of Lord Kelvin's concep-
tion of what success would have meant
when he regards such a scientific ca-
reer of constant and fertile discovery as
has attracted the admiration and al-
most the vereration of all the world, as
nothing better than failure in disguise
