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A BLAST OF BOREA"

MERCURY GOES DOWN TO
AND PASSES ZERO,

Many Nebraska Towns Report Very Severe
Weather, with the Mercury Kanging
from O to 10 Helow--Will Prove to Be
the Salvation of the Corn Surplus.
Lincoln had a zip from the north on

Baturday last that caused the ice and
conl denlers to rhed tears of joy. The
maximum temparature from Friday
night to Saturday night was at 7 a. m.
Baturday. Before noon the thermomao-
ter was headed toward zero with a
likelihood of diving beyond, The zero
point was not reached until 7 p. m. A
wery little snow had come on the wings
of the wind at intervals all the after-
noon, Saturday night it got steadily
colder, and at midnight the thermome-
ter at Harley's registered 10 below,

At Nebraska City a fall of 30 degrees
in the temperature is reported. This
s the coldest snap of the season,

Bradshaw was touched up in a lively
manner, the thermometer reaching 156
degrees below by Sunday morning. It
has caused some suffering among the
stock, but will be the salvation of
thousands of bushels of corn that was
spoiling from the warm, thawing
weather.

Winside people, and especially the
farmers around that village, are rejoie-
ing at the arrival of the cold snap. It
came just in time to save the the corn
that was being spoiled by the warm
weather., Winside has over 100,000
bushels eribbed up at present.

Advices from Stromsburg and other
localities thereabouts are to the effect
that the thermometer fell 20 degrees
Baturday night, a circumstance that
greatly pleased the farmers and specu-
lators, as cold weather isthe only thivg
that will keep the corn from rotting.
All corn delivered at that point so far
is in good condition,

Oms 1a reports as follows: This (Sun-
day) has been the coldest day Nebraska
has experienced in two yo2ars. At
many points the mercury registered
12 degrees below zero and the warmest
reported was four below. A strong
wind from the north made the cold
seem more intense. The Missouri river
is trozen over, and the ice men, who
had given up hope of a ¢rop, will com-
mence cutting Monday. Little snow
has fallen; and railway traflic is not
interfered with.

AS TO STATE SUPPLIES.

Yhe Board Will Make no Chunge in the
Penitentiary System.

The state board of purchase and sup-
plies met Saturday to consider the
granting of requisitions for some spe-
cial supplies which are wanted at
several state institutions.

WORK ACCOMPLISHED BY
THE UPPER BRANCH.

A Condensed and Concise Heport of the
Work Accomplished During the Past

Senator Canaday of Kearney county
Introduced a concurrent resolution re-
lating to the prevalling destitntion in
Chicago. He enlls attention to the fact
that while 10-cent corn is rotting in
the west people in Chicago are stary-
ing. The resolution asks the people of
Nebraska to send aid

Senator Howell of Douglas intro-
duced a resolution instrueting the gov-
ernor to issue & proclamation calling
attention to the Trans-Mississippi ex-
position and to extend an invitation to
the several states to participate there-
in with exhibits, ete,

The fact that many bills have been
held back when the rules require them
to be reported back four days after he-
ing referved, raised a rumpus in the
senate when Senator Mutz arose and
movesl that the seeretary notify the
senate what bills had beenin the hands
of the various committees more than
four days.
