TO DO AWAY WITH WARS. 

Venator Itacon of llporgla Introduce, 
Much a Mentors In I lie Senate—The 

United Moles to Take the l.eail 
and Invite All Civilised Na- 

tions to Follow Wash- 

ington News. 

WAantXATox, .luii. ;io.- lii the Senate 
to-day Mr. Itacon of tleoigia Intro 
dared the following: 

“Whereas, The 1 nltc.l States depre- 
cates war and desires the maintenance 
of peace and friendship with all tin 
world and that this desire is not lim- 
ited to the relations to anyone nation, 
but extends to their relations vitli all 
tile nations of the earth, whether the 
•ame he great or small, strong or 
weak. 

“Resolved that to the end that these 
r< ations of peace and amity now hap- 
pily existing between them and al! na- 
tions may be perpetually preserved 
and that war, may be discouraged and 
r.s far as practicable, made impossible, 
the I'nite,I States favors peace and the 
practice of international arbitration 
for the settlement of all nuc»tlons in 
difference between them and any 
other nation which they may fail to 
adjust by treaty or diplomatic nego- 
tiation 

“Resolved, further, That the t’nited 
(state* does hereby avow It as their 
future policy and intention whenever 
there shall arise any question in differ- 
■i:' on ivceii mem nun any oilier na- 

tion. which they may fail to adjust by 
treaty or diploiulitie negotiations, that 
they shall and will, so far as they can 

consistently with the national shunor 
and established national policies, agree 
with such other nations to submit 
sm h question in difference to tin* arbi- 
trament and final decision of an inter- 
national court of arbitration. Such 
court shall in the future, us in the 
past, tie constituted by agreement be- 
tween parties consenting thereto with 
special reference and adaptation to the 
particular question in difference and 
to the conditions then existing. 

•'Ur sol veil, further. That the Inlted 
States hereby invites all civilized na- 
tions to make corresponding and re- 

ciprocal deciarat'ons to the end that 
wars between nations may cease and 
that an universal reign of peace may 
be inaugurated and perpetually main- 
tained " 

Mr. Bacon spoke briefly on tiic reso- 
lution saying that a declaration by 
Congress, which is tin- war-making 
power, would exert far greater intiii- 
enee toward peace and against war 
than any treaty. He expressed hope 
that a favorable report would ha 
speedily made by the committee on 

foreign relations and that ( ongress 
would make the declarations stated. 
The resolutions were referred to the 
committee on foreign relations. 

CHINA’S NAVAL PLANS. 

Tbs Celestial Kinplre Proposes to lie- 

come drat Class Hea Power. 

Washington, Jan. 30. t'oinmandei 
F. M. Barber, U. S. X. (retired) who 
was invited to address the Chinese 
Tsung-I.i- Yamcn. or imperial council, 
last fall upon the feasibility of secur- 

ing ships in the I'nited States, reports 
that lie was informed that China pro- 
posed to reconstruct her navy and be- 
come a Hrst class uaval power in ten 
years. The Bay of Kia Chow on the 
south side of Sliangh Tung promontory 
was to be thoroughly dredged and 
fortified for a great naval 
depot and the arsenal at Foo 
Chow to lie reorganized and 
enlarged under French engineers so ns 
to be capable of constructing modern 
vessels of war of all types. Nine ves- 

sels had alreailv been ordered from 
Lurope, two of these unarmed cruisers 
of 4,300 tons and twenty-four kuotx 
speed from the Armstrong* iu Kiigluml 
three unarmored cruisers of 2,.ion tons

iurpeuo ue.si rover* or ’iw ton* ami

Congressman Du Armoml of Missouri 

Hcores the Her ret ary of Agriculture. 

