Louis V. Bell spent fifteen years on
the Stock exchange before he bhegan Lo
go into the market to the extent that
plungers do.

He
has a dozen more grandchildren scat-
tered among the half-breed Indian
tribes in Southern California and
Mexico, but he knows none of them,
