After providing the necessary np- |
proprintion for the maintenance of the |
Dawes commission. the Senate com-
mittee has Inserted: &
“Provided further, that said com-
mission shall set apart the lands upon
which any town is loeated in the In-
dian Territory. together with a reason-
uble amonnt of lund to provide for the
future growth of said wown: also all
lands ocenpled by any church, ceme: |
tery, school, charvitable or penal insti- |
tution or publie bullding of any sort
outslide of the limits of any town: also
all mineral lands;: including coal oil
and natural gas lands now leased, oecn-
pled and fmproved for mining pur-
poses, that the use of the surface of all
other lands in the Indian Territory
belonging to the Chlckasaw, Choetaw,
Cherolcee, Mnseoges (or Creek) and
seminole tribes shall be aliotted equal-
by umong thelr respective eitizens, area
snil yulue belng taken into considera-
tion. sneh allotments to ernbruce other
Indians and freedmen now living with
wildd teibes wecording to the provisions
of existing treaties and laws in rela-
tion to such other Indians and freed-
men,
“United States conrts in said terrvi-
tory shall have full and exelnsive {uriav
diction and suthority to tey and de-
termine ull eivil eauses for the punish-
ment of auy offense committed after
the passage of this act by any person
in said tereritory, and the United States
comissloners in suld territory shall
huve and exercise the powers ard juris-
diction already conferred upon them
by existing laws of the |'nited States
ux respeets all persons and property in
sald territory, and the laws of the
1'nited Statey and State of Arkansas in
foree in the territory shall apply to all
persons therein, irrespective of race,
wald  courts  exereising  jurisdiction
thereof g8 now conferved upon them
in the teialof 1ke cunses.
“That sald commission shall con-
tinue to exercise all authority hereto-
fore gonferred on it by law 1o negoti-
ate with the five tribes, and any agree-
went wade by it with any one of the
sald  tribes, when ratified, shall ope-
rate 1o suspend any provisions of II:.[!I
act if in conflict therewith as to said
nation. That no aect, ordinance or
resolution of the council of either of
the aforesaid five tribes hereafter
passed shall be of any validity until
wpproved by the President of the
U'nited States.”
It wust follow, if these amendwents
shall be adopted substantially in the
form in which they are rrl.-u:nl.ml. that
the many conditions which have served
to exelude enterprise and ook terri-
torial progress must swiftly disappear.
The rest of the bill is much the usual
sort. The usual appropristions are
mude for Indian agents in Oklahoma
wnd the Indian territory.
The appropriations made for the In-
dian schools will astound those who
have not followed governmental en-
deavor in this direction. For their
suppori §1,200.000 is ap?ruprinlml out-
right and other appropriations amonnt-
ing to $215,000 ll"'"i"'“‘"l- In addition
to this, appropriations at the rate of
8167 per annuimn for euch pupil find
plaes in the bill,

A SEXi1urLE MURDER.
Horrible Tragedy In North Dakota—
Drunken Indinns Suspected.

Wixoxa, N, ., Feb, 20.—A sextuple
tragedy was discovered one mile from
this place yesterday on the ranch of
Rev, Thomas Spicer. The horribly
mutilated bodies of Mr, and Mrs,
Spicer, their dunghter, Mrs. William
House, with her 1-yeoar-old twin boys,
and the aged Mrs. Waldron, the
mother of the postmaster at this place,
were discovered senttered about the
runch. and there is yet no positive eloe
to the perpetrators of the horrible
erime,

The appearanee about the ranch,

! the condition of the bodies and some

other ¢ircumstances have led to the
suspleion that the murder was com-
mitted by Indians, and this suspiclon
was in part started from the known
foct that one Indian was seen o the
neighborhood of the ranch, Then.
too, the bodles were terribly muotilated
with axes and clubs, which fact is
taken to at least rﬂrtlully corroborate
t he suspicion of the Indian murderers,

The Standing Roclke ITndian reserva-
tion is not far awany. and when the In-
digns frowm there get away from sight
and manage to get hold of whisky,
there is sure to be trouble,

If the murders were eommitted by
Indians, the murderers are undoubt-
ediy now back among the reservation
Indians. There is moch exeitement
here over the trazedy.

GCREAT FEAT.

The Chicago, Burlington & Quincy
Rallroad has just accomplished the
greatest feat the world has ever known
for long-distance fast running,

It was made in a race against death
to carry Henry J. Mayham of New
York to the bedside of his dying son o
Denver,

The distance from Chicago to Den-

ver, 1,026 miles, was covered in ex-
actly 1,060 minutes’ actual running
thme, This f¢ ®nly a small ction
less than one mile a minute for the

longest continuous run ever made by
any rallroad in the world,

It was a run made in the ordinary
course of business. No special prepa-
ratlon whatever had been contems
plated for the trip, In exactly forty=-
four minutes from the time the order
for the train was recelved the throttie
of the engine was pulled open and the
train ghided out of the Unlon Depot on
n race which surpriged railroad men
the world over, ]

