HUNTER AND CONGRESS-
MAN WILSON ACCUSED.

CHARGED WITH BRIBERY.

fhe Grand Jary Finds Tndictments
Agalnst the Republican Caucus
Nomlnee for Senntor — Five
Thousand Each Offered for
Four Demoeratic Votes
~~Charges Denleds

Fraxgront, Ky., April 11, —Indiet-
ments charging bribery and conspir-
acy to bribe have been prepared by
the Franklin county grand jury
uguinst three of the most noted Re-
publicans in the state, and true bills
may also be returned against ex-Con-
gressman W, Godfrey Hunter of the
Third district, Republican nominee for
the United States Senate; Congress
man J. H. Wilson of the Seventh dis-
triet, one of Dr. Hunter's closest ad-
visers, and E. T. Franks, one of the
leading Republican politicians of the
Second distriet,

The indietments were prepared
upon the testimoney of Captain Noel
Galnes, Captain Thomas Tanner, his
brother-ip-law, and Fred Gordon, all
of this city.

The churges are indignantly denied
by Dr. Hunter, Mr, Wilson and Mr.
Franks, all of whom say they will
proscente for eriminal libel all who
have testified before the grand jury.
They all claim that it is the lust des-
perate effort of the Blackburn Demo-
crats to prevent Dr. Hunter's election.

The following aunthorized interview
was given out this morning by Captain
Thomas Tanner, one of the accusing
witnesses: *'I was first ealled to the
Capitol hotel on April 1. and took Dr,
Hunter to Captain Galpes's house,
1 there heard the conversation
which followed between Dr. Hunter
and Gaines. I was in an adjoining
room. My principal eonnection with
the case was throngh Wilson and
Fl’ﬂ.l’lkh. On various oceasions ]“3’,
called to consult with them and urged
to talke a hand in buying votes, They

insisted they must have three or four |
Demoeratie votes, and singled out Rep- |

resentatives Gossoma, Clarke, Johns |
and Lykens, whom they said we
(Gnines ood myself) must get, al-

though any Democratie votes would
be acceptable. I was called to the Cap-
ital hotel Monday night and had a
conference with Wilson in room 21,

THE POOL. BILL SIGNED,

Governor Stephens Finally Acts Favore
ably on the Horsebreeders' Act.

S81. Louvis, Mo., April 9. —Governor
Stephens, who is in the city to-day,
signed the horsebreeders’ pool selling
Lill, passed at the last session of the
Legislature, and it will go into effect
in June.

The bill provides that selleri of pools
or bookmakers on contests of skill,
speed or power of endurance of man or
beast must secure license under pen-
alty of imprisonment for a year or n
fine of §1,000, or both, Licenses are to
be issued only by the anditor of state,
and are to be good only on a race
track or fair grounds, Licenses
are not to be for more than
ninety days, and pool selling and
beokmmaking are only to be earried on
on authorized race tracks and fair
grounds,  Each licence fee is fixed at
$2, and there are to be no licences be-
tween November 1 and A{»ril 15 of each
year. No night pool selling or book-
making is to be allowed. All funds
from licences are to be used by the
state board of agriculture to improve
the breeds of horses.
