AMENDMENT

THE RECANVASS

MAKES REPORT.

Legzislatare Declares the Constitational
Amendment BEelnting to Increase of
How Mnach

s Lacking of a Constitu-

tional Majority.

Judges Not Carried

The Hocanvass Finlahed,

The recanvass of the smendment
vote has ended and the legislature has
declared the constitutional amendment
relating to the increase of supreme
judges not carricd. This action was
teken when the joint recanvassing
bourd submitted a report which showed
that the amendment has not received a
constitutional majority.

As  recanvassed, the amendment
lacked 17,754 votes of receiving o
majority of the total vote east at the
clection, the necessary constitutional
maujority. The board reported that
201,875 votes were east for senator and
200,552 votes for representatives; that
there were 07,044 votes for the amend
ment and 37,020 against it, and that
the total vote of the state was 230,361,
Taking the vate on senators for n basis
for o majority, and the amendment
Incked 3,044, Taking the vote on rep-
resentatives and it lacked 4,133, Tak-
ing the total vote of the state as re-
ported by the commission, and the
amendment lncked 17,687, According
to the oflicial vote, as returned to the
state canvassing board, the amend-
ment veceived 24,079, Incking nearly
31,000 of enrvying. The aggregate in-
cronse for the nmendment as found by
the recanvassing bonrd was 13,000,

The joint convention was ealled to
order at 4 o.clock, with Lieut.-tov,
Harris in the chair,  There were twen-
ty-two senators and eighty-three rep-
resentatives present,  'he  chairman
stated that the convention had moet
pursuant to an act suthorizing the re-
canvass of the vote on the constitu-
tional amendment.

Chairman Loomisof the recanvassing
board handed up the committee report,
which eontained the vote by counties
us recanvassed,  The veport contained
the vote on senators and representa-
tives, the vote for and against the
nmendment, and the total vote cast at
the election,  The report of the board
was a% follows, minus the tabular
statement in detall:

To the logislature of the state of Ne-
braska: We, the joint committee ap-
pointed by the senate and the house of
representatives of the state of Nebras-
ko, under an nct to provide for the
recount of the ballots cast on Novem-
ber 3, 1806, on the econstitutional
amendment relating to judges of the
supreme court, and approved March 25,
1807, have completed the work s
signed to us and herewith submit our
findings. This report was signed by
the recanvassing board eomprising
Senators Canaday, Sykes, Heapy, Rep-
resentatives Loomis, Fernow, Dobson
and Gerdes, who conducted the recount
and employed o large number of legis-
lative employes to do much of the
worls,

Footings of the table given with the
report are as follows: Vote for sena-
tor, 201,075 for represgptative, 203.-
652; for amendment, O7.047; agninst
mpendment, 37,020; total vote, 230,361,

Fire Insurance Business in 1806,

The auditor of public aceounts has
fssued his annual statement of the
risks written, premiums  received,
losses incurred and paid by fire and
other insurance companies, except life
and aceident, The report is for the
year ending December 31, 1800,  The
report shows that joint stock fire in-
surance companies wrote risks amount-
ing to $80.730,300.28, recelving there-
for premmiums amounting to $1,377,-
680,45, The losses for the year reached
$403,188.00, and the losses paid for the
year, $620,600.50,

Nebraska farme s mutual insurance
companies  wrote $10,427,002.92, re-
ceived an income of $79,880.53, and
Paid expenses amounting to 820,555,00.
The losses paid foot up to $55,252.70.
and the amount of insurance in force
is §21,939,038,84.

Miscellaneous companies wrote $17.-
166,537,062 in risks, received 870,304,206
in premiums, and paid losses amount-
ing to §16,700,82,

Nebraska mutual companies, two of
which are at Omaha and two at Falls
City, wrote $581,080.00 in risks. re-
eeived £32,5053.75 in premiums and in-
curred §154.70 in losses,

An . Oklahoms Stockman YWhile In
Omaha Loses the Price of fAis Cat
tle—T¥inrry Mnalloy Arcested for
the Theft—The Mouey Not
Yet Returoed.

A stockman of Oklahoma City, who
