By o series of caleulations it has
been demonstrated that it costs a rail-
road ten cents to stop a locomotive
and four cents for cach stop of a pas-
senger car. It often happens that a
|,:‘g-.|-ng|-r does not make any move to
leave the train until the order is given
to go ahead, and a train must be
brought to a stop againto let theslow-
poing passenger off.  This little inci-
dent costs the ruilroad company six-
teen or twenty cents, sometimes as
much us the tardy passenger lins paid.
This is one of the little leaks that a
rallroad company undertakes to guard

against, and the number of coaches to

a train is limited to save expense of
stoppage, as well as to lessen the
number of pounds of coal consumned
and wenr and tear of its running gear.
