Capt, Romeyn was sixty-three.”

“When [ first came to the post,” said
Mrs. O'Brien, “Mrs. Romeyn visited me
and sald that the baechelor officers at
Fort McPherson were horrid, They
did not dance with the married women
and they did not call on them, 1
thought it was queer, becauzo [ had

Kalk both sald the same thing, The
bachelors were nice to me, and niee
to a young girl who vigited me during
the winter, I Invited the bachelors to
my house to dinner for my guest, and
they were always nice, as was natural.

“The singular feature of the court-
martial was that it drifted away from
the trial of an officer charged with con-
duct umnbecoming a gentleman, to
attack the character and motives of
a woman who was not on trial, who
had no part In it, and yet who was
made to bear the brunt of the seandal,
If the evidence there given should be
permitted to stand unanswered it
would appear that she was the accused,
It was a case in which my name was
bandied about vntil T and not Captalin
Romeyn seemed to be the one on trial.
Here was a court-martial composed ol
officers of the United States army list-
ening to petty storles, ldle gossip,
whose repitition could not have been
telerated in any elvil court.

Killed on the Third-Rall Road.

Thomas Kelly, 70 years of age, of
Hartord, Conn,, was killed the other
afternon on the third-rall electrie road
just established between Hartferd and
New Britain, The motor ear of the
train which left New Britaln at 12
o'clock struck him. Kelly was stand-
ing on the railroad bridge over Park
tiver between the third-rall track and
the track of the New York, New Hav-
en and Hartford rallroad. The traln
consisted of a motor and a elosed car.
Kelly was in plain sight, but, passen-
gers say, the motorman didn't slow
up. He blew the whistle, but Kelly
did not get off the track, and still the
traln did not slow up., When Kelly
was struck the body fell through the
bridge to the river bank. The motor-
man didn't slow up, according to the
gtory of a passenger, till some one
called his attention to the aceldent,
Then the train was stopped and back-
ed to the bridge. The conductor and
a few passengers got off the train and
looked through the bridge at the
body. The eonductor sang out, ““All
aboard,” and the train started for
Hartford, The motorman didn’'t leaye
his post. Kelly was the first victim
of the third-rail road.

IOHN MADDIGAN MYSTERIOUS-
LY SLAIN.

Wife Locked Up for Intoxieation and '
Awoke In & Stgppor to Find HNer Hus=
band Dead - Deputy SherifMs Solution
of the Case.

OHN Maddigan Is
dead, John Maddi-
gan was the Rip
Van Winkle of Port
Chester, a quiet
little villa on the
New York, New
Haven & Hartford
Railroad, about
thirty-five miles
from New York
city. He was only
forty years old,
John Maddigan was mugydered and
the authorities have no clue to the
identity of the man who took his life.
His death was go mysterious that even
the detectives are puzzled, and there
is but lttle possibility of the guilty
sne being brought to justice,
Maddigan eked out a precarious live-
lihood for his wife and himself by do-
ing 0odd jobs about the village. He was
a harmless, good-natured fellow, a
trifle too fond of drink, perhaps, but
there are many who declare that he did
not have an enemy In the world. When
a one-horse circus, advertised as the
“Bdison Projectogcope,” visited Port
Chester the other day Maddigan soon
made fast friends with several of the
attaches and joinea in their revels
until midnight on Friday, when the
company left for White Plains,

About 2:45 o’clock the next morning,
Charles B. Conaty and Benjamin F.
Kelly passed the galoon of Harry Man-
ning, on East Broadway. As they ap
proached the place they noticed a form
lying prostrate on the gldewalk,

“Hello!” sald Conaty, "here's old
‘Balla-hooly’ Maddigan.”

They ghook him, but he failed to
arouse. They found traces of blood,
and summoned an ambulance, in which
he was removed to the Ladles’ Hospi-
tal, Dr, Btafford made an examination,
end found that Maddigan was dying
from a knife wound in the abdomen.
It was reported that he had quarreled
with his wife earlier in the night, and
ghe was gent for., Mrs, Maddigan was
not at home, however. She had been
arrested in the street two hours he-
fore for intoxication and disorderly
conduct, and 1ay stupefled in a prison
cell. Her husband dled scon after
reaching the hespital without making a
statement.

WOULD SELL HER HUSBAND.

Mrs. Kanling Clalms the Right Undes
the Missourh Law,

Mrs. Hubert Kauling of 5216 Pattison
avenue St. Louls has a husband for
sale,

Negotiations for the sale were insti-
tuted in Justice Harmon's court, St,
Louls the other morning, Through her
attorney, Mrs. Kauling 13 proceeding
under the provisions of chap. 169, secs.
8,846 and 8,849 of the Revised Statutes
of 1889,

The substance of thege sections is
that anyone declared guilty of vagran-
cy and found gullty of such charge by
# jury,may be sold at publie auction for
a term of eix months, Of course, this
means that the buyer may place the
defendant in servitude for the length
of time preseribed,

Mrs. Kauling's story, as recited in het
petition, is that her husband has neg-
lected to support her. In short, the
effect of her accusation is that Kaul-
ing has that tired feeling—too lazy tc
work. Mrs, Kauling's idea is to have
him placed upon the bloek, his services
for six months gold to the highest bid-
der, the proceeds in excess of the le-
gal costs to go to her support.

8t. Louis lawyers are much inter
ested in the Kauling case. It develops
that the Supreme Court has ruled in 2
paralle]l case to that of Kauling tha!
the act authorizing the sale of vag-
rants ig unconstitutional. A queer com-
plication of the statutes is aiso dis-
closed. It is generally agreed that the
sale of Kauling will be a fallure from
a legal standpoint.

George Kauffmann was the gon of
Tobias Kauffman, a farmer living
about five miles north of Sterling. He
was 22 years old, He was murdered by
a person or persons whom he had
caught In the act of stealing oats from
his father's granary, and a frultless
effort was made to destroy the body by
burning it on a stack of straw.

Farmer Kauffmann has two dwell-
ing houses with about a quarter of a
mile between them. He left his old
home for his present dwelling about
a year ago, but continued to use some
of the buildings attached to the former
1egldence, He found the old stables an
avallable place for his hogs. Near by
was a granary, and in it he kept a store
of grain. The old house was tenant.

less aud the new dwelling was so far
away that the granary offered a tempt-
ing opportunity for any man who
wanted to steal up under cover of night
and carry away its stock of grain
Farmer Kauffmann discovered some
time ago that a thief or thieves were
raiding his granary, and he laid plans
to eircumvent them. He asked his son
George to take up his night quartere
in the deserted home and watch for
the plvnderers,

George Kaufmann began his vigile
some weoks ago. He slept on a bunk
and kept the window cpen in order
that he might better see and hear any-
one who might intrude upon the prem-
ftes. He was unsuecessful and regu-
larly went back to the other house for
breakfast.

The other morning he did not come
at the usuzl hour, The family waited
some time without e¢oncern. Then the
father beeame alarmed and started for
the ol house to investigate, accom-
panied by Charles Schrader, the hired
man. They want to the house first. hut
there wos no trace of the young man.
They hurried tarongh the ontbuildings,
but found no sign of him. They saw
