They urged him
to reconsider his determination to
send a special currency message to
Congress, and gave as a reason that
the sentiment in Congress was such
that it would be likely to arouse feel-

After the conference Secretary Por-
ter announced to the newspuper men
that it had been decided that it would
not be expedient to send in the mes-
sage to-day, and that it would not go
in for several days at least aud might
be deferred altogether during the spe-
cial session of Congress.

Frag-
‘ments of pottery resembling that made
by the strange race called the Clnf
Dwellers have been found at the base

But such an attempt
is not thought of for this oceasion, and
Prof. Libby will, no doubt, be amply
satisfled If the kites carry his cable
above and across the cliffs. How the
old CHUff Dwellers managed to ascend
their acropolis—if such indeed It {s—
may never be known, but it is safe to
say that they did not employ kites and
cables for the purpose. Probably in
former times there were places whero
the rocks were less steep and where a
geries of steps and ladders could be used
but under the action of the elements
the faces of the ecliffs have crumbled
and become gradually more and more
inaccessible. The success of the pres-
ent enterprise would instantly attract
general attention to the many prac-
tical uses to which kites constructed
on modern principles are applicable,
Lieut. Wise's purpose in his experi-
ments has been to develop the military
posgibilities of kites.

A “RATTLING” STORY.

BONES OF A SEA SERPENT

The Creature was Seventy Feet Long
and Lived in Prehistoric Times —FPre-
sented to the Unlversity of Deaver,
Colorado.

HE sea serpent is
largely a myth, but
a recent find in
Colorado goes to
prove that in a pre-
historie period the
gea serpent really
lived. An almost
complete fossil
skeleton consisting
of ninety-two ver-
tebrae parts of the
skull, and arm bones, with several
testh was found and presented to the
University of Denver, The creature
in life must have been seventy feet
long. Prof, Lee of the University thus
writes of us: “The specimen is a gift
to the unlversity from John Keegan
of Flagler, The manner in which It
was found is interesting. One day a
Mexican herdsman rode Into Flagler
and reported that his horse stumbled
and fell over a long string of bones,
The man picked up one of the bones
and was surprised to find it as heavy
as stone. He carrled a plece to the
town, and Mr. Keegan saw that the
bones might be of sclentific interest,
He drove to the place and found about
twelve feet of the vertebral column
lylng on the ground, as it had lain
through countless thousands of years.
There it had been left when the rock
decayed from around it. About four
feet of the taill was still embedded In
the solld rock, This was carefully dug
out, and the whole skeleton preserved
by Mr. Keegan, who sent It to the uni-
versity, Mr. Keegan reports that
while the specimen was in his posses-
clon it was examined by several geo-
logists, From them we learn that the
honeg are from the uppermost creta-
ceous formation of that reglon. The
place of preservation was too near the
division between eretaceous and tertl-
ary reek that they could not determine
the age. Further study, however,
shows that the reptile 8 a eretaceous
form, During the eretaceous time, not
only the greater part of Colorado, but
the greater part of the western half of
the continent, was a shallow sea, dot-
ted here and there with Islands.
Thosge clumsy, overgrown monsters
which we are familiar with as in hab-
itunts of the Denver region, had reach-
ed their culmination, and were ready
to pass out of exlstence forever as
soon as the new eonditions were Inau-
gurated at the end of the age, Among
these reptiles forms we find the an-
cestors of the modern serpents. Dur-
ing the cretaceous period the seas were
Inhabited by long, snake-like reptiles,
called by Cope Pythonamorpha or
Mesasauria. He gives three genera—
clidastes, platecarpus and mesasuras,
It Is in one of these genera or gea ser-
pents that our monster must be placed,
It iz diffieult to loeate it definitely, be-
cause so many of the characteristic
parts are destroyed, 1 sent some of
the bones to the Department of the
National Geological Survey at Wash-
Ington, D, C,, and recelved word that
the specimen Is probably clidastes, al-
though the jaw is more massive and
the teeth more compressed than in the
only specimens we have, 1 think that
you probably have one of the most
complete vertebral columns of this
group of marine reptiles in existence,
The tail is particularly fine, and gives
me a much better impression of the
depth and compression of this part of
the body. After careful examination
of the published descriptions 1 was
led to the opinlon that the species has
not been described heretofore.

“If one ecan imagine a long, slender
reptile, sometimes seventy feet in
length, not quite so lender as (he mod-
ern serpent, and having two pairs of
short, paddle-like feet, one will have
a fairly good idea of this class of rep-
tiles. They were great sea serpents
and were covered with bony scales, as
Prof. Marsh bas shown. [ have re-
ferred to them as the ancestors of
snakes; the form of the body was very
enake-like and the long jaw shows a
mechanism similar to that of serpents
which makes it possible to swallow the
food whole, Their habits seem to
have been serpent-like, and they lived
during the age immediately preceding
the Introduction of true snakes. It is
an easy step from an animal like elid-
ustes to the modern serpent,

WAY TODIAGNOSE DISEASE.

The Telgphone Wil Be Used by Deoes
tors.

The time is coming when the great
specialists in heart and lung diseases
will make diagnoses upon patients
hundreds, perhaps thousands, of miles
away, and with the same wnerring ac-
curacy that the trained ear insures in
the private office, says the New York
World. The time when this will be
done Is not far off. In faet, it is
possible today, though not commerci-
ally  practicable. The instrument
which will bring about this revolution
is8 the improved telephome, Men are
now at work following up a series of
experiments made in 1884 by a tele-
phone company which promises soon
to make the exercise of these extraor-
dinary telephoniec powers commonplace.
In the year mentioned a line waa
strung between this city and Boston
with the most perfect insulation pos-
sible and provided with the most pow-
erful transmitters and receivers then
avallable. It was found, to the sur-
prise and delight of the experimenter,
that It was not necessary to place the
lips to the instrument to be distinctly
heard at the other end. The transmit-
ter was placed against the throat and
conversation was heard in Boston al-
most as clearly as when the words weres
spoken Into it. The operator then
placed the transmitter against his chest
and was clearly understood over 300
miles of wire. Golng still farther in
his investigation, the transmitter was
placed agalnst the abdomen and even
then his words were audible in Boston.
This, of course, meant that the vibra-
tions of the larynx, although weaken-
ed by distance and screens of tissue,
were yet strong enough to make a rec-
ord upon the dellcate mechanism of the
receiver. But even more marvelous
facts than these were brought out
which suggested the medical possibili-
ties of the Instrument. With this im-
proved trangmitter and the perfect cir-
cuit # man In New York could make
enough noise in Boston to be heard
and understood by a man in the next
room to the one in which the recelv-
Ing Instrument was set up, More re-
markable stlll, the tick of a wateh and
even ordinary breathing could be dig-
tinctly heard, as If 'the ear were close
to the person’s mouth, If this were
fact twelve years ago, with the im-
provements In the clreuit and instru-
ments that are constantly being made,
hardly anything will be surprising.
The men who are making the experi-
ments promise to transmit the beating
of the heart and the actlon of the
lungs from a gethoscopé placed to the
transmitter as clearly as If it wero
placed directly to the doctor's ears.
