COMMITTEE.

General Understanding that Therse Will
Be No Effort to Secure Conalderation
of the Treaty During the Present
Sesslon — Expression of
Mewmbers.

Wasmixaros, July 15, —The Senate
committee on foreign relations agreed
to-day to report n resolution for the
ratification of the Hawalian annexa-
tion treaty without amcndment,

Clark., Morgan, Turpe and Daniel,
nnd all of these but Messrs Turple
and Daniel east their votes for the

resolution of ratiflcation Mr. Fryoe's
vote was also enst in that interest by
Mr. Duvis, Mr. Frye having left in-
structions to that effect

Messrs. Daniel and Turpie did not
take a positive stand in opposition to
the treaty, but both expressed the
opinion that it was not expedient nor
consistent with the vast importance of
the subject that the trenty should be
pressed to immediate eonsideration,
and that if the Senate was not to take
the subject up at the present session
the better course would be to leave it
in committee until the Senate should
be prepared to proceed with its consid-
eration.

Mr. Turpie expressed himself as in-
ehned to favor the treaty, bntthought
it should be amended. He, however,
withheld )is amendments upon the
suggestion 4hat the majority wonld
consider it preferable to have the
smendments offered in the Benate,

There was n general understanding

NO YOUNGER PARDON.,

—

Mlonesots Pardon Board Declines to Re-
lenso the Missourl Outlaws.

81, Pave, Minn., July 10.—After an
extended lmnrimf on the petitton for
the pardon of Cole and Jim Younger,
the surviving members of the Missouri
outlaw ban | who attempted to raid a
bank at Northfleld, Minn., in 1474, the
state board of pardons, consisting of
the governor, attorney general and
chief justice, vesterday afternoon re-
fused, by unanimons vote, to grant
the requested relicf, declaring their
belief that the Youngers should com-
plete their term of life imprisonment.

Cantrary to expectations, the board
gave out a statement of its reasons in
denying pardon. 1t is as follows.

A sensational feature of the proeeed-
Ings before the board yesterday after-
noon was an iotimation that the Min-
nesota authorities still hoped to bring
Frank James to trial, Several who
protested against the pardon urged
that the Younger boys might testify
sgainst their former comrades. If
such evidence could be seeured they
declared they would try to get a re-
quisition for Frank James and bring
him to Minnesotn to answer for his
share of the Northfleld raid.

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OVER EIGHTY YEARS

TERRITORIAL GOVERNOR OF
NEBRASKA IN 1861,

He Has Tarned the Four Seore Years
Polot In Life and Appears Good for
Many Snmmers and Winters—A
Former Territorinl Goverpor
of Nebraskn.

Ex-Gov. Alvin Saunders.

Omaha dispateh: Ex-Governor Alvin
Saunders turned the four-score years
point in life yesterday, celebrating the
svent by partaking of a more hearty
lunch than usual. He laughed as he
related this fact, and said he had con-
eluded that it was a little out of place
for him to eelebrate his birthday re-
turns, as it seems too much like cel-
ebrating the fact that he is getting
along in years,

Gov, Saunders is nbout as hale and
hearty in appearance as he was thirty
years ngo, when his term of office as
the last territorinl governor of Ne-
braska expired. Ilis hearing is en-
tively unimpaired, while as for eye-
sight, he does not use glusses exeept
for reading fine writing and newspa-
per type.  He apparently feels as® vig-
wous as many men of forty years less
and enjoys life at his comfortable
home in the north part of the city,
after transacting the business of the
day ot his office.

Giov. Saunders was horn July 12,
1817, and during the eighty years of
his life he has been a prominent figure
in the polities not only of the state, but
of the national government,

He was nppointed by President Lin-
coln in 1861 as territorinl - governor of
Nebraska, and reappointed by Lincoln
ust before his assassination, It is be-
ieved that the signing of Governor
Saunder’s commission was the last
officinl act of President Lincoln, as the
commission was found on the presi-
dent’s desk, signed, but pot yet folded,
when the office was first opened after
the president's ussassination. resi-
dent Johnson, sueceeding President
Lincoln, immediately made out uan-
other commission for Gov, Saunders,
and both are kept in the governor's

lchnmlkr ws relies and held in rever-

ence by him.

Gov. Suundors spent slx years in the
Town Kenute and was seven years post-
master ut Mount Plessant, lowa, be-
ing the first postmaster appointed for
thal place, Iliv wus four years on the
Utuh commission, and is believed to
be the only member living of the con-

stitutionnl convention which framed
the constitution under which the ter-
ritory of lown beeame o state.  He was

o member of the United States senate
for slx vears, and yesterday recounted
ineidents of upwards of twenty mem-
bers of that sennte, who at the time
were more hale and hearty than he,
but who have passed away,

Gov, Saunders says be did not start
out in life with the intention of becom-
ing mixed in polities, but he thinks he
hios had his share of political battles,

Those who know him best consider
the governor good for many years to
come,

Winter whent is
all in the shock in the southern coun-
ties and is being eut in the northern
counties, The ont harvest has com-
menced in the southern counties.
