COREA'S HEIR APPARENT SAID
TO BE IN PERIL.

iwe Men Sworn to Kill the Young Man
Parsoing Him Unrelentingly—Steel
Armor Constantly Worn and
Trusted Guoards Always on
Daty.

New Yonxk, July 1¢.—The Journal
and Advertiser says: “‘Prince Euie
Wha, heir apparent to the throne of
Coren, is snld to be in danger of losing
his life. This young Corean arrived
in America several months ago, osten-
sibly to complete his edueation in an
American college; in reality he eame
to avoid hired assassins, who have fol-
towed him. Despite the fact that the
United States offers to the prince a
refuge far more secure than his native
sonntry, he is continually dodging
men who are hired by the Corean Pro-
gressive party, which is against the
present dynasty, to kill him.

“*The prince is believed to be In
Washington st present. The mem-
bers of Lis suite go armed to the teeth,
The seeret service officers and the po-
fice of Ban Francisco and Washington
and, possibly, New York, though this
bas been denled, have been instructed
to look ont for his safety.

““The prince is the son of the king
by a former union. The queen has
been assassinated, the mother of the
yonng man has been killed, and others
interested in the royal family of Corea
have gone to their last home on aec-
sount of this youth.

“A Japanese sceret service officer, at
present in New York, who is perfectly
familiar with the affairs of Prince
Enie Wha, tells the following story of
the troubles of the young man: ‘The

young prince is a general favorite
wherever he goes, and while in this
sity at the Waldorf he made many
friends. But he has a marked pe-
maliarity: he wears the look of a
bunted man. Since his birth, in 1883,
sssussing have tried to take his life.

Loxpox, July 17.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of the Pall Mall Gazette
says: “'The most notable event thus far
of the Spanish court scason at Sebas-
tian has been the visit of Prince Take-
hito, Japan's ambassador extraordi-
nary, who was sent to invest King Al-
fonso with the Japanese imperial Order
of the Chrysanthemum. The visit is
considered of peculiar Importance.
The envoy was received with extreme
cordiality by the queen and the gov-
ernment. Prince Takehito, who was
accompanied by the Marquis Ito, was
recelved with full state ceremony
by the Duke of Tetuan Spanish
minister of foreign affairs, and all the
court functionaries. The streets were
lined with troops. The distinguished
visitors were conducted to the palace,
where the queen and o brilllant reti-
nue welcomed them with high honors,
Banquets, balls and other marked
compliments followed, and the war
ships in the bay were decorated with
flags and bunting, The Duke of
Tetuan has gone out of his way to
protest that the mission is purely
complimentary and without political
significance, although a Japanese le-
gation may be established at Madrid,
It is sald that the oceurrence is being
carefully observed in the United
States.”

That night she gave poison to Miss
Eches, putting it in her mouth while
asleep, but the young woman's life
was saved,  Bunday she put poison in
her food, but the mother of the girl
nte it and died, Miss Allen then con
fessed her real name and attempted to
commit suleide. Both women are
prominent school teachers, but pever
lknew each other.

THURSTON CALLS A HALT ON
RECOMMENDATIONS,

————

Those Seeking Places Tust Walt Until
After the Fall Elections—The Work
of Auditor Andrews—Mr. Mor-
ton's Legacy to Wilson—No
More Vacatlons at Present.

Gosslp From the Natlonal Capital.

Washington special to Lincoln Jour-
nal: During the past week Senator
Thurston made the announcement that
he would make no further recommenda-
tions for postmasters in stuhlmmlry
contested cases until after the fall
clections, In explanation of this de-
termination the senator stated that he
belleved the result of the election
would better enable him to arrive at
s correct decision ns to the wishes of
the republicans of the several locali-
ties, He has been driven to this step
by the great pressure brought to bear
upon him to name Emtmutern. There
are many local fights in progress in
the villages and towns of Nebraska
and BSenator Thurston has four con-

fonal districts acknowledging

im as their arbiter in naming post-
masters. Precinet committeemen, ex-
delegates to conventions and ‘‘promi-
nent citizens” divide and separate the
recommendations of candidates for
postoffice honors and where honors are
about even in any of these fights Sen-
ator Thurston is expected to referce
tha match and deeide who shall carry
off the spoils, Tuis the senator has
found an arduous and thankless task,
His position is somewhat similar to
the man who stood betwen the devil
and the deep sea, or the fellow who
knew that he was to be “damned if
he did and damned if he didn't”
Some disappointed seckers for post-
offices and other federal positions in
other states have been known to take
their grievance to the polls at the fol-
lowing election and while it is not
thought that the faithful in Nebraska
would go to such an extent in exhibit-
ing thelr wrath, it is thought they
will work the harder if the postoflice
eontest in which they are engaged is
still undecided.

Auditor Andrews of the treasury de-

tment is devising a system by which

@ will be brought Into closer touch
with the work of the hundred clerks
under his supervision. IHe has called
for a statement from every clerk as to
the character of the work upon which
he is employed, the amount of worlk
which he does and suggestions as to
the expediting or improvement of the
business of the office. The statements
in turn will be submitted to the vari-
ons chiefs of divisions with a eall for
comment upon the communications
and all will afterwards be earefully
tabulated and compared by Auditor
Andrews himself. Mr. Andrews has
been led to believe that in times past
favoritism has been extended to cer-
tain clerks by which easier or less
work than that of their associates has
been handed over to them. Ie pro-

ses if possible to eorreet any inequal-
ties of this eharacter and to bring the
office up to the highest standard of
efliciency.

When Seeretary Morton first took
charge of the agricultural department
he found a rickety surrey, a pair of
passe horses placed at his disposal for
personal and official use.
