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MISSED A FORTUNE.

VEN the wild rush
to Callfornia In "49
hardly equalled
that to Caribou ten
years later, Surely
there mnever has
been #uch a fren-
zled scramble  for
gold as that which
filled the harbor of
Victoria, Vancou-
ver Ieland, with a
navy of untiquated, leaky craft, laden to
the gcuppers with a horde of dauntless
adventurers, burning to reach the prec-
lous places of the Upper Frezer. These
tipper reglons are wild enough even to-
day: furty years ago they were in the
heart of an untrodden wilderpess, Cly-
llizatlon had not penstrated further
than the gung of the Britlsh ernjsers
conld resch: even the log forte of the
Hudson Bay Company were not to be
fcund in the remoter parts of that re
glon, so aptly described years after-
wards py Lord Dufferin as “A Bea of
Mountaing.” Gold was known to exist;
inland tribes burtered It with
nearer the coast for powder and lead,
or blankets, and it eventually made its
way to Vietoria; but where 1L was
found, or ir what quantities, no white
man knew, unless indeed it was the

store, Potatoes cost $60 a bushel, flour
$10 a pound; a pair of gum boots sold
for $50; drinks were pald for in pinches
of the precious dust—and some of the
barkeepers had thumbs broader than
ever miller possessed, A few men made
fertunes, many managed to pay ex-
penses, but the majority went dead
broke,

Then the awful winter was upon
them. The mercury disappeared in the
bulb; the river froze almost to the bot-
tom in the still reaches; deep rmnow
covered the land, and burled the shan-
ties and tents of the ploneers. Men
slekened and dled llke sheep with a
murrain.

Topping of course sold out long agoe.

A shot
or two more and he might have been
rich and famous. But the big air com-
pressors do not pant and groan In his
serviee; a thourand feet below the sun-
light men are toiling, but not for him;
the dump sparkles with fifty dollar ore,
but the proceeds will not be crodited
to his account.
