LARGING.

e Wanis Now to Control the Niearngine
Canml— Negotintions Sald o Be in
Progress With the Grealer Re-
publle of Central Ameries-—

dapan's Latest Dickering.

New Youk, Sept. 4 —A speclal to
the Herald from Washington, says:
“Japan, not content with interference
with President MeKinley's Hawaiian
unnexation policy, now has designs
upon the Niearagnan canal.  Aecord-
ing to semi-official wdvices just re-
ceived here from Niearaguoa, the Jap-
anese government Is sceretly negoti-
ating with the Diet of the Greater
Republic of Central America, which
recently met in San Salvador, for the
construction of the Nicaraguan canal,
independent ana in deflance of the in-
terests and Influenee of the [United
States or other nations

“This netlon of Japan, taken in con-

nection with her recent wttitude In
regurd to Hawalinn annexation, is of
the greatest significance, showing, as
it does, to the asuthorities that there
is no limit to the ambitionof the nu-
tion, and her aggressive poliey may
yet get her into tronble with the
United States. That the Administra-
tlon will resent any interference with
the Nicaragua canal project, as it did
in the case of the Hawallon znnexs-
tion treaty, goes without saying.
JAPAN'S SECRET DICKERING.
“If Japan can encompuss it, necord-
ing to the Niecaraguan advices recelved
here, she would like to obtain the ab-
rogation of all trenty rights possessed
by the Unpited States in relation to
inter-oceanic transit nnd the forfeituras
of the Awmerican canal concessions
from Nicaragua, and to immedistely
mike o treaty with the Diet of the
Greater Republic of Central America,
giving her control of the canal route
through Nicaragun. In the negotia-
tions Costa Rica has not been consult-
ed, it being well known that she would
not sssent to a violation of treaty
rights,
“It has been suspected in some
guarters that England, which has
slways been anxious to aecquire at
least a joint control of the canal,
might be working in collusion with
Japan in the ‘dickering’ with the Diet
now understood to be in progress, but
nothing has yet come to the surface to
indieate that she has  encouraged
Japan in the move. It is said that the
sgent of the Nicaragua canal here has
lawd the fucts  before Mr. Hitcheock,
the president of the canal company, in
New York, with the soggestion that
the State department be apprised of
the secret negotiations that are now
belng carried on between Japun and
the Diet. Senor Zelaya, the president
of Nicaragua, it is understood, has ad-
mitted to close personal friends that
Japan is pegotiating with the Diet,
but in each case he advised the striet-
est secrecy,

tory is an odd prize drawing propos
ition that I ean liken to nothing that
admits of a better comparison than n
lottery, A number of spots nre seleeted
on the erecks snd rivers and for
one year the miner labors, . The year
closes, the water runs, and the sea-
son's oulput barely pays oxpenses.
Not two miles away from the unfor-
tunate one works a mwan who bas
taken from an uninviting bit of earth
o sagkful of gold, The lucky one did
not strike the povket because of his
nbility as a miner; chanee favored Lhim,
and that was all.  In short, the miner
guesses at it and locates any and
everywhere. In nineteen ceses out of
twenty he misses it, and has to walit
another year for a new trial. Dawson
is merely a collection of log huts, su-
loons and u mass of tents, about /00
in number. When the long nights
come and the glass goes down to 65
degrees below zero, there will be in-

BE RUSAHED,

xtrm Session of the Hawalinn Legisla-
ture Called for September Gth to
Batify the Treaty—MeKinlay Lo
Call Congress Togeiher Two
Months Earlier.

Hawnll for Annexation,

Baxw  Fnaxcisco, Sept. 2,—The
steamer Anstralis, which arrived from
Honolulo to-day, reported that Fran-
cis M. liateh, minister to Washington,
arrived August 20 with special inform-
ation which will require the attention
of both government and sennte, A
notice has already been issued to the
members of the latter body calling
upon them to meet in extra session
September ¢ to ratify the annexation
treaty recently signed in Washington,
and, as a aonjority ef the members
fuvor annexation, the matter will be
rushed through.

A Senator is authority for the state-
ment that Minister Hateh brought
word from President MeKinley that
he had resolved to eall Congress two
months enrlier than usual for the pur-
pose of disposing of the treaty before
the regular session, and this theory
appears to find favor with other Beng
ntors. .

