WawsnineToN, Oct. 1,.—The Presi-
Aent bad pearcely reached the White
house this morning belore secretary
Sherman called to see him. He was
closely followéd by Assistant Secre-
tary Day, and, althongh it Is under
stood that the Intter's visit had large-
ly to do with Department of State ap-
pointments, It is not doubted that
there was o discussion of the latest
Madrid developments, though no ,offl-
vinl ndvices had coms from Minister
Woodfor

In the absencos of the Spanish min-
ister Mr. Dubose is the senior Spanish
wMeial bere, but he has not ealled nt
the Btate depurtment sand has not, as
far ns can be learned, recelved official
ndwicon from Madrid,

The eable reporits from varlous
Varopean capitals that United States
ministers abroad had learned that
Austris was favorable to an allinnce
with Spain, and that Germany and
France were considering what setion
Furopean powers should take in the
event of American intervention, has
given the Cuban question a new and
broad significance to the foreign rep-
rosentatives here. At least one of the
vmbussies has beer directed to keep
its forelgn offices fully ndvised of all
developments and this, it is belicved,
upplies to all the leading foreign es-
tablishments.

There is s general desive to get the
cxnet text of Minister Woodford's in-
struetions. As to these the stote de-
partment maintains the same reticence
to diplomatie officials that it does to
the general publle. The general con-
clusion among diplomats, and the one
which they are conveying to their
governments, is that the Woodford in-
atruetions do not embody an “‘uitima-
tum.” At the same time these officials
take the view that the United States
Lins taken an advanced position, al-
though not one luvolving any present
critieal issue.

In eommenting on the situation a
diplomat from one of the countries
forming a triple allisnce said that the
report of Austrin’s attitude was of
interest, owing to Austria’s being a
member of the driebund, made up of
Germany, Italy and Auvstria, but added
that it was generally understood the
allisnce applied only to eontinentnl
questions, and to be mutually defen-
sive rather than offensive. For this
resson he did not believe it wounld
apply i Austria beecame the ally of
Bpain, 1«

The gold Demoeratic city econven-
tion, led by ox-Mayor Grace and
Seott, will meet in Cooper Union to-
day and indorse the Tammany tloket
in conslderation of the nomination by
Tammany of Francis M, Scott to sue-
ceed Justice Andrews on the supreme
court bench, and other places for the
organization, but there will be resist-
ance to the indorsement in the econ-
vention and a bolt will follow
snd the strength of the Natlonal
Democratie organlzation on election
day will go to Seth Low. Ex-Repre-
sentative John Dewitt Warner, who
has been o leader in the counell of the
Nationsl Demoeratic party, will head
the revolt. In an loterview he said:
“I'm afraid the npationsl Democracy
may support Van Wyck so far as the
New York county delegates are con-
eerned. The vots will not be unani-
mous, but 1 doubt If there will be
enough to prevent it,

In exhibits it far surpassed
any of its predecessors; never did a
state fair have more perfect wenther,
and from u financinl point of view,
while the balance on hand may not be
so large as after some fuirs, the board

All had a good
opportunity to see the exhibits, as
nothing was allowed to move until 4
o'cloek, Then the exhibitors of live
stock golng to other falrs wern allowed
to begin moving., Shortly afterwards
the gates were thrown open to the
dozens of walting moving vans and
express wagons, which after 6 o'clock
formed a long procession moving elty-
ward, The utﬂcu of the seeretary was
moved back tothe Millard hotel, whera
he will be for severnl duys stealghten:

HOW FLIES DO IT.

DO NOT WALK ON CEILING BY
SUCTION.

A Simple Explanation of This Fuzzling
Problem-—A Fallaclons Theory Dis-
proved Afier Investigation Revealed
by Microscopes.

T Is & curlous fact
how our under-
standing of many
common and appe-
rently simple
things is modified
by further investi-
gation, The expla-
nation of bow flies
walk on the celling,
as glven in some of

