Mrs,
Roberts, he uad learned, was a friend
of former Secretary Carl.sle, from Cov-
ington, Ky, 8he was for years a mem-
ber of the family of James E. Beck,
once senator from Kentuely, and her
appointment was made through Sen-
ctor Beck's influence,

“I want to say,” eald Mr. Allen,
“that no self-respecting gentleman
would treat a woman as thls woman
has been treated by the secretary of
the interfor and eommissioner of pen-
rions. If this adminiztration Is willing
to Injure itself in this way [ am will-
ing. If it desires to hurry itself out
of power 1 am desirous of hastening Its
exit, but 1 do hold, Mr. President, that
it 18 not an inherent right of the secre-
tary of the interior or the commiszlin-
er of pensions to pe brutal in their
treatment of clerks. If the commis-
sioner desired the place of Mrs. Rob-
eris for some hanger-on, why did he
aim a poisoned dart at her? He mnst
be a poltroon and coward, indeed, who
will make a covert chargoe against a
woman and refuse then to state the
charges.”

Mr. Allen referred to the position
taken by Mr. Gallinger, to which the
New Hampshire senator replied:

“If the senator from Nebraska means
geriously to impute to me such motives
ns his language indicates, he Is using
unparliamentary and unwarrantabla
language.”

M'KENNA A JUDGE.
Senate Confirms His Appolntment, Not
withstanding Strong Opposition.
WASHINGTON, D, C., Jan. 22.—Jo-
geph McKenna has been confirmed as

a justice of the supreme court.

Senator Allen occupled almost the
entire executive g2gsion with his speech
in opposition to the confirmation,
though there were brief remarks by
Senators Turner and Wilson of Wash-
ington ana others favorable to Me-
Kenna. There was no division on tne
vote,

Senator’ Allen had before him th=
charges filed before the committee on
judiciary, which he read at length.
This comprised a large number of let-
ters, some resolutiony, and the protesc
of lawyers and judges-of the Paclfic
coast, charging that McKenna is nn-
fitted for the high office of supreme
court justice on the ground of a want
of legal attainments, ’

He commented at length upon this
latter document and was interrupted
by Senator Perkins of Colorado, who
read a published defense of Judge Me-
Kenna, giving statistics to show that
he had not, as judge of the California
federal court, been more frequently re-
versed by superior tribunals than “had
other judges of the same court,

There were also interruptions during
the day, but the proceedings were de-
void of general interest.

Mr. Auen spoke for about three
hours. mne said he was convinced of
Mr. McKenna's unfitness for the office,
He did not ingist upon a roll call when
the vote was taken, and ine vote was
niverwhelmlngly favorable to confilrma-
tion.

Pleased With the Gold Standard.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan, 22.—The
interesting buddget statement made by
M. Dewitte, the Russian minister of
finance, shows an actual deficit of over
106,000,000 roubles, which is covered
by the free balance in the treasury.

M. Dewitte exprosses great pride in
the results of the adoption of the gold
standard, caling attention to the most
striking fact that while at the end of
1866 only 37,000,600 roubles in gold
coin were in ecirculation, at the end
of 1897 there were 155,000,000 roubles
in cireulation, while the gold in the
treagury rose during the same period
by 19,000,000 roubles.

The statement shows also that 1h»
volume of existing bank notes has
been reduced by 122,000,000 roubles,
Russia has now 131 per cent more gold
than paper, the total in possission of
the treasury and state banks and !n
cirenlation at the beginonlng of the
present yoar belng: Gold, 1470000 00)
roubles; sliver, 162,000,000 roubles, and
paper, $99,000,000 ronbles.

State Grain Ingpector Wright of
Portand, Ore., hits just fssued his an-
nual report for I886-7, emlracing the
transactions of the department for the
year ending August 21. The total
number of carloads of wheat In-
spected at three inspection points dur-
ing said period was 8,267, or approxi-
mately 5,480,285 bushels. Total num-
ber of carloads of oats, 928, o abhont
589,456 bushels; total number of car-
loads of barley, 214, or about 138,723
bughels, making a grand total of 9.509
carloads and 6208572 bushels. The
1896 erop was light, and therefore the
showing is meager, compared to that
which will be made next year. Mr,
Wright thinks that 14,000,000 bushels
of wheat will be shipped to the sound
this season. FFully 60 per cent of the
crop is still held by farmers and mid-
dlemen on speculation.

A bill to authorize the secretary of
the treasury, under certain conditions
to purchase the Kansas Pacific divis-
fon of the Union Pacific railroad has
been introduced in the house by Mr.
Fleming of Georgia. a member of the
Pacific raflroad committes, to which
the bill is referred. It provides that
if, in the opiuion of the president, it
shall be neceszary to preserve the ge-
curity of the United States in respect
of his llen, mortgage or other Inter-
ests in the Kansas Pacific, the secre-
tary of the treasury shall bid the full
amount necessary for the protection
of the government's lien and clalm on
that property and purchase for the
United States property subject to such
incumbrance at any sale and any sums
necessary to redeem or clear off the
paramount liens aforesald or to
make such purchase or execute any
purpose of the act ars appropriated.
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
