Speaking of the new assoclation one
rallroad man connected with a promi-
nent Omaha line says: “We shall
meet the new organization and its rep-
resentatives in every spiril of falrness,
but 1 doubt If they will obtaln any
concessions for the stockmen that the
gtockmen could not have obtained for
themszelves, So far as poor train ser-
viee Is concerned 1 believe that every |
road in the state is glving the stock- |
men just exactly as good service as the |
business win  warrant, There are |
bound to be ecomplaints arlse, and
when properly presented these are in.
variably attended to and the difficulty |
adjusted. I don't believe the stock-
men of Nebraska have any great klek
coming, but we shall do what we can
to help out the new assoclation and
promote t%e best interesws of its mem-
bera.”

It is learned that the raflroads are
not the only Insawtions the stockmen |
are after, for relations between a
number of commigsion houses and the
live stockmen are to be investigated
by the new association. The kick
against the commission men is that |
the live stock men have no security in
their dealings with the commission
men, and several stock men are gaid
to have lost all the proceeds of some
big rales through transactions with
dishonest commission men. 8ald one
stockman: *“There are plenty of hon-
orable commission men and some of
them are my best friends. They
wouldn’'t harm anybody if they could,
But there are a lot of dishonest fel-
lows in the same business. [ could
write out a list of 100 stockmen who
have been buncoed out of their money
by dishonest eommission men., Now |
here's the point, These commission
men ought to be compelled to give a
bond for security when thev do busi-
ness with a stockman and handle his
eatde, The stoek yards company |
mekes the enmmisgion firms put up
a $10,000 bond hefore it will let them
do husiness, Not onlv that. but the
stoek yards company insists that these
honds shall be gnaranteed hv a reli- |
able trust company. The company will |
not take any Inwividual bond, Now Iy
the gtock vards comnany has this
much protection agninst the Adishonest
commission men, why should not the
storkman, who risks a great denl more
with the commission man. have the
eame amonnt of protection? T am in
favor of this assnciation taking ench
gteng ag il eomrel the eommisg=ion
men to puf un gond, safe hondg hefore
they can handle any live stock at all. |
There is no reas~~ why the stockman |

An Okl Nebreaskan Dead. |

Death has claimed Jo.n TLavigne,
one of the pioneers of this county, says
an Auburn dispateh, He died at the
advanced age of 78 yvears.

A New Cattle Disease.

Lincoln dispateh: The Nebraska au-
thorities are geriously concerned over
a number of communications from
stockmen In the vieinity of Hooper,
Neb., addressed to the governor, com-
plaining of a new and fatal disease
among the cattle of that section of the
state, Nothing similar has ever been
seen In  Nebraska, and experienced
stockmen assgert that the dizease |8 un-
like anything they have ever heard of,
All the letters designate the disease as
“foot rot.” Hundreds of cattle have
died recently in that part of the state
of thé disease. The feet of the af-
flicted animals turn black in a night,
and within twenty-four hourg begin to
peal and crumble away until nothing
but the bone I8 left. This disintegrates
in from three to flve days, and the cat-
tle die in great agony, apparently of
blood poisoning, It spreads from
herd to herd in a short time,

CONCGRESS IS RUSHING FOR AD-
JOURNMENT.

House is Consldering the Appropriantion
Moeasnres—Will Rush Them Through
Hurriedly — At Totervals  Contested
Eleetion Cases Will Be Taken Up and »
Quotn of Specehes Mude,

The Buslness of Congreas,

WASHINGTON, Feb, 7.~It Is prob-
able that the program for the house,
which {8 to be confined almost exclu-
slvely this session to the conslderation
of appropriation bills will be varied
this week with the consideration
of a contested election case,

It s the purpose of the house leaders
to keep the appropriation bills to the
front In order to obtain an early final
sdjournment, or as the alternative
throw the reaponsibility for delay on
the senate. But after the appropria-
ton bill I8 on the calendar for the
jresent, the military academy, and it
thould not consume more than a few
nours,

It is the intention of the leaders,
therefore to fill the hlatus this week
with the conslderation of the Aldrich-
Plowman contested election case from
the Fourth Alabama district. The
elections committee has divided on
this ease on party lines and the indi-
catlons are that the house will do the
same thing and Mr. Plowman will be
unseated,

