WASHINGTON. Feb. 21.—The

“When I learned of the fire In the
coal bunkers of the Cinecinnatl which
charred the hoxes in which the shells
| in her magazines were stored,” sald
| he, “1 did not consider it my duty to
attempt to Initiate congregsional ac-
tion to avert this danger in con-
struction. 1 assumed, of course, that
it was the duty of the navy depart-
ment officials to effect such changes
as would remove that danger. Now I
find that nothing was aone to correct
the defect on the Cincinnati or any
other ship—that we will undoubtedly
ascertain how many of our war ships
are subject to this danger, but I do
not know whether it is advisable to
have a congressional inquiry.”

as may be practicable,

To this the secratary adds:

The meager information receivyl
regpecting the nature and the extend
of the Injury sustained by the hull of
the Maine renders it diffienlt to deter-
mine at this time whether there Is

mav be raised; but it seems probable
that as she lles within the protection
of a harbor and is netr wholly sub-
merged that much valuable property
may he recovered if the necezpary ac-
ticn is taken without delay. The ves-
sel, with her stores, guns, material,
equipment, fittings and anourtenances,
coat ppproximately, $5.000,000, As an
fHlustration of the single items which
may have ezcaped gerious injury, it
may be sald that the ten-inch gung, of
which the Malne carried four, were
worth, with thelr mounts, $43.500 each,
Aslde from the melancholy duty rest-
ing upon the government to recover
and to bring 1o this eountry for burial,
if this may he done. the hadies of the
officers and men who lost their lives
in this disaster, it {8 believed that
much valuable property may yep he
saved from the vessel.
