Loup City, Neb., April 11th, 1808,
County Board met persuant to ad-
journment of January 13 08, full board
present with County Attorney and
County Clerk. The following proceed-
Ings were had and done, to-wit:-

Before the Board appeared K. Al
Draperand many other citizens of this
county living west of this city and
across the Loup river, and requested
the County Board to take up the peti-
tion filed in the office ot the County
Clerk on July 11, 1804, asking for the
constiuction of a wagon bridge across
sald river; and the said parties request-
ed that the County Board allow said
petition, it having been en Augnst 15th,
1895, ordered laid on the table.
On motion it was ordered by the
Board, that the parties desiring said
bridge across the Loup river, do pre-
pare and present to this Board s new
petition, asking for the desired bridge.
Whereupon the said parties prepared
and filed with the County Clerk their
new petition.
And upon the reading of said peti-
tion, or motion of Leininger the prayer
in sald petition was granted and 1t was
resolved “hat said bridge described in
sald petition be constructed as soon as
the County Board in 1ts judgment finds
that there are sufficient tunds on  hand
with which to construct the same;
