THE SPANISH FLEET DE-
MOLISHED.

NEWS COMES VIA MADRID

Bat Little Left of the Spanish Fleet—

Two of the Enemy's Iest Crolsers

Take Fire, One Is IBlown Up, and

Others Sunk by the Om-
cers to Frevent Thelr
Capture.

MADRI'D, Mav 2.—~Adveces from
Manila say the American squadron
under Commodore Dewey, appeared
oft the bay of Manlla at 6 o'clock
this mornineg and opened a strong
cannonade agalngt the Spanish squad-
ron and forts protectng the harbor,

The Bpanish second-class crulser
Don Junan de Austria was severely
damaged and Its commander killed,
Another Spanish vessel was burned

The American  saquadron retired,
having also sustained severe damage.

A recond naval engagement fol-
lowe< in which the American squad-
ron agaln suffered conslderable loss,
and the Spanish war ships Mindano
and Ulloa were slightly damaged,

During this engagement the Cavite
forta malntained a steadier and
gtroneer fire upon the American
sguadron than in the first engage-
ment.

Admiral Beremejo, the minigter of
warine, has exepressed himself as
highly pleased with the heroism of
the Bpanish marines, and has tele-
graphed congratulations to Admiral
Montejo and the varfous crews of the
Spanish squadron under fire of supers-
for war ships.

The following ig the next of the offi-
clal digpatch from the governor-gen-
eral of the Phillipines to the minister
of war, Lieutenant General Correa,
@8 to the engagement.

“Last night, April 30, the batteries
at the entrance to the fort announced
the arrival of the enemy's squadron,
foreing a passage under the obscurity
of the night. At daybreak the enemy
took up positions, opening with a
strong fire against Fort Cavite and
the arrsenal.

“Our floet engaged the enemy In a
brilllant combat, protected by the
avite and Manila forts. They obliged
the enemy, with heavy loss, to ma-
neuver repeatedly. At 9 o'clock the
American souadron took refuge be-
hind the foreign merchant shipping
on the east side of the bay.

“Our fleet, consldering the enemy’s
superfority, naturally suffered a se-
vere loss. The Marla Chrigtina is on
fire and another ship, believed to be
the Don Juan de Austria, was blown
upn.

“There was considerable loss of life.
Captain Cadarzo, commanding the
Maria Christina, is amoug the killed.

“I cannot now give “further detatls,
The spirit of the army, navy and vol-
unteers v execellent,”

Midnight—According to the late
telegrams the Spanish crulser Cas-
t:lln. was also burned. The other

ships retired from the combat, some
belng sunk to aveid their falling into
the enemy's hands.

A late telegram says Montejo has
t*encferred his flaz to  the cruiser
Isle de Cuba from the crujser Reina
brroed,

El Heraldo says Montejo changed
his flagship during the engagement,
or between the two encounterg, the
better to direct the maneuvers, ‘1 nus
he escaped the fate of the Christina's
commander,

The gocond engagement was appar-
ently begun by the Americans after
Innding their wounded on the west
side of the bay.

A cabinet minister speaks of "ser-
loug but wonorable logses."

The news from the Philippines has
eroduced greatly Increased enthusi-
agm, especially In view of the fact
that the American squadron was
oblized to retreat.

Netwithstanding the severe dam-
age the Spanish shipe sustained,
