No
details are obtainable other than that
both troops and ships are engaged and
that the American forces are advanc-
ing.

CAUGHT a@'éﬁﬁe RUNNER.

A Veasel Ladened With Refugees
tured by the Vicksburg.

Key Wesr, Fla.,, June 27.—-A two
masted vesscl, the Amapala of Tru-
jillo, Honduras, was brought in here
this morning flying the American flag
and in charge of Ensign Zeen of the
Vicksburg. She was captured yester-
day at sunset, while leaving lHavana
and attempting to run the blockade.
She was qulekly overhauled by the
Vieksburg and was found to have over
thirty women and children and & num-
ber of men on board, crew and passen-
gers, nll refugees. There was no sick-
ness on board the Amapala, but she is
detained at quarantine,

The Amapala belongs to Emanuel
Montesino Monteres of Trujillo, Hon-
durns, She had been lying at Ilavana
since before the blockade. Her crew
numbers eleven men besides the cap-
tain.

M. Gerome Baze, a French eitizen,
who three years ago was a leading ex-
change broker in Havana, chartered
the vessel and got together over forty
people cager to embrace any chance to
escape from Havana. He is in charge
of the expedition, made up of
all nationalities, including Spanish,
French, Venezuelans, Cubans and
Turks. They fully expected to be cap-
tured, but the conditions in Havana
were 5o dreadful for the poorer classes
that any risk was preferable to starva-
tion. The Amapala came out of Ha-
vana openly and offered no resistance,
All of the ecaptives are confldent
of release. Hardly any provisions
were on board at the time of the cap-
ture and no cargo or contraband ar-
ticles were found, and she may not be
held as a prize. They report every-
thing quiet at Havana, which leoks
like a deserted city since business and
trafiic are at a standstill.

The banking firms of H. Upton &

Co., J. M. Berges & Co., Vareisco, Ruez
& Co. and N. Gelats & Co. are the only
ones doing any business, All other
firms are either elosing up or dragging
on, waiting for the end of the war,
having  discharged all employes,
Hunger and starvation stares the
lower classes in the face, the well todo
having laid in three months’ stores.
After they ure exhausted distress will
be general, as there is no further
source of supply.
The stories regarding the relief
through southern ports are denied.
Nothing has gone into Havana for over
a month and the situation, consequent-
ly, is very grave. Murder and robbery
are of daily occurrence in Havana,
prompted in every case by want and
hunger.

STILL ONE CABLE NOT CUT.

The St. Louls Unable to Cut the Wire
From Santiage to Kingston.

Wasmxarox, June 27.— The island
of Cuba is, to the best knowledge of
officials here, still connceted with the
outside world by one cable save those
crossing to Key West, and the War
department, through General Greely,
is not relaxing its efforts to cut that
last link, This runs into the island at
Santiago, crossing from Kingston, Ja-
maiea, and belongs to an English com-
pany. For several weeks it has been
known that this cable is in working
order, and the St, Louis been trying
desperately to cut it. In addition, the
cable steamer Mancel is to be assigned
to the task, and between the two it is
hoped that the eable will soon be cut.

The difficulties in the way of aceom-
plishing this are much greater than in
the case of any of the other Cuban
cables. The Kingston eable was laid
fully twenty years ago and has become
covered with barnacles und marine de-
posits until its original size has been
increased to that of a man’s arm. In
addition to that, the cable is eom-
pletely covered with scaweed 50 as to
make it almost impossible for ordinary
grappling ivons used by steamers to
eatch hold of it unless they should
strike the cable at some point where it
hung over a depression in the bottom.
Even when eaught in the grappling
irons, the cable is of such weight, ow-
ing to the marine depoaits upon its
surface, that it wounld be almost be-
yond the power of any lifting appara-
tus on board an ordinary ship to holst
to the surface from the vast depths in
which it lies,

10,000 NEGRO SOLDIERS.

The Question of Combining Black and
White Oficers May Make Trouble,

WaemNatox, June 27.—-When the
mustering in of new organizations nn-
der the second call is completed the
volunteer army will include between
8,000 and 10,000 negro soldiers, and
more negro officers than were ever be-
fore in the service of the United
States, It is the President's desire to
give the negroes a representation as
officers. When the proposition was
made to place negro officers over some
of the negro commands now raising,
the question of how the officers’ mers
would be arranged when there were
white and negro officers in the same
regiment came uvp., That question re-
mains to be settled,

The experiment of a negro regiment
wholly ofticered by negroes is to be
tried in the case of the North Carolina
regiment, whose colonel will be a
negro, the only one of that rank in the
army. In the Alabama regiment the
officers will be white men.

In the immune negro regiments
there will be a mixture, the colonels
and other field officers and the ecap-
tains being white and the lientenants
and other lesser officers black, Itis
in this combination of white and black
officers that the color line is expected
to eause trouble,

SANTIAGO PAPER'S WAR NEWS

The Headers of La DBanderola ¥Vspanola
Have Cause for Complalnt.

Porr AxToNIO, June 27.—A copy of
a newspaper published in Santiago de
Cuba, called La Banderola Espanols
(the Spanish flag), on June 15 con-
tained in its local columns not a
single refercnce to the blockade or
any war news reclating to Santiago,
It ealmly discussed plans for placing
clectric lights on the plaza, church
fairs and other matters of town gossip.
