Some time ago I was
at an inn at Larraina (the thrashing
floor) in Soule, where the host, who
had gained the queen’s medal for serv-
ice in the French army in the Crimean
war, repeated ‘‘Bai Jinko' hundreds of
times during the day. No doubt the
Basques in the time of Rabelais, the
first author to put Basque words in
print {though he did so rather clumsily)
had the same habit.
