The .receivers of the Baltimore &
Ohio Railroad have turned their atten-
tion to the improvement of the grades
on the third division, from Cumber-
land to Grafton, or rather that portion
which lies between Altamont, the top
of the seventeen-mile grade, and Ter-
ra Alta, where the Cranberry grade be-
ging to descend, The line passes
through Deer Park and Oakland and
crosees what is known as the “Glades”
of the Allegheny Mountains. The
grades are short and choppy, eome of
them being 80 to 85 feet to the mile.
One of the first pieces of work to be
done is now in progress at No. 58 Cut,
where the grade is being reduced from
81 feet to 421 teet per mile, with equa-
tions for curvature. It is expected
that the cutting down of this grade
will enable the receivers to increase
the train load from 1,000 tons to 1,300
tons on cast-bound trains. One mile
of the roadway will be lowered and it
is expected that the work will be com-
pleted by the middle of October,

JUSTICEOFTHEPLAINS

HOW A MURDERER WAS QUICK-
LY AVENGED.

[ndlans Pal!d the Penalty—Llentenant-
Colonel Carroll of the First Brigade
of the Cavalry Division st BSantlago
Was the iero.

Lieut.-Col, Henry Carroll, command-
Ing the First brigade of the cavalry di-
vislon before Santiago, who was seril-
ously wounded in the three days’ fight,
was major of the First United States
Cavalry in 1800. He is known in the
Indian country in Montana as the man
who avenged the death of one white
man by killing two Indlans, accord-
ing to the New York Sun. Hugh Boyle,
a voung man from Illinocis, was found
murdered near Tongue river agency.
He had lLieen visiting relatives In that
gection and was about to return to his
home In Illinois. Maj. Carroll called
in American Horze, a chief, and the
two examined the dead body aud the
country where the murder was com-
mitted, Maj). Carroll sald to American
Horsge: "I want the men who did this
murder. I want you to bring them {n.”
After . few days American Horse re-
turned to Maj, Carrcll and told him
that Young Mule and Head Chief, two
Cheyennes, were gullty. Thelr father
was Two Moon, a chief of renown, He
was brought to Maj. Carroll's head-
quarters and was told to bring in his
sons, When he had heard the chargo
against them he made a speech, In
which he gaid that his people had held
a council and were prepared to eatlsfy
the law, from their standpoint. Thelr
proposition was that the agent take
thirty ponies in payment for the death
of young Boyle. They intended that
the ponles should be accepted and sent
to the relatives of the murdered boy as
a compensation for the death of the
young man, The offer was rejected,
and Two Moon was given to under-
stand fEat the white man's law could
not be satisfied in that manner, He
must bring in his sons. The old chief
grunted and sald he would do this. He
disappeared, but within a half hour ne
was geen geturning, With him were
his sons, Young Mule and Head Chlef,
They were dressed in war bonnets, in
war paint and fully armed. Thelr pc-
nies were handsomely decorated, The
young bucks rode deflantly toward the
cavalry commanded by Maj. Carroli
and showed fight. Tke cavalry firad,
kflling Young Mule’'s pony. Then le
and his brother began firing. They
fougzht subbornly until they reached a
hill near by, where they were sur-
prised to find another detachment of
Maj. Carroll's troops. One of the
bucks, Head Chlef, wounded several
cavalry horses as he rode into the lines.
One arm was broken, but with the
other hand he fired his rifle from *he
pummel of his saddle. Another volley
was fired at him and he fell dead from
his pony. Young Mule saw his broth-
er's fate and realized that he had not
much time on his hands. He advanced
toward the cavalry chanting the deatn
gong of his tribe, He flred several
ghots and jumped into a ravine. There
he kept up his fight, eti}! singing. At
this juncture the young buck's mother
made an appeal to the troops to save
hira from impending doom. It was [m-
pozeible to grant her request, as the
warrior continued firing at his enemies,
plainly showing that he had deter-
mined to die as his brother had died.,
The mother realizing that all hope had
vanished, staggered to the open plain,
and in accordance with the custom 3f
the Indians when they lose a relative
or dear friend, slashed her limbs with
a knife from the knees down. With
the blood streaming from the wounds
and trickling to the ground she chanted
tke death dirge of her son, who was
presently shot dead. In honor of the
bravery of Head Chief and Young Mule
their people marked with stones .(he
death trail traveled by the young war-
riors that pleasant September day.
