What wag supposged to be a fibal
treaty of arbitration was concluded in
1896, Presldent Cleveland was the ar-
bitrator. It was agreed that if either
country was digsatigfled with his award
an appeal should be taken to “his
aunt” the queen of England, As the
trial of arbitration proceeded there
were a!most open ruptureg, and neith-
er nation Is satisfled with the award.
That part about the queen of the
hated British was too much for the
Castillans to stomach, and they can't
be blamed very much, Eo neither side
has become o exasperated asg to ap-
peal the case.

Yet each nation has consequently
been constantly prepared for war. It
was thls state of affairs which pre-
vented Chill from selling the fine ar-
mored eruiser O'Higgins to the United
States before the outbreak of the war.
Chill would not sell the O'Higging un-
less Argentine would eell a vegeel of
equal power, leaving the relative pnaval
gtrength of the two nations unchanged.

There s a large and powerful Span-
fgh party In Argentine, under the in-
fluence of which the government of
that country refused to sel] any of ite
vesgels to the United BStates, Thig
broke off the trade with Chili for the
O'Higgins. A subsequent rumor that
the vessel wag to be sold to 8pain prov-
ed unfounded. It is to be hoped that
the two Bouth American republics will
not go to war. If the Monroe doctrine
is to be maintained it is essential that
there ghould be peace between the na-
tions which claim the shield of its pro-
tection.

Chill, which has been a gold coun-
try, recently suspended gold paymente
for thirty days, and the time is likely
to be extended. This wase for the pur-
peae of preventing gold exports, which
ugually begin when there is a prospect
of war. It is a measure of precaution
and warpning and may have some such
an effect as demonstration of strength
by sea or land when negotiationg be-
tween powerful nations reach an acute
stage. In such cases a powerful bluff
often produces the best results,
