We are informed that the $30,-
000.00 of bonds voted recently by
School District Number One have
been sold to the state of Nebras-
ka at par, plus acerued interest to
date money was remitted to the
district, which we would think a
good sale indeed, especially when
we stop to consider that our
school district can sell its bonds
running for twenty years bearing
only five per cent interest and
optional at that and get par for
them when the great nations of
Great Britain and France are
offering six per cent and may have
to pay more for their loans. This
is one of the advantages of living
in the best country on the globe.
We understand that this was the
best offer made, and to enable the
school board to avail themselves
of same, without loss of interest

on all of it except a small amount
that will likely be used soon,which
is the same rate the district is
paying to the state. The district|
will have the money just as they
need it and be out practically
nothing on account of interest.

is the secret of national prosperity.
A protective wall accomplishes
that end whether the wall be es-
tablished by war or by a protec-
tive tariff. Any ten year old boy
ought to be able to understand an
economic principle as clear as this.
