FCOD COMMISSICNER'S WAY.

GOVERNOR INSTRUCTS DEPUTY

Tells Him to Pay Departmental Ex.
penses With Fees and Turn Bal-
ance Over to Treasurer.

Lincoln.—Governor Mocrehead hae
given Food Commissioner Harman
permission to igrore the Gerdes law
relative to turning over all fees col-
lected by his department. The gov-
rrnor told Mr. Harman he might re-
tein sufficient of the fees collected to
run kis department and turn over the
balance to the treasurer. The govern-
or said he was sorry to be complled
to sanction a deviation {rom the
Gerdes law, but he did not believe it
was best for the state to be left at
the mercy of unzcraplous dealers, who
might flood Nebraska with inferior
food products. The governor profess-
»s to have noticed already that viola-
tions of the pure food law were be-
roming more frequent because the
treasurer had hampered its enforce-
ment. He points out that the depart-
mcnt has done considerable even at
that 1in keeping up the reputation of
the state for having the best system
of pure food laws and the most rigid
anforcement of any state in the union.
With the authority given him by the
zovernor, Commissioner Harman will
put his inspectors back inio the field
and will conduct his department as in
the past He will employ eleven in-
spectors, although allowed sixteen,
and will also reduce his offlce force.
