The closing of the exposition, says
the Omaha World-Herald, whlile it
will be halled with satisfaction by
many, will be like the breaking up oi
home to some, Several thousand peo-
ple have been constantly on the
grounds by day and several hundred
have made it their ablding place by
night.

Among thoge who will feel the dis-
solution most keenly are generally
those who have had charge of the
state bulldings. As a rule these peo-
ple have played the part of hosts too
sincerely and taken too much real
pleasure in providing for the comfort
of vigitors to be glad that the relations
of the & mmer are now to be severnd,

With such a prospect in view as the
close of a great exposition that has
been the delight and admiration of
hundreds of thousands, It ls common
to hear expressions of regret that the
scene I8 Lo be blotted out forever and
the beautiful bulldings be torn down,
and the feellngs of the host and the
hostesgses and attendants at the <tate
buildinge are well appreciated by the
visitors who have found hospitanle
receptions, rest and refreshment with-
in these walls, Thelr sentiment of
fondness for these places I8 somewhat
attested, too, by the demands for
pleces of furniture or hangings or
decorations from them as souvenirs.

And one of the most gratifylog fea-
ture of the whole exposition, both to
the management and to the visitors,
has been the excellent administration
of the state buildings. At no other
exposition hus the purpose of the «tate
and local headquarters been %0 well
served. At no other exposition has
there been go little formality, such
cordial welcome, such generous treat-
ment and such facilities for rest and
comfort,

What at other expositions has be
done by a central organization krown
as the department of public comfort
was here done by all the states, and
they left nothing to be desired. All
the Trans-Mississippl states were not
represented here, it is true, but those
which contributed the overwhelming-
ly large share to the attendance of
the exposition were adequately r-p-
resented,

Not much that Is very reliable can
be learned from the record of regis-
tration at the various bulldings. bu-
cauge callers registered indiscsiminato-
ly, and thousands of the same names
are on all the registers that wers kept,
It has been claimed by lowa that she
sent to the exposition half of its at-
tendance. This 1s not admitted by
very many, more admitting that Iowa
contributed only as many visitors as
nebraska.

It the registers show anything they
ghow that this is true, for the lowa
and Nebraska registers contain about
100,000 nemes each, and these regls-
ters are considerably longer than any
others, Minnesota shows 65.000
names; Illinois. 45,000; Kansas, 35,000,
New York, 20,000; Wisconsin, 20000,
and Montana something less than that,

The largcst state bullding. which

Nebraska's. Nebraska started out fo
be the host., not only of the visitors
from Nebraska, but of those from all
the states and especially for those
from stotes that had no bulldings.

The broad guage plan was carred
out perfectly and it should not be for-
gotten that the same spirit governed
the administration at every state
building. All comers were welcome,

At the Minnesota bullding for exam-
ple a man was just ag welcome whether
he came from Minnesota or from Cal-
ifornia. or Hawall. It was the same
everywhere else. And, while order
and neatness had to be looked out for
everywhere, there was a gratifying
absence of any stiff rules whose un-
nessary restraint the wearled visitors
might feel.

At the Nebraska building some of
the state commissioners were always
present and the most unremitting at-
tention to their functions was glven
by tne hostess, Miss Butterfleld, and
the assistant hostess, Mrs, Hunter,
They had the unhesitating and efll-
clent support of every empluyo"

During the summer the bulliing
was the scene of many & COnNgress or
fraternal rally, for which the large
rotunda was so convenlent, and sev-
eral entertaining receptions wera giv-
en afternoon and evening. The faet
that the bullding was headquarters
for varlious fraternities and state or-
ganizations and was filled with elab-
orate and tasteful decorations and
several collections of great Intercst
made it almost equivalent 'o an ex-
hibit as well as an entertalning bulll
ing.

She had already passed
Cape Maysi and started northeast
around the Bahamas. A furious storm,
warning of which had already been
sent out, overtook her, and in her con-
dition she was unable to weather the
gale, The strain opencd rents in her
hull which had been patched to enable

The Merritt took off Captain Harris
and the erew from the sinking ship
and she soon went down,  The Merritt
brought the captain and 136 men who
will proceed north by rail, No lives
were lost, so far as known, The Mer-
ritt is now at quarantine, six miles
from the city, Communication with
her is difficult,

LAWTON BLAMES CLINAIE.

Says No Serious Mistakes Were
Made in Santiago Campaign,

TESTIFIES BEFORE WAR BOARD

Taking Fvyerything Inte Conslderation,
He Declares That There Was No Lack

of Care Upon the FPart of Those In

Authority anid No Oae Could Do More.

Wasnixaron, Nov. 5 - Aecting for
the wur Investigation cominission, Col-
onel Denby has taken the testimony
of General Lawton, who was In com-
mand of the Second division of the
Fifth army corps in the Bantiago cam-
paign, and who has recently been re-
lieved of the command of the depart-
ment of Santiago,

His narration began with the em-
barkation of the troops at Tampa
Speaking of the voyage, he said the
transports were furnished as well as
could be expected, ns they were not
troop ships. The medical and com-
missary supplies were sufficlent to
prevent absolute discomfort. There
was some confasion owing to misunder-
standing of orders, but the general
did not believe that any real hardship
had been oceasioned thereby,

Colonel Denby questioned him about
the fighting before SBantiago. *“*Know-
ing there was to be a fight, how does
it happen that you did not have enough
litters, enough surgeons and the prop-
er hospital ecorps?' Colonel Denby
asked,

“Well, 1 eannot say there were not
enough,” General Lawton replied,

“How do you account for the fact
that the medical men did not provide
themselves with everything necessary
for taking care of the wounded?"

