Ceneral Feeling That Their
Collapse Is at Hand.

FROMINENT OFFICERS GIVE IT UP

Del Pllar Leaves Agulnaldo’'s Ranks and
Accepts the Inevitable—Two Thousand
Privates Desire to Yield—Many Non-
combatant Natlves Are Heturning to
1helr Homes—The Laurels at Malolos.

MANILA, April 3—The American
troops under General MacArthur are
still resting at Malolos, where every-
thing has been qulet today. Hostlll-
ties elsewhere, so far as officlally re-
ported, have been limited during the
lagt twenty-four hours to an occaslonal
exchanege of shots between the insurg-

ents and the troops forming the lines |
| assembly, urging the body not to dis-

of General Lawton and General Hall,
extending from the water works to La
Lonla, But the shooting has been just
actlve enough to make the lives of the
goldiers a burden and to compel the
officers to sleep in trenches, clothed
and in readiness to repel possible at-
LACks,

Most of the Amerfcans are becom-
ing convinced that the backbone of the
insurgent opposition is broken. ‘There
are numerous rumors pointing to an
early collapse of the insurrection. One
of these g that General Plo del Pilar,
the best ighter among the Filipino of-
ficers, will desert Aguinaldo and give
his support to the Americans.

The Spaniards, reasoning from thelr
experience with the natives, refuse (o
believe the rebellion is anywhere near
pit down. They declare that the Fil-
fpinos will not take thelr defeat at
Maloloa with the loss of the city and
the removal of their so-called govern-
wment geriously to heart. On the enn-
trary, the Spaniards predict that the
insurgents will hover near the Amer-
fcan lines, bothering them as much as
possible, and when attacked in force,
dissolve, only to reappear at other
points. This sort of tactics, the Span-
fards say, will be followed uati' the
wet geason compels the Americans to
be housed In barracks, and then the
Pilipinos wil] return and reoccupy such
towns as the United States treons do
not garrison. WiIith the next dry sea-
gon a renetition of the present oner-
ations will begin. Time algie  will
ghow how much there {8 in this theory;
but. as against it, it must he borne in

mind that the Philppines never gave |

the inhabitants a demonstration of
power comparable in effectiveness to
that given them by the United States,

A priest and two men, members of
the so-called Filipino coneress, who
hid themselves in the woods durinx
the fighting which preceded the cap-
ture of Malolos, returned there this
morning and declared that 2,000 of the
Filipino soldiers were anxious to give
up fighting and would do so but for
thelr officers, who keep them under
arms. J

The country hetween Malolos and
Caloocan is now full of friendlies,
women, children and old peonle, who

are returning to their homes, carrying |

white flags, The Americans are try-
ing to gain the confidence of the in-
habitants by proving to them that if
they will return and atterd to their
ordinary work, peacefully, no harm
will befall them. Two hundred and
fifty eivilians came back to their homes
in Malolos last evening, Two thousand
women and children, with a sprink-
line of unarmed men, supposed to be

warrfors, came to the outskirts of Mal- |

oloz on the sea slde of the eitv and
afterward sneaked away, carrying all
the =oods they could.

There has been no little good na-
tured rivalrv as to which regiment—
the First Montana or the Twentieth
Kansas—is entitled to the honor of
having raised its flag first in Malolos.
Colonel Funston and twentr men of
Companv B, Kansas volunteers, claim
the distinetion, on the ground, as el-
ready cabled, of having entered the
town at double auick and raised the
company's flag. but the first flag to b~
recognized officially waa that of Com-
pany G of the Montana Infantry.

Weak Ones Are Starving.

SEATTLE, Wash., April 3.—The
Times prints a leter from a Washing-
ton volunteer at Manila, which was
written under date of February 1, as
follows:

“The native women and children in
our neighborhood and beyond, as well
as the old men and sick, are absolut »-
Iy starving to death. Their husbands
and fathers have bqen killed, wouml-
ed, captured or driven back to Malo-
lgs, their houses burned to the grounl
with all their earthly possessions.”’

