It
Is well known that many inventions
were extremely crude in their incep-
tion, and it Is not always easy to rec-
ognize the original conception In the
perfected device.”

As a rule inventions are not born
perfect and the evolution of important
inventions and industries Is highly
interesting. Where two or more in-
ventlons contribute to the perfection
of a machine or art each has rights
that will be respected by the courts,
