The natives were unable to stand
the vigorous firing of the Americans
long and at he first sign of their wa-
vering the cavalry, Oregonians and the
Fourth infantrymen broke Into wild
cheers and charged still faster un the
hillsides, pouring in volley after vol-
ley until the men left the places where
they were nartially concealed by the
thicket, fled over the summit in the
wildest confusion and disappeared in
the surrounding vallevs. After the
fight was over the firing was continued
by the Americans for more than an
hour in elearing out the bush and in
driving away straggling Filipinos.

The troops, after camping for the
night on the battlefield, started at 5
o'clock this morning for Antipolo,
where it was expected a strong resis-
tance would be made. Antipolo Is a
place far up in the mountains which
the Spaniards had said the Americans
could never capture. It has cost Splan
A the lives of 300 troops.

The progress of the column was con-
siderably delayed while passing up
the steep mountain grade by a small
band of insurgents, but these were ef-
fectually routed by the Fourth cavalry,
which was in advance, and the troops
reached Antipolo in a few hours.

Our lines were Immediately thrown
around on three sides of the town and
then the final advance was made. But
it was found ununecessary to fire a shot.
Not a rebel was visible and the town
was entirely abandoned.

Two hours later, after a conference
between General Lawton and CGeneral
Hall, the column proceeded toward
Morong to drive away any rebels found
in that guarter.

HOT ON THE ROBBERS’ TRAIL.

Sheriff and Posse Only Three Hours Be=
hiod Unlon Paciie Train Dynamiters.
CHEYENNE, Wyo., June 5.—(Spec-

lal to the Omaha Bee:)—Three of the

men who dynamited and robbed the

Union Paciflec mail train at Wilcox

station Friday morning have been lo-
cated and it is believed will be cap-
tured tomight.

Their trall was followed by a posse
under Officer Wheeler of the Union Pa-
cifiec detective force from the scene of
the holdup for a distance of forty miles
across the Laramie plains to a point
about twenty miles south of Glen
Rock, where it was lost,

This posse and one from Rawlins
reached Casper this morning and got
fresh horses. While there a sheep
herder came In and reported having
run across the three robbers, who
were cooking breakfast In a ravine
about slx miles west of Casper. One
of the robbers held him up with a
Winchester and ordered him to leave.
A posse was at once formed by tha
sherift of Natrona and Converse coun-
ties and pursult commenced. They
are not more .han three hours behind
the outlaws, whose capture is ve-
lleved to be certain.

The outlaws were evidently heading
for the "Hole-In-the-Wall" country, a
rendezvous for desperadoes about sixty
miles north of Casper. To reach this
refuge they wiil have to cross the
North Platte river, which s so swollen
with flood waters that it can only be
crossed by bridge. All the bridges
are guarded, so that the escape of tha
fugitives Is eut off.

On receipt of information from Cas-
per that three of the train robbers had
been seen in that vieinity today Gen-
eral Manager Dickinson and Superin-
tendant Harris of the Union Pacifie
and Manager Gentsch of the Pacifie
Express company started from here
by special train for Casper to direct
the pursuit of the robbers. Later in-
formation from Casper states that the
robbers have reached the north side
of the Platte river and are making for
the "Hole-in-the-Wall' country. They
have plenty of friends there and wi..
be able to make a strong hght against
the officers.

DENVER, Colo.,, June 5.—A special
to the News from Cheyenne, Wyo.,
says:

A report from U'nion Pacific sources
is to the effect that the Albany county
sheriff's posse has captured three ou
the Union Pacific train robbers six
miles from Casper, Wyo., and that one
of them has made a confession. The
rest of the gang is being pursued in
the direction of Glen Rock.

AN ASSAULT ON LOUBET.

President of France 1s the Object of o
Hostile Demonstratiou.

PARIS, June 5.—President Loubet,
accompanied by the premier, M. Du-
puy, and the chief of the military
hougehold, General MeBailloud, drove
to the Auteuil races this afternoon,
clogely followed by Madame Loubet
in a second landau, As they drove
along the Avenue Des Champs Elysses
the crowd bowed respectfully, but ar-
riving at Auteuil, they were met by a
violent demonstration, evidently or-
ganized and directed against the pres-

ident, There was a storm of hoots and
vells and cries of “Panama.” 'Abas
Loubet’” and “Vive L'Armee.” A few

shouts of “Vive Loubet” were drowned
in the clamor. A strong force of po-
lice kept order and arrested many of
the disturbers, incluring a man who
tried to force his way to the presi-
dent's carriage, During the second
race the clamor increased to violence
and was plainly directed by ac om-
mittee of the League cf Patriots col-
lected with their supporters both be-
fore and behind the presidential stand.

