A Transcontinental Railway Line Under
Vanderbilt Oontrol.

OUTLINE OF THE GREAT SCHEME

Same Old Story Revamped—Pennaylvanin
Road Bald to Be Looking to the Con-
trol of the Banta Fe System—A Third
Transcontinental Line Likely to Be

Ballt,

NEW YORK, July 13.—The Tribune
says: One of the certainties of the not
distant future, in the opinion of Wall
gtreet, s the establishment of a trans-
continental rallway line under Vander-
bilt eontrol. The Boston & Albany,
the New York Central and the West
Shore are the Vanderbilt lines linking
New York and Boston, the great cities

of the eastern seaboard, with Buffalo;
and Buffalo is joined to Chieago by
the Lake Bhore, the Michigan Central
and the Nickel Plate,

The Chicago & Northwestern, which
fs practieally a Vanderbilt road,
stretches westward from Chicago to
Omaha, where it meets the Union Pa-
cific, a controlling Interest in which
the Vanderbilts are erodited with hold-
ing. The western termini of the Union
Paciflo are Granger, Wyo., and Ogden,
Utah, at both of which points the road
connects with the Oregon Short Line.
From Granger the S8hort Line runs
northwestward to Huntington, Ore,,
where It connects with the Oregon
Rallroad & Navigation line extending
to the Pacific coast at Portland, and
from Ogden a branch of the Short Line
goes southward to Milford, Utah, from
which place the Utah & Pacific is being
built into California, it is

eifle to galn entrance into 8an Fran-
clgco. As already said, the Vanderbilts
are commonly understood to control
both the Northwestern and the Union
Pacific. But the Union Pacific in turn
dontrols the Oregon Short Line and the
Oreg)on Shoyt Lime virtuglly controls
the Oregon Rallway & Navigation com-
pany. With these geveral controls
within controls, Wall street argues, it
will not be beyond the power of Wil-
lHam K. Vanderbilt to realize the ambi-
tjon which he is everywhere believed
to cherish of coalescing these connect-
ing lines Into a vast system from ocean
to ocean,

While it 18 well understood that a
cordial understanding exists between
the New York Central under the broad
management of Willlam K. Vanderbilt
and the Pennsylvania under the guid-
ance of Its new president, A, J. Cassatt,
this understanding, evtending to the
development of plans for a division of
territory in New England and to an
agreement to act together In the main-
tenance of rates, no one now helleves,
if indeed any one has ever belleved,
that a consolidation of these two great
systems, oceupylng such part of the
field east of Chicago, would be effected.

A GLASH OF SENATORS. |

Mr. Chandler Goes After the Scalp of

Mr. Gallinger.

CONCORD, N. H., July 13.—Repre-
sentatives of the United States civil
service bureau began a eitting here
for the purpose of investigating charg-
es preferred against Benator Jacob H,
Gallinger of Concord by furmer repub-
lican Governor Charles A. Buslel, al-
leging violations of the eclvil service
laws during the last campaign in this
state. The specific charge is that Sen-
ator Gallinger, as chairman of tha re-
publican state committee, distributed
cireulars appealing to republican oMce-
holders for contributions to the cam-
palgn fund.

Governor Busiel read a long state-
ment as to his reasons for acting in
the matter, saying that he was ani-
mated by a desire to see that the civil
service laws, In which he belleved,
should be wisely enforced. The lavish
use of money In elections was a men-
ace to our natlional institutions. He
was not actuated by any unfriendly
feeling toward Senator Galllnger in
proseeuting these charges, and he had
no deslre for “revenge.”

Senator Chandler then eame forward
with his statement, which he prefaced
by & short history of his connection
with political committees, He said he
retired from the republican national
committee In 1884, and from the state
committee in 1800, Senator Chaudler
continued:

“I sald to Benator Gallinger in 1895
and agaln in 1896, that he ought to
leave the state committe for reasons
connected with the civil service law,
but he would not go. In 1896, much to
my surprise, he took the chalrmanship
of the state committee. After I bhad
recovered from my surprise I went to
him to endeavor to co-operate in the
work of the campaign. We talked
over the means of ralsing money,
both agreeing that very little would

WASHINGTON, July 13.—Inquiry
