The situation here is » good illus-
tration of the perils scemiogly in-
sepieruble from sudden political chan-
ges, even when the changes are for
the better. The transition, swift
and radical, from Spanish oppression
tlo American benevolence appears to
bave unsettled the minds of the Fil-
ipino people. At least, they act it,
The patieace and forbearance, righ-
teous in themselves, used to coneili-
ate and win the ivsurgents have been
interpreted as evidence of timidity
on the part of the army of oceupa-
tion. 1t was their open boast that we
fesred them, They have learned bet-
ter, but the lesson has been a costly
one to both sides. The facts of the
insurrection are well known to every
oue at home; from the attaek on our
regiment on the never to be-forgot.
ten pight of Feb, 4th to the capture
of Malolos,--of the cage after the
bird bhad flown What justification
can be offered for such an outbreak.

Io the fizst place, the Filipino
people were prospering as they never
had done betore. The American sold-
ler was pouring into their laps a
stream of golden wealth, The natives
found a market for their frult,
poultry, eggs, vegetables “bino'" and
all surts of olo trumpery in the way
of curios al prices far beyond their
mostardent dreams. Kvery line of in-
dustry was developed rapudly, The
The humble “tienda" on the street
corner suddenly expanded from a
filthy little hole, where ‘‘chow' was
sold for a few centavos to & combin-
ed grocery, restaurant and saloop
where tbe currency was commonly
tne bright new eagles issued by the
wrmy paymaster. The hombre drove
s swall but wiry cabatlo biwched
eitherto a rickety curromata, that
reeied and swayed like a shipin a
storm, or to a box on wheels, called
& quilez, ino which It was a “draw”
whether you would best your brains
out on the roof, fucture your ribs on
all sides or full through the bottowm
(+# I actuslly did one day)and break
your legs for “fures’” from two to five
times greater than be bad ever known
before. The government was
very generous furnishing all sorts
of employwent’ from sireet cleans-
ing t clerkskips, to the natives
as practicable,

Their rights were carefully guard-
ed. lu the Provost-Marshals court
the Awmerican sod the Filipino were
toequal. As much weight was given
the testimony of a native as to that of
an Awmerican soldier; insome cases,
where collateral circuomstance justi-
fled it, more.

Any iofringment even the slightest
upon their rights by any member cf
the army, met with certain pun-
isbment. Their homes were held sa-
cred, their women protecied against
iosult sud arrangments were being
perfected for the education of their
hends. lus'ead of getiing in them a
sentiment of equality and fraternity
it has swelled them up with an ab
surd feeling of superiority. This is
the more surprisiog, because from
1 ww wld by some who know them
it o foreign to their nature. im-
pelled by this new egotism, they

provoked u bloody sod roines war

sweep the island of Luzon; for, what
ever may be the future policy of our
Government in the Philippines, first
of all, this people must be conquered.
