RADICAL ADVANCE IN RATES.

Thousands of Articles of Every Day Con-
snmption Will Be AfMected.
CHICAGO, Dee. 18.—The Chronicle
tomorrow will say:

One of the most radical and general
advances ever made in freight rates
will go into effect on all the railroads
cast and west of Chicago January 1.
Thousands of articles of everyday con-
sumption will be affected and the in-
crease will average 26 and 40 per cent.
The contemplated action of thue rail-
road officers has aroused the shipping
Interests of the country and vigorous
protests are being made against the
sweeping rise,

The shippers say that if the carry-
ing charges are increased to the ex-
tent announced, by the railroads it
will have the effect of increasing retail
prices In every line of trade.

Sugar, soap, coffee, coal and farm
implements are a few of the articles
to be affected. Of these, as well as on
hundreds of other articles, the increase
will run from 20 to 40 per cent, The
rate on coal, for example, west of Chi-
cago will be pushed up 25 cents on the
ton. Rates on cattle will be advanced
25 cents per 100 pounds und hogs and
sheep will go up from 25 to 40 cents

and dressed meats to 40 conts per 100 |

pounds. Hay is another article that
will feel the advance. The advance on
hay will be $1.10 per ton.

Manilla Dies in Washington.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.—Lieuten-
ant Thomas M. Brumby, flag lHeuten-
ant to Adimra Dewey during the Ma
nila campalgn. who has ben ill with
tvphold fever for geveral weeks, died
at QGarfield hospital shortly after ¢
o'clock this evening.

The death of Lientemant Brumby,
while not unexpected, wuas a great
shock to Admiral Dewey. The relatious
of the two men for several years past
have been very intimate, and a strong
friendship had grown up between
them. Lieuntenant Brumby went out
to the Asiatic station with the admir-
al, and had been there with him until
they both returned to the United
States several months g2go.

In his capacity of flag leutenant
to the admiral Lieutenant Brumby was
thrown with his chief much of the

sentative in many matters of detall
delegated to him by the commanding
officer. He was regarded by Admiral
Dewey as a bright, energetic and cap-
alle assistant, while the devotion of
the latter to the admiral was some-
thing marvelous, The burden of his
thought during the latter days of his
illness, when his mind was wrecked
with delirium, seemed to be regarding
his work for the admiral,

The leutenant's present 1llness
dated from about November 27, the
first symptoms being nothing more
than a cold, which, however, falled
to vield to treatment and soon after-
ward he went to Garfleld hospital,
where he died. Admiral Dewey was
unremitting in his attentions to him
until his condition became precarious,
and visitors were not allowed to see
him,

Some days ago, Mrs, Wihnward of
Marietta, Ga., a sister, was summoned,
and Thursday she was joined by her
husband, both remaining with the
lieutenant until he died,

The ‘lieutenant's aged mother f{s
still living in Marietta, Ga, The fa-
ther, who is dead, was a colonel of
the Fourteenth Georgia regiment in
the Confederate army. Lieutenant
Brumby was 44 years of age and un-
married,

English General Regrets Reporting a
Berious Reverse at Tugela River,

BOERS CAPTURE TEN OF HIS GUNS.

Britlsh Are Only Able te Save Two of

Thelr Artillery Pleces—Enemy Kill
Nearly All the Horses — Connaugh
Hangers Suffer Heavy Losses In Lead-
ing the Attuck —Col Brooke Wounded.

LONDON, Dee. 18.—The war office
recelved a dispatch announcing thai
CGeneral Buller has met with a serious
reverge, losing eloven guns.

General Buller was attempting to
cross the Tugela river. Finding it ln-
possible Lo effest his object he ordered
a retirement {n order to avold greater
losses. He left eleven guns behind.

