Belief that the Powers Will Accept the
Russo-American Plan,

GERMANY RETURNS FIRST REPLY

Kalser Declares He Wanta to Know

More of the Conditions In China—The
British Livn Likely to Ralse n Koar—
Muy Decide to Go It Alone,

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3~The entire
wourse of negotlations in the Chinese
s#ituation is now dependent on the re-
sponses to the Russo-American pro-
tests. It was stated authoritatively
at the close of official hours today
that no answers had been recelved
from any source other than those of
a proliminary and inconclusive chaiac-
ter heretofore announced, Moreover,
it is stated by responsible administra-
tion oMcials that not until the last an-
swer Is recelved will the negotiations
assume any definite form, as the last
answer may prove to be the disscont
from an international accord townard
which all efforts are now bending,
Much interest was aroused today by
‘the dispatch from Bt, Petersburg glv-
~Ing the full text of the Russian pro-
“posal as it cleared up some discrepan-
~cles, which had existed owing to the
«oral nature of the communication made
to this government by the Russlan
charge, By far the most lmportant
correction it makes is in disclosing
that Russia has not ordered her troops
‘and minister to withdraw “from
China” as was stated In the American
paraphrase of the proposal, but that
she intends to recall M. De Giers and
his staff “to Tien Tsin, whither they
will be accompanied by the Russian
troops.” In short Russia has not an-
nounced a purpoge to withdraw from

“China, but only to withdraw from
Pekin,
As the negotiations progress the

view is strengthened among officials
that the American-Russian plan of
withdrawing from Pekin will be con-
curred in by all the powers, In diplo-
matic quarters this outcome is looked
upon as practically assured. It I8
pointed out that if the Russian, Amer-
lcan and Japanese troops are with-
drawn from Pekin the other powers
would not have 5,000 men remalping
. there, which would be a force utterly
Inadequate to garrison and defend the
y capital. The British force now at
: Pekin is sald to number 3,600 men and
S the German force is only a few hun-

dred,
On the other hand the Russian and
Japanese contingents are very large,
1 and with thelr withdrawal the main
strength of the allies at Pekin would
be taken away. As a matter of neces
e, sity, therefore, it is held that the with-
drawal of the larger forces will com-
™ pel the smaller forces of Great Britain
and Gormany to leave at the same

time,

There s o noticen-
ble feeling among some of the for-
elgn representatives here that Great
Britaln will decline to accept the nlan
and will thereby bocome lsolated from
the rest of the powers,

Mr. Adee savs these stories are ah-
golutely lacking in foundation, He
feels able to enter the broaaest denlal
of the accuracy of the statements for
the reason that he has been in daily
and almost hourly communication with
the secrelary of state by mail and
wire at the latter's home and is per-
fectly acquainted with the secretary’s
views respecting pending issues, There.
fore, he Is able to say that Mr. Hay
Is thoroughly in accord with the presi-
dent in his Chinese policy, while on
the other hand the president hag given
his unqualified approval to every step
in the negotiations which was directed
by Mr. Hay.

RETURN OF THE VOLUNTEERS.

Arrangements Being Made for Home=-
ward Movement,

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3.—80 far as
the War department bas made any
plans for the return of the volunteer
troops from the Philippines, it is in-
tended to commence the nomeward
movement about the middle of Novem-
ber. No orders have yet been issued
on the subject, but it will take prac-
tically all of the transport gervice at
the command of the department to ac-
complish the return of the 31,000 volun-
teers between the date named and June
30 of next year, when their term of
service expires by operation of law, It
Ig the intention of the department to
return the organizations in the same
relative order as they were shipped to
the islands, thus equalizing as near as
possible their terms of foreign service,
The above is practically the informa-
tion that is being returned in answer
to the many private inquirlies from
friends and relatives of the soldiers
now in the Philippines with which the
department has been flooded for some
time past,

Increase In Nank Wotes.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3-—The month-
ly circulation statement issued by the
comptroller of the currency shows that
at the close of business August 31,
1900, the total eirculation of national
bank notes was $324,223 810, an {ncrease
for the year of $82,152,018 and an in-
crease for the month of $4,208,454. The
circulation based on United States
bonds was $290,641,356, an increase for
the year of $84,468,007 and an Increase
for the month of $4,193,022, -

The circulation secured by lawful
money amounted to $33,58:,540, a de-
crease for the vear of $2,3215,989 and an
increase for the month of $14,532.

