SPECIAL SPEECHES ARE PROMISED |

Allison May Inject Appropriation Billsy |

WASHINGTON, Feb, 4.—The senate
will continue its discusgzion of the ship
subsidy bill during the first half of the
present wees, with probable interrup-

tions during the morning hour of each |
day. There probably will be a move- |
ment to secure night sessions on the |
part of the friends of the shipping |

hill Monday or Tuesday and other
strennous efforts will be made Lo se-
cure a vote upon the bill.

If it shonld appear probable that the
end of the discussion is still noi in
sight Senator Allisom on Wednesday
will agk the senate to taxe up the bill
making appropriations for the District
of Columbia for the next fiscal year.
This appropriation bill will be debated
for several days and when its consid-
eration is concluded there will be other
appropriation bills requiring attention.

The earlier part of the day Monday
will be given to the ceremonies in
honor of the memory of Calef Justice
Marshall and Senator Bacon has given
notice that he will ask the attention
of the senate to some remarks of his
upon the resolution introduced by him-
selt declaring the right of the senate
to demand and receive all papers on file
in the executive departments. He will
speak at length upon that question and
if he should conclude during the day
he will be followed by one of several
extended speeches on the subsidy bill,
which are still in reserve. Senator
Teller is counted on for anoteer
speech, and in case of a night session
Monday night probably would under-
take Lo speak the session out. It is ex-
pected that Senator Caffery will talk
Tuesday.

The democrats do not hesitate to say
that In case night sessions are ordered
they will demana that a ¢uorum shall
be maintained. On Saturday eulogies
will be delivered in honor of the late
Representative Harmer of Peansyl-
vania.

The honsze will continue the consid-
eration of appropriation Dbills this
week. The postofice appropriation
bill is not yet completed. It will be
followed by the consular and diplo-
matic and the sundry civil biats, which
last will be reported to the house
tomorrow,

The biils to promote the efliciency
of the revenue cutter serviece and to es-
tablish a national standardizing pureau
and conference reports will consume
whatever time remains.

Tomorrow the exercises in connec-
tion with the celebration of the cen-
tennial anniversary of John Marshall's
appointment as chiel justice of the

HHe did not let his
prisoner know uutil last night the real
charge against him, When he was
told that he was held as a Cudahy
kidnaper suspect he showed much un-
easiness. He walked his cell all night
and did not fleep a wink. The sheriff
states that he has learned that on
Friday before Henderson had $1,000 in
a package. When arrested Henderson
had only 15 cents in his pockets,

The prisoner declines to make any
statement concerning his financial af-
fairs, or how he came to have a ple-
ture of Pat Crowe in his trunk. He
is to be photographed tomorrow and

KANSAS CITY, Febh., 4.-
to the Times from Topeka, Kau,, says:

The report has frightened Mrs, Na-
tion and her sister erusaders, but they
declare that they will continue the
work of destroying “murdcr shops.”
They met at 9 o'clock this morning at

{ of prayer, acking the Lord to protect
t them from bodily harm in the dis-

charge of what they termed nelr duty
to the community.

Mrs, Nation beaved the storm today
and made three temperance speeches—
in Wesleyan Method.st churen in the
forenoon, in the Christiaa church in
the afternoon, and in the Lowinan Hill
Methodist chureh in the evening

A recruiting office for the Topeka
brigade, Kansas divizion, Carrie Na-
tion's army, has been cpened. Three
hundred *soldlers’ have signed the
roll, mestly women. ‘T'he program for
the defenders is to march down Kan-
sas avenue at 2 p. m., tomorrow, with
drums and flags flying, and hold pray-
er meetings in front of every joint,

Mis. Nation says that it was the in-
tention of the home defenders to
smash joints tomorrow, but this feat-
ure of the crusade may be postponed
for a few days to enable secret service
agents to inquire into the story that
armed men are guarding the joints.
Mrs. Natioa says she does not mind

shotgnun, but she does nct want to
lead other women to their death.

