Cost of Road Improvement.

A slightly less amount
was levied as taxes for the special
purpoze of building and repairing
bridges. Secretary Seymour’'s returns
Ehow an agerezate of 21,759,044 ex-
pended on roads during 1913,
does not include any outlay for paving
in ecities. The total amount of taxes
ievied for all purposes in Nebraska
was $22.4R87.791, so that about
cent of all taxation revenues went to
improve highways.
