Progressive Farmer 

Oats to Grow 
Twenty varieties of oats tested 

at the Nebraska Experiment sta- 
tion show that the early varieties 
out yielded the late varieties 14 
bushels an acre. The early vari- 
eties which ripened .July 11, on 

the average, yielded 53.9 bushels 
while those that ripened on .July 
*9, produced about 40.1 bushels. 
j£tierson, Burt and Texas Red are 

among the early varieties that 

proved best. Among tlie late vari- 
eties, the Lincoln oats have given 
the best*(results.

lire drilled ;md about JO pecks an 

acre wlieu they are sown broadcast. 
Varieties with larger grains re- 

quire a correspondingly heavier 
rate of seeding. 

Homegrown Seed Corn is the Best. 
Even though it is said that like 

produces like, the pretty ears of 

seed corn from the distant seed 
house may not, and usually do 

not, produce corn as good as that 

grown under local conditions, lie- 
suits from many farmers, county 
agricultural agents, and the Ne- 
braska Experiment Station, show 
an increase of from 4.5 to 15 
bushels an acre in favor of the 
homegrown seed. Co-operative 
experiments in western Nebraska 
have shown that the native seed 

yields about a fourth more than 
corn just brought from the eastern 

part of the state. The results in 
the Nebraska Experiment Station 
are included in Bulletin No. 1*26, 
which may be had free. 

Cause For Loss of Spring Pigs. 
One of the principal reasons for 

the loss of spring pigs at this time, 
as well as any other, according to 

the Nebraska Experiment Station, 
arises from the. fact that the brood 
sow has been stuffed and fattened 
with a heavy corn ration. The 
sow becomes lazy and does not 

take exercises, an important thing 
for keeping an animal in healthy 
condition. The ration should be 
limited enough to keep the appe- 
tite keen. The feeding floors 
should be at some distance from 
the sleeping quarters in order to 

induce exercise. 
A ration of corn ground barley, 

seven parts, and oil meat one part 
or corn and ground barley nine 

parts to one of tankage will give 
satisfactory results, if fed in limi- 
ted amounts. Good alfalfa hay 
should be provided in such a way 
that the sows can have access to it 
at all times. 

Civic Improvement Law

But no appropriation exceeding 
fifteen hundred dollars shall be 
made for the erection of any coun- 

ty building except as hereinafter 

provided without first submitting 
the proposition to a vote of the 
people of the county at a general 
election or a special election order- 
ed by said board for that purpose, 
and the same is ordered by a ma- 

jority of the legal voters voting 
thereon, provided, that the county 
board of any county in this state 

is hereby authorized and empower- 
ed, when requested so to do by a 

petition signed by at least fifty- 
five per cent of the legal voters in 
said county based on the average 
vote of the two preceding general 
elections, to make an annual levy 
not exceeding five mills upon the 
dollar on all taxable property in 
said county for the purpose of pro- 

viding a fund for the erection of a 

court house or jail, said fund to be 
used only in the construction of a 

court house or jail or to pay the 

expenses of tearing down any ex- 

isting court house or jail or mak- 
ing improvements thereon; provid- 
ed further, the total estimated 
amount to be raised by such special 
levy shall not exceed the sum of 
one hundred thousand dollars 
($100,000.00) and said levy may be 

spread over a term of years not 

exceeding five to produce such 
sum but in no case shall the levy 
of taxes made by the county board 
for all purposes, including the 
taxes levied herein provided for 
the erection of a court house or 

jail, exceed in any one year the 
sum of fifteen mills on the dollar 
of the assessed valuation of said 
county. 

Third—To provide and keep in 

repair, when the finances of the 
county will permit, suitable fire- 

proof safes for the county clerk 
and county treasurer. 

Fourth—To provide suitable 
books and stationery for the use 

of the county board, county clerk, 
county treasurer, county judge, 
sheriff, clerk of the district court, 
county superintendent, county sur- 

veyor and county attorney. 
First—To cause to be published 

at the close of each annual, regu- 
lar or special meeting of the board 
a brief statement of the proceed- 
ings thereof in one newspaper of 

general circulation published in 
the county, and also their proceed- 
ings upon the equalization of the 
assessment roll: provided, no pub- 
lication in a newspaper shall be 

required unless the same can be 
done at an ex|>ense not exceeding 
one third of the lepil rate for ad- 
vertising notices; 

Sixth—At their regular meeting 
in January of each year to pre- 

pare an estimate of the necessary 
| expenses of the county do ring: the 

| ensuing year, the total 'of winch 
shall in no instance exceed the 
amount of taxes authorized b.v [aw 
to be levied during that year, in- 
cluding the amounts necessary to 
meet outstanding indebtedness,'as 
evidenced by bonds, coupons,; or 

warrants legally issued; and'such 
estimate, containing the iteais:cpn- 
stituting the amounts, shall be en- 

tered at large upon their records 
and published four successive 
weeks before the levy for’that 

.year in some newspaper published 
and of general, circulation in the 
county, or if none is published, 
then in some newspaperofgeneral 
circulation therein: and no levy 
of taxes shall be made for any 
other purpose or amounts than are 

specified in such estimate as pub- 
lished, but any item or amount 
may be; stricken from such esti- 
mate or reduced at the time the 
levy is made. If any levy shall 
bo made in excess of such estimate, 
the tax shall not therefore be void, 
but the members of the county 

board and their sureties shall be 
jointly and severally liable upon 
their official bonds for the full 
amount of such excesses, which 
shall be collected b.v civil action, 
as in other cases, for the use of 
the school fund of the county. If 
the members of said board neglect 
to comply with any other provi- 
sions of this section, the tax shall 
not therefor be void, but they 
shall each be liable to a penalty of 
five hundred dollars, to be recover- 
ed by civil action as inothercases, 
for the use of the school fund of 

the county. 
Seventh—Iq all cases where any 

bridge or any public building, the 
property of any county within 
this state, shall be injured or des- 
troyed by any person or persons, 
either negligently* carelessly or 

wilfully and maliciously, it shall 
be the duty of the county board 
of the proper county, for and ift 
the name of the county, to sue for 
and recover such damages as shall 
have occured by reason thereof, 
and the money so recovered shall 
be paid into the treasury of the 

proper county, aoddae by the treas- 

urer credited to the fund out of j 
wbidft-such bridge or building wad 

constructed or repaired. 
Secti(W‘2;i -%’hat fraction 143 of 

Chapter 15 of the Revised Statutes 

of Nebraska for 1913 as now ex- 

isting, and all other Acts or par 

of Acts inconsistent with this act 

be and the same are hereby re- 

vealed. 
Section 3. Whereas an emer- 

gency exists this Act shall take ef- 

fect and be in force from and after 
its passage and approval.