Washington, .lan. .10 —The House 
passed the Indian appropriation bill 
and entered upon the consideration ol 
the agricultural appropriation bill, but 
all interest in these two measures was 

I overshadowed by two very remarkable 
speeches, one made by Mr. Orosvenor 
of Ohio, attacking ex-Oovernor Altgeld 
of Illinois, and the other by Mr. l>c- 
Armond of Missouri, heaping ridicule 
on Secretary Morton for the recent 
issue of a pamphlet, entitled: “The 
Farmers' Interest In Finance." Mr. 
Orosvenor's observations on the Gov- 
ernor of Illinois were called forth by 
the latter's speech last week, in which 
lie charged llmt Mr. Itryuu had been 
defeated by fraud. 

Mr. l)e Arinond replied very briefly 
to Mr. Grosvenor, but it was hi* sub- 
sequent uttaek on Secretary Morton 
which created the sensation. With 
sarcasm and rasping irony he scored 
the secretary of agriculture, taking as 

Ids text a recent publication issued by 
the secretary and sent out over the 
country undi r a frank, entitled “The 
f armers' Interest in Finance.' 

The pamphlet reviewed the silver 
agitation to show that poverty and illit- 
eracy elm ructeri/.cd toe states which 
had liecii foremost In tin- demand for 
the restoration of silver. 

Mr. lie Armoud asserted that the de- 
mand for silver came ehiefly from the 
farmers, whose interests the secretary 
of agriculture was supposed to 
look after and asked, contemptuously, 
what excuse there w as for issuing to 
them "this slander, this travesty on 

facts." 
lie went on to say that there were 

facts which some men lost sight of 
that were known to all, and one of 
them ivas that the illiterate colored 
lute retire-.rated McKilllev's muloritv 
ill most of tin; states which he carried. 
Hut, he said, no one took Secretary 
Morton seriously nowadays. The 
world was no longer interested in his 
views of finance, alt hough t might 
look with expectation for any observa- 
tions he might make oil the wood- 
chuck, the hedgehog or the eye of the 
|s)tato. 

"it was Dive said of an eminent 
statesman," lie continued, "that lie 
stood alone; tiiat modern 'degeneracy 
hud not reached him. It could be 
said of (Secretury Morton that lie stands 
alone: modern degeneracy lias not 

passed him," 
Alldressing the Republican side, lie 

appealed to them to recognize Secre- 
tary Mortons service, even though 
they refused to accept responsibility 
for him 

"Of course," said lie, "you will not 
keep him in Ills present position, but 
you might put him in the national 
museum." 

“We will put him in a better place." 
interrupted Mr. Stone of IVnusylvania. 
"We will send him brack to Ne- 
braska.” 

"Why should you desire to punish 
Nebraska.'" shouted Mr. Kcm, I’op.u 
lisit of Nebraska, amid shouts of 
laughter.

Democrats joined the Populists for 
Heitfeld. and he also received the vote 
of the single Republican member. 
Four Democrats went to Dubois. 

Henry Heitfeld is a man of limited 
education. He was born in St. I.ouis 
in January, IS'iU. His father, Henry 
Heitfeld. was of (ieriuau birth. The 
future Idaho Senator attended the 
common schools of St. I.ouis until 1*70. 
when, with his mother, In* moved to 
Seneca. Kan He lived there until 
ISM'.’, being employed at farm work and 
learning tin- trade of stonemason in 
Iss'.1 Mr. Heitfeld moved to the north- 
west, locating at Pomeroy. Mash. For 
II time he Worked in the shops of the 
Northern Pacific railroad at Sprague, 
Mash., remaining there until the fait 
of ISsl. w hen lie became a resident of 
Net Perce* county, Idaho since that 
time he ba* Is-cn engaged as a farmer,

Mr. Allen of 
Nebraska asked immediate considera- 
tion of a resolution lie offered direct- 
ing tlio committee on Pacific railroads 
to in.|uiri into the powers of the Pres- 
ident and Attorney General to conduct 
foreclo-nrc proceeding* against the 
1’ucillc roads, and their powers to en- 

ter into agreements u,s to the sale 
prior to the actual foreclosure, and di- 
recting idle Attorney General in the 
meantime to refrain from further ac- 

tion. He ur»;ued that the llrst duty of 
the President was to redeem first liens 
and not to forcclo.e. The President, 
sb )uld be bound by the law as much 

> the humblest citizen of the lurid, 
if tliis point was raised it was likely 
to defeat the foreclosure. 