The engine which took the train on
the first run ont of Chicago to Gales-
hurg had just eome In from Anrora
pulling n regular passenger train. No
time wap spent in cleaning up, but it
was quiekly turned around, attached to¥
the special train and manned by the
same engineer who had brought it to
Chicago, Not more than a half dozen
officialg or employes of the road knew
the trip was to be made, This fact Is
the most Important in the history of
the great feat, as it demonstrates the
guperh physical condition of the road
and the perfect management which en-
ables such remarkable time to be
maintained for more than a thousand
miles,

The first stop made by the train after
leaving Chicago was at Sixteenth street
for supplies, where four minutes were
consumed, At Aurora the traveling en-
gineer took one minute to look the en-
gine over and the train ran without a
stop until Mendota was reached, when
‘three minuteg more were consumed for
the same purpose, A total of twenty-
one stops was made beiween Chicago
and Denver, consuming In all sixty-
four minutes, The longest stop was
maide at Red Oak, la., where engines
were changed on account of a hot
trnek, At this point the fastest run
of the trip was made. Boon after leay-
ing Creston it was discovered that a
box on one of the engine trucks was
heating, but in spite of this fact the
run of thirty-six mlles was made in
thirty-four minutes, At Villisca a
fresh engine was substituted and the
run to Red Oak, fifteen lles, was
made In as many minntes,

Over long stretches of road between
MeCook and Denver the train made
more than a mile & minute for dis-
tances of forty to sixty miles. Six en-
gineers took the train from Chleago to
Denver, making an avernge of 170
miles to each run,

My, Mayham left New York Sunday
morning at 10 o'clock on Pennsylvania
Limited in response to repeated mes-
sages that his son, Willlam B. May-
nam, was Iving at the point of death
at Denver. At Fort Wayne Mr. May-
ham became conviuced that the ordi-
nary traing would not take him to the
pedside of hig son in time to close his
eyes in death, and he promptly wired
the Chivago, Burlington & Quincy road
to have in readiness a speclal train to
carry him through to Denver in the
shortest possible tme,

The Pennsylvania arrived in Chicago
ten minutes late and thirty ininutes
making necessary prepurations for the

The train left the Union Depot at ex-
actly 10 o'clock Monday morning.

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MUEASUREMENT OF TIME.

The of a4 Rude Clock in
1478,

At a very early period in the world’s
hilstory we find the rude people measur-
ing the longer periods of the flight of !
time by making observations on the |
heaveniy bodles, says the Bt Lonils
Republie. These longer perfods refer-
red to were the division of time into
yvears and mounths,  The first ealeula-
tion was made by observing the mo-
tion of the sun among the consteila-
tlons and the second or ghorter period
was reckoped and divided into months,
this perfod being calenlated according
to the various phases of the moon.
Even long before the time when yeara
and months were flrst calenlated primi-
tive man must have noted the days
and the nights, ealenlating them by the
alternate light and darkness, which
depended on the riging and setting of
the sun, Here we have three divigions
of time-—the year, the month and the
day—but how long men lived without
more aceurate divisions, such as hours,
minutes and seconds, no one can tell,
After ages had elapsed some genios fig-
ured out the sundial--the first attempt
at dividing the day. Later on we find
some thoughtful horologist figuring on
a machine which would leak out a
given guantity of fine sand in a certain
length of time, as indicated by the gun-
dial. This machine, when finally com-
pleted, was one which allowed the run-
ning of a glven quantity of sand from
one compartment (o another In one
hour and on that account it was ealled
an hourglass.  But these expedients
were all unsatisfactory, as was also the
method adopted by King Alfred of
measuring time by the burning of a
andle, The dissatisfaction Noally re-
sulted in the invention of a mue clock
~this in 1378, This original clock was
made by one De Wyck for Charles V.,
of France and wag set in the tower
of the king's palace, Since that time
the progress along the line of time
measguring machines has only been in
the way of improvement,

Mountnin Climbing by WRall,

The several mountain raflways al-
ready lald in Bwitzerland geem to have
whetted the appetite of electrical en-
gineers for greater achievements, The
latest scheme I a rallway to the top
of the Jungfrau Peak.

The enterprige is one of the most
stupendous of the age, for the cap of
the Jungfrau, s 14,000 feet above the
sea level, Fancy riding to such a
height in a train. To be able to do so
on the surface of the mountain would
be marvelous enough, but most of the
route will be through a tunnel cut
through the center of the mountain,
The asthetic slde of the enterprise has
been well considered by the company
which will build the road, and the
Swigs Government, which has approv-
ed of th2 scheme., The old moutain-
climber might be tempted to declaim
against 5 projeet which would rob Al-
pine-eliznbing of its perils, and ter-
rors, but he will he silenced when he
f4 told that toe Alpine Club has ap-
proved of Lhe road,

Something of the vastness of the
enterprise will be realized 'vhen it is
pointed out that the difference in level
between the lower and upper terminal
will be 7,000 feet, and that this al-
titude or rise will be accomplished
within a distance of seven and a half
miles. No guch grade has ever been
attained before, and so step does |t
finally become that the passengers will
be compelled at the last moment to
alight from the cars and accomplish
the remaining 330 feet in an elevator,
There are forty mountain roads in
Switzerland, and the Jack rail Is used
on all. It will be used on the Jungfrau
road. Its construction is such that the
car cannot shp backward should the
propelling power give ont.