Another matter 1o be considered by
the Hawailan Senate is that of ren-

unraveling the Japanese muddie, s it
is said that Japan's acceptunce of the
offer of arbitration is so vague that
the President and his eabinet are in a
quandry, There ure rumors of a
split in the cabinet over the question,
and it {s said that the intervention of
the Benate Is required to prevent an
open rupture.

The Hawalian Star declared that a
cull bad been issued for s mammoth
demonstration Septembor 14 aguinst
closer political union with the United
States. Senators Morgan and Quay
are expected to arrive from the Unit-
ed States that day, and the object of
the anti-annexationists s to lmpross
them with the fecling upon the ques-
tion,

MR. VEST EXPLAINS,
Writes & Letior In Reply to that eof
Comptroller Fokels.

SepALiA, Mo, Bept. 2—United
States Senator George G, Vest hos aud-
dressed the following letter, under
date of August 26, to Congressman
James Coomney, of the SBeventh Mis-
sourl distriet, in reply to the reecent
letter from James H. Eckels, comp-
troller of the currency, stating that
Senator Vest had requested that the
proposed examination of the Sedalia
First National bank, in March or
April of 1464, be deferred until certain
of the bank's assets could be realized
upon. The letter is as follows:

“In March, or April, 1804, Messr,
Cyrus Newkirk, president of the bank,
and J, C Thompson, the cashier,
wrote me that an examioation of the
bank was about to be made before the
time fixed by the established rule of
the comptroller, and that, on acecount
of a false report put in circulation by
some one that the institution hbad
fai.ed, and the additional fact that, on
nccount of the stringency prevailing,
they were unable to colleet, there was
danger of a run on the bank if an ex-
amination was made before the regu-
lar time. They stated that they would
realize a large sum from the assets of
the bank in a few days, and that the
institution was entirely solvent. They
reauested me to lay these facts before
the comptroller of the currency.

“Helieving them to be honest men,
and that thelr statemenis were troe, |
went to the treasury department and
placed their communication before the
comptroller or his deputy, 1 do not
now remember which, | made no re-
gquest, but simply said the failure of
the bank would be a great calamity
to Central Missouri, and that I hoped
it could be prevented: that I knew
nothing personally about the matter
and had no connection nor interest
with nor in the bank or its officers

It Took the Bt. Louls Labor Confersncs
by Storm— Radieal Sentiments

St. Louis, Mo, Sept. 2—The con-
ference of labor leaders of the eoun-
try finished its work last evening.
The meeting was productive of several
sensational speeches and wany reso
lutions, yet no decisive action was
taken in the principal matter for

which the gathering was summoned -
the abolishment of ‘“‘government by
injunetion.”

The convention, which lind been an-
nounced us the last one of its kind to
be held, while adjourning sine die, has
merely postponed aetion on the mat-
ters before It for three weeks, ns »
call for a similar conference, to be
held In Chieago, Monday, September
27, was issued,

Mr. Debs and Social Democracy dom-
innted the convention, and the famous
lender carried the gathering ofl its
feet in one of his ebaracteriside
speeches.  He sald Jn part:

“Never in my life have I been more
hopeful than now. 1 am not gifted
with great \-i“lumlrr powers, but |
ean ses the begioning of the end
(Cheers.)  This meeting is an Insplra-
tion. It will lead to great resulis
This movement has attained tremen-
dous impetus and will go shead with
a rush.  When the people are ready,
und that duy Is not faroff, my friends,
there will be @ u{mntaummu uprising,
the supreme conrt will be abolished,
congress dispersed wnd the ssered

I will not stand in
the rear and ask you to goahead, |
will be in front and say to you, 'Come
on.' (Renewed cheering. )

Mr, Debs went over the conditions
existing in Pennsylvania, and when he
finished with that state took up West
Virginia. West Virginia, he sald, had
more government to the square inch
thun any state in the nnion, and that
meant less liberty, The less govern-
mient, the more liberty-——the only per-
feet rwcrnmenl was no government
st ull.  In conclusion, Mr. Debs said:

“My friends, sssert yourselves; en-
force your canse. Letevery mwan who
ean tlﬂ’ us good as his word stand
erecl.