our old readers,

‘as  that each Uitle fAy-foot I
miniature alr  pump--a the-

ory that s mow proved to

be fallaclous, It was supposed that
the bottom of the foot adhered to the
glass by suction, all alr beneath L be-
Ing pressed out, so that It was held in
place by the pressure of the air with-
out, but files have been known to walk
on the Inner slde of a glass receiver
after ull the alr had been exhausted,
which shows that they do not need
the pressure of the air to uphold hem.
A mieroscople examination of a Ay's
foot clearly disproves the “sucker”
theory, for the foot cushlon Is covered
with halrs, which prevent a close con-
tact of the foot with the glass. A liter
theory, propounded by Hooke, was that
fllen stick to the glass by means of a
viscous fluld substance which exudes
from the halrs in thelr feot, This the-
ory was thoroughly Investigated twelve
years or so ago by Dr. Rombout, who
demonstrated that it was only partly
#outid, for, though these halrs do cor-
tiduly exude ab olly flnld, the fluld In
not sticky and’does not harden when
dried. Tt Iu to Df, Rambout’s expari-
ménts that sclence owes whal 1s now
regarded as the true theory of the
walking of flles on smooth substances,
that they hang on by the help of capll-
lary adhesion—the molecular attrac-
tion between wolld and lHquid bodies, By
i werles of nlee calenlations— such an
welghing halrs and measuring thelr
dlnmeters, and Immersing the cut end
of & halr In ofl or water to make It
adhere when touched to glass—Dr.
Rombout proved that caplllary attrac-
tion would uphold a fly were it four-
ninths as heavy again as It Is at pres-
ent, It Is true that the foothairs are
very minute, but as each fly ls sald 1o
be furnished with ten to twelve thou-
sand of them, we need not be surprised
at what they can do. Reasoulng from
this theory, we might conclude thai
files fnd It diMenlt to mount o glass
slightly dampened, because of the re-
pulsion hetween the watery surface ani
the olly lguld exuding from thelr feet,
and we must Hkewlse expect them to
be Impeded by a slight coating of dust,
because the wpaces between the halrs
would be filled with dust, Careful ob-
servation seems o confirm these In-
ferences, When we gee u iy making
his tollet, he Is not, as we might sitp
pose, cleuning his hody, but his feet,
#0 that they .may the more readily
adhere.  Evervone has notieed how
quickly a fly takes filght, even when
hie hits been dozing half an hour in the
game position, This new theoyy malie:
it earler to unflerstand hes he can wo
readily detach himpelf: for the alr
pressure theory and the “gum’ theors
bgth implied more or less effort in re-
leasing his feet from thelr involuntary

WOES OF THE MOSQUITO.
Dragon Flies and Splders Enjoy Fatlog
the Cunning Cuolex.

From the Washington Star: There
are two natural enemles of the mos-
quito—the dragon fly and the spider
The latter, as we know, wages constant
warfare upon all ingect Hfe, and where
mosquitoes are plentiful they form the
chief diet of thelr hairy foe. The dra-
gon fly I8 a destroyer of mosguitoes in
at least two stages of life, The larva
dragon fly feeds upon the larva mosqui-
to, and when fully developed the latter
dines constantly upon the matured
mosquito, The dragon fly as a solu-
tlon of the mosquito pest question is
not wholly satisfactory, for while thers
Is no serfous difMculty to be encoun-
tered in the enltivation of dragon flies
in lurge numbers, yet It s manifestly
jmpossible to keep them In the dark
woods where mosquitoes abound; the
hunting ground of the “darning needla”
belng among the fowers and dry gar-
dens where the sunshine prevalls. For
thia very lmportat reason the scheme
of hunting one kind of lusect with an-
other must be abandoned us impractl-

eable,

THE SERPENT SYMBOL.

Whiely Employad in ANl Parts of the
American Continent.

An interesting paper was read re-
cently before a convention of anthro-
pologists in session at Detroit, Mich,,
by the Rev, Stephen D. Peet, entitled
“The Serpent 8ymbol in Nlearagun and
Yueatan.” He sald in brief: “The
serpent symhbol 18 prevalent all over
this continent. It appears in efMigles In
Canada, Ohlo, Ilinols and Minnesota,
There ure many serpent myths Among
the Iroquols and Algonquing, These
represent the serpent as coming out of
the water and fascinating men and
turning them Into serpents, taking
them helow the water, thus reminding
us of the temptation. The serpent, al-
80, Iu 0 water god, who antagonizes
the chief god, und produces a groat
flood, The story of the flood Is al-
ways ussociated with the serpeist as Lhe
caune, The serpent, In fact, In  the
source of 1 g1,

“In Nicaragun and Central Americn
the serpent s, on the other hand, n
source of good, He is In reality the
symbol of the raincloud, and the crops
and the seasons are dependent upon
his appearance. Instead of antagonlz
Ing the ehief divinity, he seems to be
salllng through the air bearing the
chlef iivinity on bis back. Sometimes
there ure vases held In the folds of the
serpent that ure emplying water or
valu upon the fields, In Nicaragua the
serpent appears In the architecture
highly wrought and sculptured with
Kreat foree, There are serpents guard-
Ing the balustrades to the pyramids,
and othey serpents covered with feath-
ers which form the plers by the side
of the doorways Lo the temples, The
Ides Is that they are coming down
from the elonds, along the fronts of the
temple, to  the ground, symbolizing
rein clouds, The sacred book of the
Muayas have many serpents colled up,
with colls on the osses and heaps of
corn In the latter. Even the hiero-
glyphs of the Mayas have serpents up-
on themn, the serpent forming one part
of the glyph, suggesting that a pho-
netle ulphabet grow out of the pleture-
graphs ond the symbols, The serpent
fteelf gives one of the clements, Among
the Pueblog the serpent figured in a
very interesting way, When the chil-
dren were Initlated, and were to. re-
celve the breath of the divinity through
the saered plumes, they were prepared
Lo enter the sacred city, which 18 un-
der the water of the gacred lake, But
the serpent must also be carried to the
upper door of the place of worship
where the ehlldren nre, and Its mouth
placed near the entrance, Water and
seed were poured throngh the serpent-
efligy. The priests below caught the
water in a sacred vessel and the seed
in pacred buskets, and presented them
to the children, teaching them that
both water and seed came from the
serpent, which was the symbol of the
ralnelowd.”