The members on hoth sides have
been using the latitude allowed in de-
bate extensively in the impending con-
gressional campalgn this fall and
thege are llkely to continue indefl-

nitely. All the membhers are keenly
allve to the opportunities to make
political capital for themselves or

their party and this fact at any time
may upset prearranged progralns by
plunging the house into cancorous and
acrimonious political discussion. The
demoerats and popuilsts seem to be
directing thelr assanlts against the
republican assertion that prosperity
has returned to the countrv, so that
all evidence on this point, pro or con,
Is Hkely to find lis way sooner or later
into the eoneresglonal record for dis-
tribution this fall.

The attention of the genate this
week will in all nrobability bhe divided
between the Hawalian annexation
treaty, anprooriation bills and the
right of H, W. Corbett to a seat in the
senate from Oregon, The treaty will
probably occupy the greater share of
attention Mondayv, but after that time
the commlittee on approvriations will
claim the attention of the senate for
the Indian avpprooriation bill, which
it is expected will be reported early
in the week, This bill will provoke
rongiderable debate and by the time
it is disposed of the committee on
anpropriationg hone to have the forti-
ficationg bill before the senate, Sen-
ator Hoar will at the game time press
the Corbett matter upon the attention
of the genate as a matter of the high-
est privilege and several speeches will
be made on it. It does not. anpear
nrobable, however that a vote will he
reached durvine this week on the Cor-
bett resolution,

THE WHEAT MARKET.

Severnl Sharp Rallles Cheek the Down-
ward Movement,

CHICAGO, Feb. 7.—Last week wan
wme of reaction in wheat, the general
tendency of prices being downward,
though several gharp rallies oceurred,
The short interest whicn had appar-
ently been almost eliminated during
the early part of the clogsing week in
January, was Increased heavily. Many
longs algo realized on their lines, The
result of the week’s tradine was a net
decline in Mav of 7 of a cent and in
July of 2 cents. The close of the
week, however, found the market In a
firmer position. Farly in the weak
the effect of the heavy realizing of the
week before and on Saturdav and on
Monday a deecline o. 21 cents took
nlace In Mav, Most of this was on
Monday. There wes a rood deal of
short selling on the theorv that the
market was in for a period of mater-
lallv lower nrices and the market was
further weakened by declining foreign
markets and a small visible decreags
in this country. A sharp advance took
place on Tuesdav. Sudden develop-
ment of strength at Liverpool and
small stocks at that noint caused a
general coverin® movement, Late in
the day nrices weakened on a small
world’'s visible Increase., where & de-
crease had bheen looked for, and the
market ruled weak until the close of
Thursday's session. relleved at +imes
by support from the Lelter interests,
There was heavy selline by longs an
Thursday and Leiter s  believed to
have materially Increased his May
hoidings.

We find here a prosperous and
well-contented lot of people, They
have comfortable homes, and thelr vast
flelds of wheat and other crops In addl-
tion to thelr herds of cholee cattle, In-
ticate prosperity In the full gense of
the word, In conversation with the
farmers throughout our trip we learned
that the majority of them came here
with very limited means, and some
with no  more than enough to
bring them here, and they are now
well-to-do. They ull clalm that this s
the only country for a poor man, or
one with lttle means, to get a start
and make a home for himself and fam-
fly. As you ure aware, we were a
little ghaky and undecided before leav-
ing Detroit, but hgve determined since
that we, with our friends, will make
this country our future home, It Is
far from being the wilderness we had
pictured it to be; it I8, instead, a land
having all the facilities required by
modern civilization, such as rallroads,
markets, stores, churches, schools, ete.,
in fact, an ldeal home for those having
the future welfare of themselves and
families at heart.”

The Messrs., Striovslkl selected the
Alameda district, but what they say
of it applies in a general way to most
other distriets in that vast country.
They speak of the fuel, which is to be
had in great quantities, of the water
that can be had by digging from 10 to
20 feet, and of the good grazing land
to be had almost everywhere, There is
plenty of wood for butlding timber and
for fuel, while coal is convenient, and
#ells at low prices at the mines. In
driving through the country they
passed may fine patches of wild rasp-
berries, and say they can speak highly
of their flavor, ag they could not resist
the temptation to stop and eat,