1 think they did provide themselves
with everything they thought neces-
sary, considering the material they
had to choose from. T'here was no
thine to do more or get more surgeons
than we had. They were distributed
to their various commands

He sald the climete was responsible
for the sickness that followed the cam-
paign, though it was possible that
with more ufpropriate food, better
cooking and shelter some of the sick-
ness might have been prevented,

Summing up General Lawton said:
“Takineg into consideration tne condi-
tions that we were obliged to face, the
character of the country, its elimate
and other things being considered I
can say there were no serious or gross
mistakes made. 1 can say there was
no lack of care npon the part of any of
those in authority whose duty
it was to look after the interests of the
eamp. We had with us as tine staff of-
fleers as there are in the world; no bet-
ter could be found. These men worked
night and day and no kuman being
could do more than they,"

ANYTHING TO AVOID WORK,

Cubans on Santingo Publle Works Strike
for Hetter Wages,

SANTIAGO, Nov. 5. = The Cubans who
have been employed in cleaning and
repairing the streets of Santiago have
struck for higher wages, though they
have been recelving 8$1.50 and two ra-
tions a day--higher wages than have
ever before been pald for similar worl,
In fact, local employers of labor have
been complaining of this high rate,
alleging that it was quite Impossible
for them to compete with the govern-
ment on such terms, The Cuban la-
borers want an increase of fifty cents
per day. General Leonard Wood ab.
solutely refuses to accede to the de-
mand and will adopt heroie measures
if the strike is not promptly deeclared
off.

The trouble is that many of the
strikers have rations enough on hand
to last @ month or more, and they
think they c¢an coerce the United
States authorities

General Wood says he will arrest
every idle laborer able to work, A
vagraney law, which he will establish,
will compel him to work thirty days
for rations while confined in jail, He
dislikes the idea of imported lubor, but
believes that this must be the ultimate
resnlt,

Uovernment Wil Remove to Ameriea
Bodles of Soldiers Who Died Abroad.
New Yonk, Nov, 7.-A dispatch

from Washington says: The work of
removing the bodies of all government
soldiers burled in Cuba, Porte Rlieo
and Manila will begin in & fow weeks.
The expense of the undertaking will
be borne by the government,
Notwithstanding striet orders and
the extraordinary precautions taken
many bodies oceupy unknown graves
before Santiago. In cases where the
names of the dend are unknown, the
bodies will ba buried in national ceme-
teries unloss the states which the dead
represented In the service demand
them.

Major General I. V, Greene, who re-
turned recontly from Manila, says that
the flest of the troops killed in battle
or who died in hospitals were buried
in the Roman Catholie cometery, just
outside the gutes of Manila., This ex-
cited the priests, who said the general
had no right to bury persons not Cath-
olies in consearated ground. The gen-
eral then Iaid out a cemetery near the
insurgent camp,

AT THE EXPENSE OF AMERICA,

Cuban Politloal Conviets WBrought Back
From tho Prison In Ceuts, Afrioa
New Youk, Nov. b —Seventeen Cu-
bans arrived here on the steamer
Wilhelm, having been released recently
from the Spanish prison at Ceuta, in
Afriea, across from Gibraltar, They
were sent to this country at the ex-
pense of the United States govern-
ment and are the first of the released
political prisoners to arrive in New
York. They will be returned to Cuba
at the expense of the United Btates,
They were released from the Ceuta
prison some weeks ago. Many of
those who arrived to-day had been
sentenced for life, while n majority of
them were serving o thirty years'
term. The lowest sentence which any
of them had received was twelve
years. J

lives, pledged to secure a loan. The
claim is advanced that by thus dispos-
ing ‘of the policles the lives of the
pluintiffs are placed in jeopardy,

The Brown brothers used their life
insurance as collateral for a loan, The
policies may be paid only at the death
of the assured, hence the claim is
made that by transferring them a
great inducement is offered the holder
to muke way with the parties Insured,
The case is to be heard this month,

ROBBED THE TREASURY.

Two Prisoners ln Manlla Charge Weyler
With the Crime.

Sax Fraxcisco. Nov., 5.—A special
dispatch from Manila says that evi-
dence connecting General Weyler with
the looting of the Philippine treasury
has been found. Two prisoners in the
Bilikid prison declared that they were
suffering for the crimes of others, and
begged that their cases be ned.
They averred that Weyler and his as-
sociates had looted the treasury of
$1,250,000 in Mexican silver, and that
they had been accusedl of the erime and
sent to jail,

A report of the matter was made to
Genernl MacArthur and an examina-
tion of the books at the treasury or-
dered, They showed that during the
Weyler regime immense sums of money
had been withdeawn, and there was
nn unsatisfactory showing as to the
disposition of it. One of the prisoners
wus & eashler of the treasury, He de-
clares thut Weyler himself came to the
treasury to aid in the erime. It has
been decided to make a full investiga-
tion of the case.