For a number of years previous to
his retirement Admiral Carpenter snf-
fered severely from nervous disorder
and soon after being released from
gerviee went under medical treatment,

hope that he would be nimself again,

| important as the Americans are trying
t2 make it appear. The Filipino gov-
ernment had already determined upun
removal to San Fernando and a small
detachment of troops was left with or-
ders to burn the town and thus to draw
the Americans inland. 'Two months
cf rain and fever will save the IFili-
pinos their ammunition and a good
deal of trouble and the war will not
cend while a single Filipino remaing Lo
bear arms."”

RESTING AFTER BATTLE

American Soldiers Lounging
in Fillipino Capital.

GREAT ACHIEVEMENTS OF TROOPS.

First Nebraska Bears the Brunt of Fight-
ing—Quite » Number of Casunities in
the Regiment—Montana Men Substi=

tute Stars und Stripes for Filllpine

Fiag - Insurgents Losing Henrt,

MANILA, April 1-—"1he American
flag was ralsed over Malolos at 10
o'clock yesterday., The Kansas regl-
ment and the Montana regiment, on
entering the city, found it deserted,
the presidencia burning and the reb-
els retreating towards the mountains
in a state of terror. It is belleved they
cannot in fulure make even a faint
resistance,

The American loss was small,

It I8 evident that the rebels for some
time past have abandoned all hope of
holding their capital, for the Ameri-
cans found there evidences of elabor-
ate preparations for evacuation, On the
raflroad the ral.s and ties for ahout
mile had been torn up and probably
thrown into the river., 1he prisoners
caplured were a few Chinamen. They
said Aguinaldo left Malolos on Wed-
nesday,

The principal citizens of Malolos,
thelr familles and goods have been
taken Into the country over the rafl-
road, while others have departed on
foot, carrying their possessions and
driving their cattle and other animals
before them.

Most of the rebel forces were re-
moved to positlons east of the rail-
road, leaving only some small bands
in the strong trenches in front of Ma-
lolos,

General MacArthur started for the
rebel capital at 7 o'clock in the morn
ing with two rapid firing guns flanking
the track, two guns of the Utah bat-
tery on the right and two guns of the
Sixth artillery on the left of the rap-
fds, firing continuously.

The Kansas and Montana regiments
moved upon Malolos and the Nebras-
ka and Pennsylvania regiments and
the Third artillery kept along the
right of the railroad,

The only effective stand made by the
rebels was at a bambeo and earth-
work, half a mile from Malolos, and on
the right, wnere the Nebraska regi-
ment, a8 was the case yesierday, had
the hardest work and sulfered the
greatest loss.

Colonel Funston, always at the
front, was the first man In Malales
followed by a group of dseghing Kens
ans,

The Filipino flag, which was flying
from the center of the town, was
hauled down by some of the Montana
regiment, who triumphantly ralsed
their own above it,

from the city it seemed as if the whole
place was ablaze, It turned out, how-
ever, that only the presidencia, or
government building, and a few of the
gmaller buildings had been get on fire
by the repels before they evacuated
the place,

From the reports gathered by the
American officers, from prisoners and
others, it 18 believed that the rebel
army is constantly losing strength on
account of desertions, and that al-
though the enemy muay make one or
two more stands, the forces of Agul-
naldo will disintegreate, in perhaps a
month, to a few hundreds, who may
continue waging guerrilla warfare in
the mountains.

The American troops behaved splen-
didly. They advanced steadily against
spuccessive lines of trenches, through
woods and jungles and suffering from
frizhtful heat.

In addition the American volun-
teers were handicapped in fighting by
the fact that their Springfleld rifles
are of shorter range than the Mauser
rifles in the hands of the rebels, Under
those circumstances the steady ad-
vance of our troops is a really re-
markable achievement,

The victorious American army Is
feasting on cocoanuts and bananas
and enjoying a well earped rest, while
the hospital train is carrying the
wounded back to Manila.

GCETTING TROOPS HUOME, |

Thirteen Thounsand Retarncd from Cuba
Daring the Month of March.