During the grand steeplechase many
blows were struck and several police-
men were injured in their endeavors
to prevent an invasion of the presi-
dential stand.

At the crisis of the excitement, while
shouts of “Vive L'Armee” and “Vive
Deroulede” were heard on all sides
Comte Christiani rushed toward the
president, brandishing a stick and di-
rected a blow against him, striking
his hat. The ecrowd rushed upon
Christiani, who only escaped severe
handling by being taken under police
protection. President Loubet remained
all the while quite unmoved, talking
to the premier, while the officers of
his military household were defending
him against violence.

Finally, after thirty arrests had
been made, the prefect of police or-
dered the Republican guards to sur-
round the presidential stand. The
main demonstrations were Jose Lasies,
deputy for Gers, and M. Firmin Faure,
anti-Semite and nationalist, deputy
for Oran, Algeria,

Police Inspector Grilllerie had his
head seriously wounded in the melee
and President Loubet has since decor-
ated him with the cross of the Legion
of Honor,

On returning to the Elysses palaca
M. Loubet recelved many sympathiz-
Ing eallers. It seems certain that the
demonstration was organized by the
Juennessee royalists, the Ligues des
Patriotes and the anti-Semites, the
rallylng slgn being a carnation in the
buttonhole,

THE ORDERS OF KAUTY

Hataafans Keep Without the Limit Set

Them by American Admiral,

THREATEN TO DEFY COMMISSION

Declare They Will Fight Until Extermin-
ated Before They Wil Recognize Tanu
as King—0Opinion Natives Must Be Dis-
armed.

APIA, Samoa, May 19.—(Via Ban
francisco, June 5.—When Admiral
Kautz issued his proclamation of April
23, directing Mataafa and his following
to keep beyond certain definited limits
around Apla, the prescribed district
covering an area twelve miles long and
six miles broad, followed by a notifica-
tion to Mataafa tha. unless the rebels
were outside the prescribed limits in

twenty-four hours fire would be opened
upon them wherever they could be
reached, this ultimatum brought about
an immedliate and unconditional com-
pliance with the admiral’s directions,
From that time up to date there has
been no conflict witn the rebels, Cap-
tain Sturdee of her majesty's ship
Porpolge, accompanied by Rev. Willlam
Huckett of the London Misslon soclety,
a8 interpreter, went to the rebel camp
at Falena on a visit the day following,
and in order to avold mistakes in the
future went over the boundary line
with several Mataafa chiefs, who
promised to keep the peace until the
commission had had time to act. The
district which the rebels have evacu-
ated Is quite large enough to supply
food to the Malietoans in Apla and
thus one of the great difficulties of the
paval authorities has been overcome.
dince the rebels went to Falena a
strong patrol of 700 or 800 men dally
makes the round, seeing that all is
quiet and that no looting or damage
is being done by the Malietoa follow-
ers. Several cases of looting have been
reported, and where it has been pos-
sible to find out the offenders they have
been punighed. The damage caused by
the .riendlies has, however, heen very

small in comparison with that caused’

by the Mataafans, not one-twentieth
part. The large fort at Lotopia has
been destroyed by the Malletoans and
it is reported that Mataafa is highly
enraged at this, claiming that in the
event of his wisaing to return to the
same after the commission nas made
known its deecision he ought to have
been allowed to do so. In the meantime
he is bullding forts inland at the town
of Falena and his followers stoutly de-
clare that even if the commiseion is
unanimous against him he will never
acknowledge Tanu as king and will
fight it out to the bitter end.

“These assertions may be only talk,
but as far as we can judge here the
gquestion of the kingship does not seem
to lie within the scope of the commis-
gion. Tanu has been publicly erowned
by the American authorities here and
has oeen saluted with royal honors
by both the Philadelphia and Tauranga
on the occasion of his coronation and
of his formal vlsit at the war ships
gince the armistice has been in force.
His chiefs and 'amasese, the vice king,
are carrying on the government in a
way that performs all the functions
of a good and stable government and
they are in possession. Tanu is king
de facto as well as de jure—and, in
addition, there are now in Apia 3,500
made adults carrying 2,700 rifles sup-
porting him. This means that abso-
lutely half of Apia is at present sup-
porting the king. Mataafa is likely
to be a disappointed man, and although
a personal friend of his, who had an
interview with him a few days ago,
saye that Mataafa is preparing to ac-
cept the inevitable at the hands of a
unanimous commission, he will never
submit to a minority, even though that
minority be the two greatest nations
on the earth. This appears farclal, no
doubt, to most people, but serious in-
deed to the few white residents of these
islands.”