The following is the text of General
Buller's dispatch announcing his re
Vierse

“CHEVELEY CAMP, Dec, 15.—6:20
p m.—I1 regret to report a gerious re
verse. | moved in full gtrength from
our camp near Cheveley at 4 this a
m. There are two [fordable places
in the Tugela river and it was my In-
tention to force a passage though onw
of them. They are about two milés
opart,

“My intention was to force one or
the other with one brigade, supported
by a central brigade. General Hart
was to attend the left drift, General
Hlilyard the right road and General
Lyttleton was to take the center and
to support either. Early in the day
I saw that General Hart would not be
#ble to force a passuge and [ directed
him to withdraw. He had, hovwever, at-
tacked with great gallantry and his
leading battalion, the Connaught Rang-
ers, | fear, suffered a great deal. Col,
I. G. Brooke was seriously wounded,

1 then ordered General Hilyard to
advance, which he did, and his leading
regiment, the East Surrey, occupied Co-
lenszo station and the houses near the
bridge. At that moment I heard that
the whole artillery I had sent to sup
port the attack—the Fourteenth and
Sixty-sixth field batteries and slx naval
12 pounder gquick-firers, under Colonel
Long—had advanced close to the river,
in Long's desire to be within effective
range. It proved to be full of the ene-
my, who suddenly opened a galling fire
at close range, killing all their horses
and the gunners were compelled to
stand to their guns. Some of the wagon
tenms got shelter for troops in a donga
and desperate efforts were being made
to bring out the field guns. The fire
however, was too severe and only two
were saved by Captain Schofleld and
gome drivers whose names 1 will fur-
nish.

“Another most gallant attempt, with
three teams was made by an officer
whose name [ will obtain. Of the
elghteen horses thirteen were killed
and as several drivers were wounded
I would not allow another attempt, as
it seemed that they would be a shell
mark, sacrificing life to a gallant at.
tempt to force the passage, Unsupport
ed by artillery, directed the troops to
withdraw, which they did in good or-
der.

“Throughout the day a considerable
force of the enemy was pressing on
my right flank, but was kept back by
mounted men under Lord Dundonald
and part of General Barton's brigade,
The day was intensely not and most
trying for the troops, whose conduct
was excellent. We have abandoned ten
guns and lost by shell fire one. The
losges in General Hart's brigade are, 1
helieve, heavy, although the proportion
of severely wounded |1 hope is not
large, The Fourteenth and Sixty-
sixth field batteries also suffered se-
vere losses., We have retired to our
camp at Cheveley.

BRITAIN LOSING HER GRIP

Dominion In Soulh Afriea Seems to De
Shaken to Its Foundation.

LONDON, Dec. 16.—(New York
Waorld Cablegram.)— British dominion
in South Africa has been shaken to
its foundation.

CASUALTIES OF BRITISH TROOFS

The Losy nt Magersfontein Pinced
Eight Hundred 2ad Thirty-Twao.
LONDON, Dee. 15.—A revised list of
the total casualifes to the British
troops at Magersfontein places the
number at 832,

The war office has reccived a mes-
sage stating there were 650 casualties
among the non-commissioned officers
and men of the Highland brigade at
Magersfontein.

The brigade lost ten ofiicers killed,
thirty-eight wounded and four missing.

The war office has received from
General Gatacre the following list of
casualties furnished by a correspond-
ént, who was permitted to visit the
Boer camp with the chaplains, and is
believed to be reliable: Sccond Royal
Irish, ten Kkilled, thirty-two wounded;
First East Lancashires, one wounded;
Becond Northumberlands, twelve kill-
ed, twenty-seven wounded. All the
above wounded are prisoners,

ENOUGH FOR AN ARMY,

Large Quantity of Military Stores Found
Wt santingo,

SANTIAGO DE CUBA, Dec. 15—
For some months it has been suspected
that large quantities of military stores
were in the possession of Cubans at
some polnt in the interior. Yesterday
the mayor of Tunis, a small town in
the district of Holguin, voluntarily
disclesed the loeation and surrendered
three effective field guns, 10,000 rifles
and a large amount of ammunition to
the Americans. The guns had been
gtored in an obscure place, In a rough
country, under palm leaf blinds., It
would have been almost impossible to
find them unless their whereabouts
had been voluntarily revealed. The
Holguin district is one of the wildest
in the island and has been regarded
for a pos=sible uprising.