The amount of United States bonds
on deposit to gecure circulating notes
was $205,790.280, and to secure public
debt, $88,840,280,

Pa., will be the first incumbent of the
diocese. :

It is understood that nothing definite
concerning the creation of Sioux City,
In., as a diocese will be done until after
Archbishop Keane's return from Eu-
rope. Father John Carroll of Dubunque,
however, is said to be its probable ap-

ENGLAND 1N GUESSING

Would Like to Know the Import of Rus-
sian-American Exchangs of Notes,

OUR ATTITUDE IS DISTURBING

Great EBritaln Opposed to Evacuation of
Stand —Conditions
Are That Idemunity Must Be Pald and

Pekin ns Matters

Ringlenders of Revolt Panished,

LONDON, Sept. 3.—In the absence
of other news from China the papers
are again fiilled with discussions of
the Russo-American proposals, which
80 far as may be gathered from the
representatives of opinions in tne var-
lous European capitals, are calculated
to subject the unity of the allies to
an exceedingly severe and dangerous
Lest,

In Germany especially thege pro-
posdls are so diametrically opposed to
Emperor William’s policy that they
have produced something like con-
sternation. As the Dally News edi-
torfally remarks, “"Count von Walder-
see was assuredly not sent to assist
in restoring the empress dowager.”

It is recognized on all sides that
Germany's decision 18 the pivot of the
matter, Kmperor William intended by
dispatching Count von Waldersee to
have the master hand in the Chinese
settlement. Russia has tuken the wind
out of that officer's salls and Is now
posing as the friend and protector of
China.

The morning papers express the
Breatest suspicion of the intentions of
Russia. The Times' editorial fairly
represents the opinlon of all, saying:

“The advantages of Russia’s policy
are not manifest and it is very doubt-
ful whether it will recommend itself
to powers like England and Germany
that have large commercial interests
in the establishment of a stable and
progressive government to replace the
reactionary cligue which has impeded
all progress and development in China
in recent years,

“Negotiations with LI Hung Chang
wonld be a condonation of government
crimes and the throwing away of all
the advantages gained by the occu-
pation of Pekin.

“Much migchief wmesy have already
been done by the hesitation to enter
the forbidden city. To withdraw from
rekin would be interpreted as prov-
ing not only that the allies are cow-
ards, but that they are hopelessly di-
vided. It may be that some of the
powers will withdraw, but that does
not imply that others are bound to
leave Pekin and to acqulesce in the
restoration of a government guiity of
a gross international crime.”

The Standard says: “Diplomacy
sometimes makes strange bedfellows,
It is enrious to find the mighty auto-
erat of the old world and the great
republic of the new gently coaxing
the other powers along the paths of
peace, Nothing could be better than
the spirit of these documents, and it
is interesting to find two sucn pow-
ers so anxious to determine the con-
troversy in an unselfish gpirit.”

The Daily Mail says: “Russia has
forced the hand of the United States
against the better judgment of the
latter. At the same time the United
States government has adduced such
valid reasons why the Russian policy
is a bad one that it will hardly ve ex-
pm‘!.-ml that the other powers will con-
eur.”

The Daily News, which complains
bitterly that the British government
does not communicate a particle of
information respecting these import-
ant negotiations, calls Mr. Adee's dis-
patch “very able” and asks what the
British government is doing in the
matter.

BANDITS TACKLE OVERLAND.

Five Maskeda Men Hoid Up Union Pacifie
Fiver In Wyoming.

CHEYENNE, Wyo.,, Aug. 31.—The
Union Pacific overland flyer was held
up, dynamited and robbed near Table
Rock, 200 miles west of Cheyenne, be-
tween 8 and 8 o'clock last night by
five masked bandits, ‘The express car
wits blown o pleces, as was the treas-
urer's safe of the Pacific Express com-
pany, aud a large sum of money, the
exact amount of which is unknown,
carricd away by the robbers, who made
thelr escape on horses toward the no
torious Brown's park country in north-
ern Colorado.

The holdup was well exceuted and
within twenty minutes after the train
was stopped the bandits were riding
away to the gouth. No ene was in-
Jured, but the daumage done to props
erty ls very heavy, as the express car
was totally wrecked and its contents
rulned. One end of a mall car was
blown in and some matl matter sigiht-
ly damaged,

Just after the train left Tipton, a
few miles east of Table Rock, a
masked man climbed over the tender
and covered the engineer with a gun.
Keeping him covered until a small
bonfire alongside the track wag np-
proached the bandit ordered the train
stopped.  Herer the robber was joined
by four others. The express, baggage
and mail cars were run off and the
enginecr ordered to run ahead, After
running about two miles the train was
stopped, the express messenger was
ordered out of the car and sticks of
dynamite were placed under the doors.
The messenger barely had time to es-
cape when the car was wrecked. The
safe was then blown open and its con-
tents  hurrfedly thrown into gunny
sacks,

The robbers lost no time and hur-
riedly mounted their horses, which
were tied to telegraph poles,

The wrecked cars were hauled to
Green River and the robbery reported.
A posse was at once organized at Raw-
ling by United States Marshal Hadsell
and left for the scene oh a special
train, arriving there about four hours
after the departure of the bandits.
Another posse was started out from
Rouck Springs in charge of Sheriff
Bwauson,

The Union Paclfic has offered a re-
ward of §1,000 each for the robbers,
dead or alive, and a number of de-
tectives of the express and railroad
companies are being hurried to the
scene, Officials here will say very
littie about the robbery or the amount
of money stolen, It is believed, how-
ever, that the robbers gecured a big
haul, as almost every train carries
large sums of money to the Pacific
coast points and enroute to Manila,
The holdup was undoubtedly commit-
ted by Butch Cassiday’s gang.

Chang has sent a memorial begging
the empress dowager to appoint Prince
Ching, General Yung Lu and the Yang
Tse viceroys as joint peacemakers with
himselr,

It is rumored at Bhanghai that the
Japanese galned a victory over the
Boxers and Chinege troops from Pel
Tsang and Ho-81 Wu last Thursday at
Teh Choun, The story says 1,600 Chi-
nese were killed, including Prince uan
and that all the Chinese were driven

The Hong Kong correspondent of
the Dally Malil, wiring yesterday, says
he understands that General Gaselee,
the British commander with the allies,
has countermanded his order summon-
ing more troops to the north and that
possibly the Dritish troops will ge Lo
Amay.

The reform party under Kang Yu
Wel Is saild to be actively preparing
for rebellion,

General Creigh, in the presence of
Vice Admiral Seymour, recelved 3,000
troops of all nationalities at Shanghal
Wednesday.

It Is reported that twenty-five re-
formers have been executed at Han-
kow, their heads being exposed.

The Takn correspondent of the
Dafly Telegraph, wiring August 26,
says the country around Taku and Pe-
kin is devastated, with the result that
the Boxers are most unpopular and are
being attacked by the peasantry. The
Boxers, who were moving north from
Bhang Tung, are now returning has-
tily to their homes,

Belated dispatches and the stories of
refugees arriving at Che IF'oo continue
to describe the terrible conditions in
Pekin. - One of the worst incidents is
the shocking desecration of the foreign
cemetery outside the west wall, The
details are too revolt'ng to be de-
gerived, Hundreds of bodies of Chi-
nese are found in the streets of Pekin,
supposed to be those of traitors to the
cause of the Boxers.

The Shanghai correspondent of the
Times says a native ofticial telegram
from Pao Ting-Fu announces the ar-
rival of the court last Bunday at Tai
Yuen Fu, Communication between Pe-
kin and Tien Tsin is interrupted, pos-
eibly because the bands of Boxers
hake the road unsafe for couriers, he
county north of Yang iun is said to
be flooded, .

A German firm is negotiating wita
Chang Chi Tung, the Wu Chang vice-
rcly, o lend him 1,000,000 taels on the
security of sertain viceregal industrial
undertakings.

A correspondent at New Chwang
says the Russians at Hal Cheng are
awaiting reinforcements, whose ad-
vance is delayed by the {mpassable
condition of the roads to Leao Yang
and Mudken. Meanwhile the native
population of the district is being
treated with the utmost severity. Eye-
witnesses report an indiscriminate
slaughter of noncombatants and the
reduction of the country in the vicin-
ity of Port Arthur to a state of utter
desolation.

CHINA IS WITHOUT A HEAD.
Emperor is a Fagitive and lowerless to

Muke Terms of Veacve,

WASHINGTON, Aug, 30.—~The Iat-
est phase of the diplomatic tangle
with the powers interested In China is
the abapdonment of objection to the
form of 1. Hung Chang's credentlals.
At least it may be sald that thes: ob-
Jections have been suspended for the
time being. The point of attack on
the part of the powers which are op-
posing the recognition of 1.1 Hung
Chang as a plenipotentiary s now the
aunthority of the titular Chinese gov-
ernment to lssue any credential wor-
thy of recoguition. In other words,
admitting that Li's credentials were
properly issued by Emperor Kwang
Su, the contention is that that mon-
arch, being a fugitive and powerless,
cannot by himself or through his
agent, L1 Hung Chang, enter ‘nto
uny engagement or give any guaran-
tee which the Chinese people as o
whaole will accept as binding. This
subject Is now recelving the careful
attention of the Department of State

Meanwhile, the department and
president are In lgnorance as to the
wheresabouts of LI MHung Chang and
from the fact that nothlng has been
heard from him for four days at Jeast,
It s conjectured that he may bave