Postmaster Guthrie says Mrs. Na-
tion receives more mail than any
bank in Topeka. Many of the letters
contain money, and it i8 said that Mrs.
Natioa already has put aside §300 to
help carry on the liquor war.

PRESIDENT BURT TALKS SOME

Reeenl Transaction Will Not Affect Pres-
ent TrafMe Arrangement,

NEW YORK, Fe¢b. 4.—The Tribune
Horace G, Burt,
president of the Union Pacific rail-
read, is at the Wualdorf-Astoria, ac-
companied by his wife and several
friends, ineluding J. H. Millard, presi-
dent of the Omaha Nationat bank, and
Judge W, R. Kelly, general solicitor of
the Union Paecific. The party will
spend & week or ten days in this city.

President Burt in an interview, ex-
plained at length the present condi-
tions of the Union Pacific, which has
just acqguired the Southern Pacific. He
said that the great transacticn would
not affect present traflic arrange-
ments. Ia cenclusion, Mr. Burt out-
iined the improvements of the Union
Pacific roadbed and important
changes which are being maae on the
main line in Wyoming, where are the
heaviest gradients and eurvatures.
About 200 miles of this section have
been practically rebuilt, materially re-
ducing the grades. In another two
vears still more changes on the divide
and the Salt Lako section In western
L'tah will be completed, The road will
be shortened about thirty-four miles,
making the distance between Council
Bluffs and Ogden practically 1,000
miles,

Revises the Building BillL

WASHINGTON, Feb, 4.—The house
committee on public buildings ani
grounds today acted favorably on what
is known as the omnibus publie build-
Ing bill, increasing the limit of cost
of a number of public buildings. The
following revision of increases was
made before the bill was reported:

$100,000 for each man wounded in the

LONDON, Feb, 4-—The War offico
has recelved the following from Lord
Kitchener, commander-in-chief in
South Africa:

“PRETORIA, Febh., 2.—Our post at
Meodderfontein, on the Gaterr and
southwest of hrugersdorp, was at-
tacked by 1,000 Boers. The relief
column sent out from Krugersdorp
falled to prevent the fall of the post.
No detalls yet at hand, but officers
and men captured at the post are ar-
l'\'lng at \'n:oonl ring.

10 PAY OLD WAR BILLS

House Pasecs the Measure for Reimburse-

ment of Boutherners,

CLAIMS THAT AGGREGATE $344,480

Most of Them for Stores and Supplies

Taken by the Union Army During the

Eebellion = Opposition
Other Washington Mutters

WASIIINGTON, Febh, 2—The hou:ze
today passed an omnibus bill carrying
cliams for stores and supplies taken
by the union army during the rebel-
lion, The claims were passed on by
the court of ciaims and aggreegated
$344,450. Practically all the benecfic-
taries reside in the
opposition to the bill was displayed

in the day under the leadership of

Mr, Cannon, the chairman of the ap-
propriation committee, but it flattened

out later and the bill flaally was

passed without division,

Mr. Southard of Ohio, chairman of

the committes on coinage weights and

measures, asked unanimous congent to

consider a bill to establish a national
standardizisg burean, which should
have custody of the standards and
furnish information to any education-
al institution, firm, corporation r
individual in the United States,
After some discusion it was agreed
that the bills should be made a con-

unuing order after the digposal of the

bill to promote the efliciency of the
revenue cutter service. The senate
bill to appropriate £50,000 for the pur-

chase or construction of a revenue

cutter for Boston harbor was passad.

A bill to regulate the coming of
Chinese persons into the couatry cre-
ated some discussion. Mr. Hitt, chair-
man of the committee on foreign afr-
fairs, said the bill had been prepared
by the attorney general to prevent the
fraudulent entry of Chinese laborers,
by giving the government, as well as
the Chinamen, the right to appeal
from the decielon of the United Siates
commissgicner, Mr. Hitt said that he
himself did not believe the Chinese

exclusion aet was a just law, because

it was passed in violation of treaties,

but the law was on the statute books
and it was the duty of every citizene

to uphold it. The hill was passed.

This being private bill day, Mr. Ma-
hon of Pennsylvania. chairman of the
committee on war claims, called up
the unfinished business, which was a
bill for the relief of St. John's lodge
of Masons of Newbern, N. ( The bill
apprepriates $6,000 for the use of the
Masonic ledge by union troops during
the rebellion. After some opposition
it was passed.

The house then took up the omuibus
bill for the payment of claims aggre-
gating $314.400, certified to be due by
the court of claims under the provi-
sions of the Bowman act., The claims
were for stores and supplies taken for
the use of the federal army during
the rebellion. The beneficiaries were
all residents of the south, After sev-
eral hours consumed by oppcnents of
the bill, it was passed without divi-
sion.

Bills were passed to constitute a
new division of the eastern district of
Texas: providing [or al'otments of
lands in severalty to Indians of the
La Pointe or Bad river reservation in
Washington: and to authorize the
Mississippi Choctaws to bring suit in
the court of claims against the Choe-
taw nation to determine their rights
under the treaty of 1830,

HIAWATHA, Kan. Feb, 2—E. J.
Eicholtz, a local druggist, today made
public his determination to destroy
21l the liguor in his store. This aft-
ernoon he emptied a barrel of whisky
into the sewer and announced that
on Saturday he will publicly destroy
the remainder of his supply or liquors,
including several harrels of wines and
whisky.

The affair will be made one of re-
joicing, the local minister: and the
public having been invited to attend,
The druggist has concluded that to
sel]l liquor for any purpose is wrong.

Funeral Come from Amerlen
LONDON, Yeb, 1.-A special trai
this morning brought to the C I:.u'uh
Cross station a number of members
of the royal families upon the conti-
nent, here for the purpose of attend-
inz the funeral of Queen Victoria.
Among those who arrived were the |
crown prince of Sweden, Prince luIm
George of Saxony, the prince of Saxe-
Altenburg, Prince Waldeck Pyrmont,
and  the prince and princess ol
Schaunburgh-Lippe, and their respes
tive suites. They were conducted in
royal carriages to Buckingham palace
and the various hotels. The members
of the German embassy met the
princes from Germany, but nonc of
the members of the British royval fam-
ily were present at the station. His
majesty, King Edward VII, was rep-
resented at the station, however, by
Colonel Campbell, one of the grooms-

in-waiting.

CLB QNS l'\l A Df ADLOCK.

Clunne to Make Gomez Ineligible for
President Arouses Animosity.

HAVANA, Feb, 1.—The constitu-
tional convention is now in the throes
of a deadlock. This conaition was
brought about during the considera-
tion of the article bearing on the
qualifications for president of the re-
public and the old Gomez fight was
revived,

The delegates met in private ses-
sion in an ante-room at 2 o'clock. The
antl-Gomez faction, led by Sanguilly,
favored the eligibility of only native-
born Cubans, while the admirers of
ieneral Gomez, headed by Senors Que-
sada and Nunez, advocated the reten-
tion of the clause in the original draft
making a naturalized citizen. who haa
gerved two years in the wars, eligible.
Three members, Senors Rlvera, Genor
and Llorente, were absent. After a
discussion lasting two hours, Senor
Genor, who is a Gomezite, entered and
o call was made for the president to
reassemble the convention. The op-
ponents of Gomez, however, refused
to take their seatg, and after several
efforts the delegates withdrew from
the hall.

COATES OPERA lll)lJSE BURNS

Kansas City's OIdeat ’l‘llmﬂ.ro is De-

KANSBAS CITY, Feb, 1.—Fire late
tonight destroyed the Coates opera
house, the principal theater of Kan-
sas City, situated at Tenth street and
Broadway, and occupying a detached
huilding.