Mr. < lurk of Wyoming interrupted 
t'> express astonishment that Mr. 
Allen, claiming to lie a fri md of the 
people, took the position that the 
1 nited States should pay out of its 
tr.-a eery ev. ry dollar of these prior 
liens before resorting to foreclosure. 

Mr. Allen responded that he could 
not bo moved by bluster. The law

FIGHTING 2-CENT FARES. 

Western l.liies HUterly Opposed 'li, 
lower I'assenger Kates. 

Oiik A no, dan. Ztf.— Western railroad 
managers are pursuing vigorous tactics 
to defeat the bills introduced in .most 
of the Western legislatures fixing the 
maximum passenger rate at two cents 
a mile. lireat pressure is being 
brought to bear upon members of the 
legislature to induce them to vote 
against tlie proposed legislation by the 
employes of the various roads. 

The brotherhoods of locomotive 
engineers,'firemen, railroad trainmen 
and nearly all other organizations of 
railroad employes are getting up re- 
monstrances against a reduction in the 
rate of passenger fares. These men 

profess to see iu the proposed measure 
a menace to their interests. They fear 
that the passage of the bills would 
mean to many of them the loss of their 
jobs and a reduction in wages and 
harder work to the others. This fear 
has been created by the threats of the 
railroads that the enactment of those 
measures into laws would tie followed 
by a reduction of train service and the 
dispensing with inatiy of the train 
crews.

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MR. ECKELS ON FINANCES. 
Th* Comptroller Olin Hie View* to the 

House Its-iklng Cmumlttee. 
Wjwmsnm, .Ian. 59.—Comptroller 

I.ckle* of the treasury department to- 
day gave liis view* upon the financial 
Condition of the country to the house 
committee on banking and currency, 
several bills introduced liv mem tiers of 
the bouse having been referred to him 
for his judgment. 

VVlille there Is no doubt of the ne- 

cessity for changes in the governmental 
financial system. Mr. Kckels said, the 
public was disposed to attribute too 
much of the existing troubles to the 
lack of monetary legislation. Over- 
trade, over-production and extrava- 
gance in private and public expendi- 
tures. partly induced by speculation, 
were largely responsible for the coun- 

try’s business difficulties. The current 
redemption of the demand obligations 
of the government was the chief prob- 
lem of the treasury. The funding mid 
cancellation of these obligations so 
that tiie maintenance of a gold reserve 
would be no longer necessary, was the 
most desirable policy; whether It was 
the most practical one was unothcr 
question 

So far at the contraction of the cur- 

r.’ney was concerned. Mr. Kckels did 
not tiiink it would follow grinl.mil re- 
tirement of the greenbacks, provided 
credit was reasonably stable. Hanks 
could .apply the needed currency or 

gold Would e line from abroad. The 
pursuance of Secretary McCullough's 
policy would have disposed of tile 
question. 

Mr. Kckel.t added: “Any buslne-s 
Ilian who constantly redeems his note* 
without retiring them and keeps them 
out constantly will come to a settling 
day that will break him. The chief 
feature of u bunking bill would be to 
take from the government the Issue of 
credit, notes.

Washington, Jan. 39 —Melville W. 
Fuller, chief justice of the ( nited 
States supreme court, and David J. 
Brewer, associate justice, have been 
nominated as eoiuaiissioners to serve 

on the arbitration tribunal appointed 
to determine the boundary line be- 
tiveeu Venezuela and British Dtiiaua. 

The supreme court, at a formal 
inerting, lias officially agreed upon 
these .selections. The nomination of 
Chief Justice Fuller was made subject 
to tile approval of Venezuela, as is 
provided hy an uiueuduieut to tile 
original agreement. President Crespo 
and his csbuiet have signified their ac- 

ceptance of Mr. Fuller.