WASBHINGTON, April 1.- 80 far
during the month of March 13,000
troops have been landed Iin the Unit-
ed States from Cuba. This work has
required especial expeditionary meas-
ures on the part ot the quarantine ser-
vice, but so far all the requiremenis
made upon the service have been mael,
The war departmen® has exercised un-
ustual haste because of the degire to
avold the necessity of compliance with
the order of the treasury department
requiring the aiginfection of all the
baggage of returning troops and theip
equipment prior to entry. This has
been successfully accompiished by the
co-operation of the Marine hospltal
service and the quartermasier general's
office without an exception,

The arrival of transports at southern
ports has been so arranged as to ner-
mit the disinfection of baggage with-
out causing undue detention of troops.
Transports carrylng troops were sent
in accordance with this arrangement
Lo the quarantine stations at Dry Tor-
tugas and at Blackbeard island and to
the Florida state guarantine station
at Tampa and the cliy quarantine sta-
tion at Bavannah, Ga. Marine hospi-
tal surgeons were sent to all  these
points to expedite the business, but
Colonel Bellingey, quartermaster of
the war department, I8 In general
charge of the work, The marine hos-
pital service also Las furnished addi-
tional disinfecting machinery for the
work. All told about 1,000 tons of bag-
gage has been aminfected during the
month and no haggage was allowed (o
evade that duty, although some efforts
were made in that rectlon.

A report has Dbeen received at (he
war department from Major Penrose
of the Utah regiment, now a brigade
surgeon at Manila, It {s dated IFebro-
ary 15, but contains no information re-
garding the fighting that had been go-
Ing on about Manila, The detalls re-
lated mainly to the sickness and health
conditions of the brigade., Thwe were
some malaria and some smallpox cas-
es, but the brigade had evidently not
been engaged in any fighting, as notu-
ing was sald about casualties, This
brieade wag about three ena a half
miles outside of Manila and stretched
from Pasig to Manila bay. Surgeon
Penrose sald their meals were cooked
in Manlla ana gent to them three times
| a day. The food was excellent and
| there was no complaint among the
men,

Plan of Fillipinos Fulled.

WASBHINGTON, Aprll 1.—A copy of
the Japanese Times of February 12,
published at Toklo, has been recelved
bere, It contains an interview with
an Amerfcan named Crocker, who
may be Prof, Crocker of Columbia col-
lege, who was an eye-witness of the
first two days’ fighting about Manila,
which began February 5,
| He indicates that the IPilipinos in
[ the e¢ity undoubtedly contemplated
| rlsing en masse, but failed to carry
| out the plan of couperation with those
| in arms outside of the city,
| He says If the rebels had destroyed
| the water supply of the city it would
{ have entalled great hardship upon the
| Americans, and attributes thelr fafl-
ure to do so to thelr regard for the
well-heing of the Fillplnos in the city,
i “During the fighting,”' says Mr,
Crocker, “Aguinaldo, who 18 supposed
to be at Malolos, communicated with
Dewey. He sent him a message, in
which he gaid, 'For God's sake, stop
the firing,’ and disclaiming all respon-
sibllity in connection with the start-
ing of the trouble. Dewey, however,
refused complance, and [ think Agul-
naldo I8 now accepting the situation.

“There was some talk of Aguinaldo
resigning and washing his hands of
the whole affair, but I do not think
he will do so. The opinion is that
it was not Aguinaldo who precipitated
this thing, but his followers whom
he could not control.”

Mr, Crocker left Manila while the
ﬂghtinf was still in progress and his
estimates of the casualties are very
wild., He says there were from 5,000
to 10,000 Filipinos killed and wounded,
and tells of the terrific destruction
wrought by the ghells from our war
sghips. The shells from the Monad-
rock, he says, killed “twenty, thirty,
and sometimes fifty natives at a time,”

No Troops to Be Sacrificed.

| WASHINGTON, April 1.—It i saud
| at the War department that General
| Otis will not make a campalgn during
| the rainy season, nor Is it believed
that he will at present chase the Fil-
ipinos into the mountain fastnesses of
Luzon. The officials consider it evi-
dent that the fight that was In Agui-
naldo has been whipped out of him
and it is believed he cannot hold the
Filipino army together much longer.
If Otis advises the War department
will approve a cessation of active hos-
tilities or further forward movement,

The Cablnel Moetlng.
WASHINGTON, April 1.—In the ab-
sence of late news from Samoa or the
Phillppines the cabinet meeting was
devoted to other aatters. The Ni-
caragua-Panama canal commission
was discussed informally and it is the
bellef of the cabinet that the present
Nlcaragua commission, of which Ad-
miral Waller 18 the head, will be re-
appointed with probably two addi-
tlonal members. The czar's peace
conference was not mentioned.

GENERAL NEWS NOTES,

Timothy Reardon, who served as
gunner on the Unlted States ship
Kearsarge during Iits famous battle
with the confederate privateer Ala-
bama, outside the harbor of Cherbourg,
France, and who later served under
Farragut In Mobile bay, Is dead in
Brooklyn, aged 61,

The president has appointed Colonel
Edwin V. Sumner of the Seventh cav-
alry to be brigadier in the regular
army. General Suomner will immedi-
ately retire and Colonel Thomas M.
Anderson of the Fourteenth infantry
will probably be appointed to the va-
capcy., Sumner was a brigadier gen-
eral of volunteers and Anderson a
major of volunieers,

The maple sugar harvest in Vermont
Is believed to be a total fallure this
year, and If the worst fears of the
sugar makers are realized the industry
will be erippled for many years to
come, The sugar orchards were stripped
of leaves last summer by an army of
eaterpillars and this spring the trees
are found to be sapless,

Judge RBhiras, in the federal court
at Dubuque, has declded that under
the bankruptey act innocent third par-
tles can hold their securities., The
court holds that morigagees cannot be
compelled to yleld possession of prop-
erty In thelr hands which passed inlo
their possession before the proceedings
in bankruptey were begun,

The foliowing was posted at the war
department: “Recruiting for the reg-
nlar army Is progressing most satis-
factorily—beth In numbers and high
class of young men offering. Returns
received by the adjutant general up to
the close of yesterday show the en-

Long & Co. to the new combine, The
plant {8 one of the largest in the
country, The Ohlo Pipe company was
formally transferred to the United
States Castiron Pipe and Foundry com-
pany, better known as the Bewer Pipe
combline,

At the 1ast cabinet meeting some
attention was pald to the campaign of
the troops in the Philippines, and the
administration I8 confident of the cap-
ture of Malolos, the Insurgent capital,
in a few days., The arrival in Wash-
ington of delegates from the Cuban
assembly was touched on, and the dis-
cussion brought out a reiteration of
the conclusion to pay no attention to
thelr demands. It is felt the asgembly
delegates represent a disturbing ele-
ment, and under no clreomstances
would they be formally received by this
government,

Lieutenant Jonas Lien, adjutant of
the First SBouth Dakota volunteers, who
was killed recently in the Philippines,
was a brother of B. H. Lien, mayor
of Bloux Falls, a native of Brookings,
8. D., 24 years of age. He gerved Lwo
years ago as chief clerk of the #.mm;.
completed his education at Lihcoln,
Neb,, soon after his return from which
place the call for volunteers found him
one of the first to respond. He was
recently commissioned by Governor
Lee as captain of Company I, Captain
Denny having returned from the Phil-
ippines. He was unmarried.

Attorney General Griggs has advised
the secretary of the interlor that the
act of congress approved March 3, 1899,
providing for the taking of the twelfth
census, makes the operations of the
director of the census independent in
all respects save In the matter of
accounts, which are made subject to
the regulations of the secretary of the
interlor. Under this ruling the director
is authorized to make all appointments,
to perfect plaps for the taking of the
census, to rent quarters, to make con-
tracts for supplies and to perform all
other acts necessary to the carrylng
out of the law, independent of the sec-
retary of the interior.