In the meantime the rebels are
strengthening their positions, sending
out messengers for their sympathizers
to come to join them and are busily
engaged in manufacturing cartridges.
Deserters from the Mataafa camp say
that on the occasion of the Falke last
visiting Saluafata that some of the
rebel chiefs went off to the ship and
asked for a supply of ammunition, but
that the same was refused, to their
great disgust. The loyalists, on the
other hand, are fortifying their in-
trencaments around Apia and are being
daily drilled and instructed by officers
from the different war ships. A four-
inch gun had been taken from H, M. S,
Torch and is now mounted at Mulium
in such a position as to command the
whole of the western portion of the
municipality. The great question s,
“Will the commission order the dis-
armament of the natives?' [If it does
not it is the opinion of almost every
white resident that these islands will
no longer be safe to live in, and many
declare that If the natives are to retain
their rifles, never mind what other so-
lution of the Samoan question Is made,
they cannot and will not live here with
thelr wives, families and property at
the mercy of the next lot of rebels,

ROBBERS TAKE THEIR TIMF,

Mall Clerk Gives 1lis Version of the
Holup of Unlon Pacifie Train.

OGDEN, Utah, June 5.—W. G, Bruce,
one of the mail clerks on the train that
was robbed Iin Wyoming, has arrived
at Ogden. He said that when the train
stopped the robbers came to his car
and ordered him to open the door. He
refused and the robbers began shooting
into the car from both sides, Bruce
turned out the lights. Then a stick of
dynamite was placed under the door
and 1t was shattered. The clerks, fear-
ing the car would b. blown to pieces,
opened the door. Une of the robbers
stuck his gun into the car and fired,
but the bullet did no damage. The
lights were then turned on and the
clerks got out of the car.

The clerks in the Portland mail ear
were also ordered out and the party of
clerks and trainmen were stood up in
a line and guarded by one man. A de-
mand was then made of Ernest Wood-
cock, the express messenger, to open
his car, but he refused. A couple of
shots were fired into the car and the
door blown off. The express and mail
cars were run down the track a mile
or two to the camp of the robbers.
There the trainmen were placed about
150 feet from the track and about
twenty sticks of dynamlite were explod-
ed on top of the safe in the express
car, The explosion wrecked the car
and split the safe wide open. Five of
the robbera carried away two loads
each from the safe and must have se-
cured a large amount of plunder,
When the robbery was complete the
robbers walked lelsurely up the hill
north and disappeared in the darkness,
Two hours were consumed In the rob-
bery.

ENGINEER IS SEVERELY WOUNDED.

Dynamite Converts Express Car into o
Mass of Debris —Nufe Blown Open and
Contents Stolen — Six Robbers Are

Known to Have MBeen in the Party— |

OUMcers Hot on the Trall.

OMAHA, June 3—The Omaha Be¢
says: Just before daylight this morn-
Ing, and in the midst of a drenching
rain six masked bandits held up a
Union Pacific train just beyond Wil-

with dynamite, severely wounded the
engineer and escaped into the moun-
talng with their booty.
was one of the boldest that has oc-
curred on any western rallroad in
years, but, according to the statements
of the local officials of the express
company, the plunderers obtained only
a nominal reward for their exertions.
A posse of well armed and determined
men, headed by the sheriff of Carbon
county, i8 close on their trail and it
is not believed that they can escape
capture and punishment,

Only meager details of the affalr
are yet avallable, The first informa-
tion that reached the Union Pacific
officials came at 4:25 this morning in
a orief telegram from Engineer Jones,
who was at the throttle of the train,
and which contained the following:

“Kirst section, No. 1, held up one
mile west of Wllecox. Express car
blown open, contents gone, We were
ordered to pull over bridge just west
of Wilcox, and after we passed the
bridge the explosion occurred. Can’t
tell how bad bridge is damaged. Have
telegraphed for outfit to repair it. No
one hurt except Jones; scalp wound
and cut on hand.

“JONES, Engineer.”

During the forenoon the dispatch
was supplemented by several other
telegrams, each one of which added
one or two detalls to what was already
at hand, These Iindicate that the rob-
bers boarded the train at Wilecox,
where No. 1 I8 due at 2:09 a. m. As
the train reached the bridge one or
more of the robbers crawled Into the
cab and, with laveled weapons, ordered
ingineer Jones to pull across and stop
on the other slde,

Other members of the gang were at
work in the express car, where a heavy
charge of dynamite was placed to blow
open the safe, Just as the engine
pulled off the bridge there was a tre-
mendous explosion that drove the
remnants of the express car 100 feet
in every direction, stove in one end
of the mail car and knocked out a
number of the stringers of the bridge.
1ne wounds recelved by Engineer
Jones were dealt by the flying missiles
geattered by the explosion.

It did not take the robbers long to
complete their work. The express car
was knocked into kindling wood and
the big safe was open and ready for
their fingers. They guickly snatcked
its contents, signaled to their confed-
erates on the engine and before the
passengers and the remainder of the
train crew knew what had happened
they were scurrying away towards
liberty,

As the train is due at Medicine Bow
at 2:35 and the dispatch from En-
gineer Jones did mnot arrive until
nearly two hours later, it is presumed
that it required nearly that time to
dispose of the wreckage and permit
the train to proceed. The run to,Med-
icine Bow was made as quickly as pos-
sible and there the engineer wired the
news to headquarters at Omnaha, while
the loecal officials routed out the sheriff,
who immediately organized a posse
and took the trall.

While the rain that fell in torrents
while the robberv was going on as-
sisted to screen the operations of the
robbers, it will also assist materially
in their captere. The soft ground
makes the trail as plain as could be
desired and the sheriff declares that
he will have his men before night.

A later telegram from the scene of
the robbery conveyed the information
that the west bent of the bridge was
shattered. It will require new string-
ers and some slight additiogal repairs,
but thedamage isnot seriouse nough to
interefere with the regular running
of trains. The passengers were scared
out of their wits by the startling ex-
plosion just as they were In the depth
of their matutinal slumber, but none
of them were disturbed by the robbers,
who seemed satisfied with the con-
tents of the express safe.

The local officials of the express
company have recelved no Information
beyond a telegram which stated that
the train had been held up and the
safe blown open.

Denver's Story of the Hold-Up.

DENVER, June 3.—A special to the
Times from Cheyenne, Wyo., says: At
4 o'clock this morning Union Pacifie
mail and express train No. 1 was held
up one and one-half miles west of Wil-
cax station, In this state, by six mask-
ed men, evidently professionals, who
blew open the safe of the express car
and carried away all the contents.

Local OmMelals Refuse to Give Up the
Abductors of Marion Clark.

NEW YORK, June 3.—Captain Me-
Cluskey expressed indignation today
at the action of the officials of Sloats-
burgh and Garnerville in refusing to
give up the kidniper of Marion Clark,
Jennie Wilson, or, as she is said to be
really named, Addie Wilson, and her
husband, who called himself James
Mewally., Both are in jail in New City
and Captain McCluskey sald the refusal
to give them up to the New York de-
tectives was an “outrageous piece of
work.” He saild that the county offi-
cials had absolutely no charge to make
against them and were holding them
on suspicion. The crime of abdufion,
he says, was commlitted in New York
City and the prisoners should have
been brought up here at once.

The captain says he will appeal to
Governor Roosevelt if the prisoners
are not immediately given up to him.
The baby passed a peaceful night in
her home.

Captain McCluskey would not say a
word about what he considered the
motive for the abduction of the chiid.

Arthur W. Clark, the father of
Marion Clark, today secured a warrant
for the arrest of James and Jennie
Wilson and Carrie Jones.

A crowd began to assemble about
the Clark home early today. School
chlldren predominated, but there were
many grown people who joined in the
shouts for a sight of the baby. Finally
Mrs, Clark went to a window, raised
one of the sashes and held Marion
up. The erowd cheered and yelied and
the mother and child laughed for sheer
happiness, The cheers kept % Tor
some minutes and the child kissed her
hand to her admirers.

Mr. Clark Is determined to prosecute
every one who has been in any way
connected with the abduection of the
child, The man known as Wilson ia
sald to be George Beauregard Barrow,
a newspaper reporter, He is also said
to be a son of Judge John C. Barrow
of Little Rock, Ark.