A B2.500,000 Book.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 15.—In a spe-
cial report to the secretary of war
General F. C. Ainsworth shows that
the sum of 32,610,000 has been expend-
ed to date in the comp'lation and
printing of the official records of the
union and confederate armies, which
work was commenced In 1874, The
expenditures on this account during
the last fiscal year were $71,351, reav-
ing a balance on hand of $22,729, near-
Iv all of which is covered by outstand-
ing obligations.

Court-Martial for o Captain.

CHEYENNE, Wyo., Dec. 15.—Can-
tain Beard, company A, Second regi-
ment, W. N. G., has been relieved of
his command at Evanston and ordered
to appéar before a court martial.

NEWS FROM GEN. OTIN

MacArthur Holds as Prizoner Mabini, the
Founder of the Filipino Government,

AGUINALDO IS HIDING IN DISGUISE.

Bodyguard Practienlly Destroyed and [ts
Commander Kille d— Releases Many
Spanish Prisoners—Aguinaldo’s Body-
Guard Dispersed.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 14.—General
Otis had some stirring news to repori
today from Manila, his advices going
to show that the insurgents are, a:
hie predicted a few days ago, at the end
of their resources from a military
point of view and are melting away
before the rapid advance of the Amey -
ican troops at all points. His cable-
grums were as follows:

“MANILA, Dee, 13, —Fifty men ol
the navy and fifty men of the army,
transported by the navy, took Laoag
cn the 10th inst. General Young, with
staff, followed next day. He reporis
Howse with Pennsylvania battalion
of the Thirty-fourth Infantry, paszed
north to Pidding, east to Laoag.
Marsh's battalion of the Thirty-fourth
was at Cayan, province of Lepanto,
on the Tth inst. The Third cavalry
was along the coast and in the moun-
taing pursuicg the epemy. Young
glates his extreme northern foree
passed over mountains, driving the
insurgents under General Tino, who
wag badly wounded, killing fifty and
wounding many, He made large cap-
tures of rifles and property with all
irsurgent transportation and release!l
all the Spanish prisoners in that gee-
tion, to the number of about 2000
Our casualities are two wounded.
Our troops eare still pursuing the
remnant of Tino's command.

“March's battalion of the Thirty-
third reports from Cayan, Lepanto
provinee, on the Tth inst. that he bas
destroyed Agulnaldo’s hodyguard,
killed General Gregorio Pllar, received
the surrender of General Concepeion
and killed and wounded fifty-two In-
surgents; released 575 Spanish pris-
oners, including 150 friars, and cap-
tured considerable property. His loss
was two killed and nine wounded,

“My information is that Aguinaldo
has disguised his individualii. . aband-
oned his troops and is hiding in the
province of Benguet.”

W. V. ALLEN AGAIN SENATOR,

Gov. Toynter Appoints Him to  Fill

Flace Vacated by Huyward's Death,

LINCOLN, Nebh., Dec. 14.—BEx-8ena-
tor W. V., Allen has been appointed
senator from Nebraska to fill the va-
cancy caused by the death of Senator
Hayward.

Senator Allen arrived yesterday
morning in response to a telegrani
from Governor Poynter requesting his
pregence in the city., He went direct
to the state house, arriving there
about 11:30, He was taken at once into
the private office of Governor Poynter
and notified that he would he appoint-
ed to fill the vacancy, The appoint-
ment was announced at 12 o'clock.

Senator Allen said that he did not
care to talk of the course he would
pursue in the senate. “Of course |
shall continue my affiliation with the
party as heretofore, 1 go to Wash-
ington under different circumstances
than existed bLefore; things were in a

chaotic state then. 1 shall be on
hand before the currency bill Is
passed. I hope to arrange matters at

my home so that I can leave for Wash-
ington Friday, but may possibly have
to delay leaving a day or so later.”

Senator Allen received his commis-
slon from oGvernor Poynter at 2
o’clock. The ceremony was simple and
unattended by a demonstration of any
kind. Following this formality, which
was wilnessed by only Private Secre-
tary Jewell, Senator ~.len visited the
different state officials and received
congratulations.

The commission was made out in
duplicate, one copy to be filed in
Washington and the other to be re-
tained by the sepnator, The commis-
sion presented Senator Allen read as
tollows:
