ITALY’S FORMAL 
ENTRY INTO WAR 

FULL TEXT OF THE DECLARA- 
TION MADE BY THE GOVERN- 

MENT AT ROME. 

GERMANY MAKES QUICK REPLY 

Assert* Firm Determination to Stand 
by Its Ally—Now Eleven Nations 

Are Involved in Gigantic Con- 
flict That Is Rending 

Europe. 

Vienna.—The Italian ambassador to 
Austria, the Duke of Avarna, pre- 
sented to Baron von Burlan, the Aus- 
tro-Hungarian foreign minister, the 
following declaration of war: 

“Vienna, May 23, 1915.—Conforma- 
bly with the orders of his majesty, 
the king, his august sovereign, the un- 

dersigned ambassador of Italy has the 
honor to deliver to his excellency the 
foreign minister of Austria-Hungary 
the following communication: 

"Declaration has been made, as 
from the 4th of this month, to the 
imperial and royal government of the 
grave motives for which Italy, confi- 
dent in her good right, proclaimed an- 
nulled and henceforth without effect 
her treaty of alliance with Austria- 
Hungary. which was violated by the 
imperial and royal government, and 
resumed her liberty of action In this 
respect. 

"The government of the king, firmly j 
resolved to provide by all means at ! 

Its disposal for safeguarding Italian 
rights and interests, cannot fail in ite 
duty to take against every existing 
and future menace measures which 
events impose upon it for the fulfill- 
ment of national aspirations. 

“His majesty, the king, declares 
that he considers himself from tomor- 
row in a state of war with Austria- 
Hungary. 

“The undersigned has the honor to 
make known at the same time to his 
excellency the foreign minister, that 
passports will be placed this very day 
at the disposal of the imperial and 
royal ambassador at Rome, and he 
will be obliged to his excellency if he 
will kindly have his passports handed 
to him. 

i Signed>, AVARNA.” 

OFFICIAL GERMAN REPLY. 

London.—A Berlin official dispatch, 
received by way of Amsterdam and 
dated May £3, says: 

“The Italian government today j 
caused to be declared, through the I 
ambassador to the Austrian-Hungarian i 

government, the Duke of Avarna, that i 

Italy considers herself in a state of | 
war with Austria-Hungary. 

“The Italian government, by this I 
inexcusable attack against the dual j 
monarchy, has also broken, without j 
right or without ground, her alliance j 
with Germany. 

“The loyal relationship existing con j 
formably with the treaty between Aus- 

tria-Hungary and the German em- 

pire, and still more firmly welded by 
the comradeship of arms, has re- j 
mained unimpaired by the defection 
of the third ally ard his desertion to 

the enemy's camp. The German am- 

bassador, therefore, has received in- 
structions to leave Rome conjointly 
with the Austro-Hungarian ambassa- 
dor.” 

ITALIAN ASPIRATIONS. 

London.—One great purpose of Italy 
In entering the war is to gain posses- 
sion of “unredeemed Italy," a sweep of 
Austrian territory to the north and 
east near the head of the Adriatic 
sea. This region, which includes 
Trent and Trieste, is Italian in all 
but nationality. To attain it has long 
been her cherished ambition. 

The territory in dispute may be de- 
fined roughly as the sections of Aus- 
tria south of a line drawn in the Rhae- 
(ian Alps, where Italy, Austria and 
Switzerland meet, eastward to the 
Carnic Alps, and thence southward 

along the Italian Alps and again east- 
ward so as to include Fiume. 

The first part of this territory forms 
a wedge penetrating Italy between 
Lombardy and Venetia and cutting 
Lake Garda, while the second portion 
includes the peninsula of Istria and 
runs northward to the Julian Alps be- 
tween the Tagliamento and Save riv- 
jrs. 

This territory is called "Italia Irre- 
Jenta" (unredeemed Italy), because it 
once formed pa.t of the Italian states 
of the middle ages. 

The district of the City of Trent, 
known in Italy as the Trentino, once 

formed part of the Roman colony of 
Tridentini, which in 1027 passed under 
the rule of a bishop and then, after 
various changes, came into possession 
of Austria, together with Lombardy 
ind Venetia.

by Piedmont and France, and even 

after Piedmont had taken over Lom- 

bardy and the Kingdom of Italy had 
been formed in 1861, Austria continued 
to hold Venetia. until her defeat in 
the Austro-German war of 1866 gave 
it to Italy. There was left in posses- 
sion of Austria, however, the w’edge 
of the Trent district, as a menace to 
Italy. 

The territory to the eastward which 
Italy desires is made up principally 
of Istria. In early days a part of the 

Republic of Venice, it passed to Aus- 

tria, together with Dalmatia, with the 
abolition of the republic in 1797. In 
1805 Austria was compelled by Na- 
poleon to cede Istria to France, but in 
1813 Austria seized it. 

Aside from the Dalmatian Islands, 
the territory sought by Italy includes 
about 8,000 square miles, with more 

than 1,000,000 inhabitants. > 

Conference That Made Higtory. 
London — Martin Donohue, the 

Rome correspondent of the Daily 
Chronicle, is authority for the positive 
statement that on May 22, within a 

few hours after Foreign Minister Son- 
nino of Italy had dismissed the Ger- 
man and Austrian ambassadors, rep- 
resenting Italy’s former allies, he met 

in conference the ambassadors of 
Great Britain, France and Russia, and 
at this meeting the admission of Italy 
into full partnership with the Entente 
powers was ‘‘settled, signed and 
sealed” 

The details of the arrangement by 
which Italy becomes an active parti- 
cipant and a responsible ally of the 
Entente powers in the war have been 
in process of negotiation for some 

time, and the final meeting of the am- 

bassadors wTith the foreign minister 
served merely to ratify the under- 

standing which had already been 
reached. 

as may wen De unnersrooa. says 
the Daily Chronicle correspondent, 
"this first official meeting of the rep- 
resentatives of the newly born alliance 
was most cordial. As a result of this 
official interview 1 am able to state 
that the hitherto existing triple en- 

tente has become the 'quadruple en- 

tente." 
“The basis of Italy's active co-opera- 

tion, economic, naval and military 
was settled, signed and sealed. Due 
notice of Italy's entering into partner- 
ship with the nations already waging 
war will be given to the neutral pow- 
ers. 

Donohue also gives a picture of 
Prince von Buelow and Baron Mac- 

chio. the German and Austrian am- 

bassadors, leaving the foreign min- 

istry after taking formal leave of 

Minister Sonnino. Neither took time 
for a long farewell. 

"The kaiser's emissary came down- 

stairs from the foreign office." says 

Donohue, “looking pale and excited. 
He seemed to have completely lost 
his habitaul look of calm self-confi- 
dence. As he turned into the Via 

Venti Settembre he was swinging his j 
walking stick nervously, presenting a 

perfect picture of a baffled and de- 

feated man who was realizing that he 

had played for high diplomatic stakes 

and lost. 
“P,aron Macchio's colloquy with the 

foreign minister did not last m»re 

than five minutes. On leaving he hur- 

ried away absent-mindedly carrying 
his hat in his hand until he reached 
the foot of the great staircase giving 
access to the minister's office.”

BIRDS TO ATTACK ZEPPELINS 

Possibility of Addition to the Equip- 
ments of the Armies Now 

Fighting in Europe. 

A strange bird of prey, which has 

been named the “whiffle buff.” has been 

discovered by Mr. Ferdinand Bartels, 

explorer w'ho has returned to the 

United States from South America. 

Mr Bartels followed Mr. Roosevelt's 

footsteps, and secured a wonderful 

collection of birds and other sped- 

mens of animal life. The “whiffle buff’’ 
(which Mr. Bartels discovered and 
named) has a very sharp-pointed tail. 
It drops underneath its victim, and 
then soars at tremendous speed with 
its tail pointing upwards, and pierces 
the prey from below with its needle- 
like feathers. Mr. Bartels, in an in- 
terview, said he intended training 
some of these birds, and added that he 
hoped to make them attack airships. 
If successful, he would offer them to 
some foreign power as "torpedo birds” 
to attack Zeppelins! 

PREPARING BABY BEEF FOR MARKETING 

The Owner of These Calves Has Learned the Art of Making Baby Beef. 

(By L. MILLER.) 
There is good profit in making 

baby beef; that is. in preparing ani- 
mals for market when they are from 
twelve to eighteen months old. but not 

every man can make it. Many things 
enter into the preparation of baby 
beef which very few farmers possess. 

In the first place he must have on 

his farm an abundance of foods that 
are well adapted for the particular 
purpose of making growth and fat in 
the youngsters. He must not feed 
foods that are so coarse that they will 
not be suitable for young stock, if he 
does he will produce paunchy animals 
and fail to get on their ribs the nec- 

essary fat and to make them profit- 
able. Foods, especially fodder, which 
may be suitable for older animals are 

often entirely unfit for the production 
of baby beef. There is a tremendous 
waste in feeding young animals al- 
though a pound of grain fed to the 

very young calf may produce a pound 
of gain, but with this there is more 

or less waste, mainly water, and the 
first thing to do is to start the fat 
going on the youngster. 

If the calf is allowed to become thin 
he can never again be properly fat- 
tened. Baby beef must be started 
from the moment the animal is able 
to take his first meal from his mother 
and ae must be first every moment 
from that time until he is sent t# 
market. 

Dry straw fattens calves particularly 
when they lie on it and sleep a great 
deal. Young calves are much like 
young babies, they must be stuffed as 

much as they will in peace and quiet. 
Sunshine and plenty of fresh air 

are almost as necessary as food be- 
cause they help digestion wonderfully. 
The farmer who has plenty of skim 

milk, alfalfa, clover and corn may 
produce baby beef at a profit. Calves 
can be raised on skim milk until about 
six months of age. provided they are 

fed on grain, clover or alfalfa at a 

comparatively small cost. Some ex- 

perienced feeders say they can make 
350 to 400 pounds of baby beef at six 

months at a cost of less than $8 per 
head. In this cost the skim milk 
has been put at 50 cents per 
hundredweight. Roughage figures 
at $4 per ton. and all grain at 50 

cents per hundredweight. Labor is 
put in at 10 cents an hour. At the 

Kansas station a lot of skim milh 
calves which were placed in the teed 
lot at once and finished with alfalfa 

hay and corn made an a\ erage gain ot 
440 pounds per head, consuming 34 
bushels of corn during the second pe 
riod. Adding this to the average 
amount fed to the skim milk calves 
up to six months of age. the total 
is 38 bushels of grain when the 
calves were sent to market weighing 
a little over 800 pounds. 

Another lot of skim milk calves w as 

placed the feed lot and finished as 

baby beef on cut alfalfa and 35 bush 
els of grain per head. They were 

sold when they weighed 740 pounds 
at 12 month-;. The calves in this ex 

periment, however, were of very low 
breeding and were well suited for the 
purpose. If they had been well-bred 

calves, Professor Wheeler states 

they might have been brought up 
about a 100 pounds of weight on the 
same amount of grain. These are 

some of the things that the baby 
beef feeder must thoroughly under- 
stand before he undertakes to start 
in the business. 

Another thing to be figured in the 
cost of "making baby beef is the cost 
of feeding the dam while producing 
the baby beef for market. If the cow 

has given no other return she is cer- 

tainly worth at least $15 per year, and 
this should be charged against the 
calf when he is sent to market. Too 
many feeders fail to take this impor- 
tant item into account, overlooking 
the fact that they must feed the cow- 

while she is producing milk to give 
the youngster a start. If she has fur- 

nished milk which has been sold or 

made into butter or cheese then, of 
course, this item may be very much 
reduced. 

The calves should be allowed to 
suckle the dams as long as possible 
in order to keep what is known as 

“calf fat;’’ that is, the natural fat 
which is on their bodies when born, 
and they must be taught to eat grain 
as so3n as possible. This should be 
in the form of oats and corn ground 
and if fed with one-half bran the 
ration is an excellent one. 

It is a mistake to feed very young 
calves cottonseed meal as it is too 

strong for their digestive organs and 

is liable to upset them and prevent 
them from laying on fat. 

CAREFULLY ADJUST 
COLLAR OF HORSES 

Sore Shoulders Are More Easily 
Prevented Than Cured—Rest 

the Team Often. 

I have found that sore shoulders 
on horses at plowing and cultivation 
time are due largely to a lack of 
humane thought and to neglect on 

the part of the driver. We cannot t>e 
too careful about fitting the collars. 
The trouble lies there. The collar 
should be fitted to every horse with 
precision and pains. It is cruel and a 

mistake to change harness from one 

team to another without carefully ad- 
justing the collar each time, says a 

writer in Baltimore American. The 
padding of the collar should be 
worked down with tha hands until it 
conforms to the shape of the horse’s 
shoulder. The surface of the collar 
should be clean and free from grit. 

When the collars are removed after 

working it takes but little time to 
bathe the shoulders in cold water, 
and it counts a great deal. It tough- 
ens the shoulder and removes all 
sweat and dirt. Galling will never 
occur if the horse is not overheated 
beneath the collar. It takes some 

thought and ca*e to prevent this, espe- 
cially on sultry, bujnid days. 

Cultivation is very strenuous and 
heating, and upon sultry days the 
team should be rested often, the col- 
lar being lifted from the shoulders to 
allow them to dry and cool. 

Many think galled shoulders a nec- 

essary evil, but sore shoulders can 

be prevented and are more easily pre- 
vented than cured. If 1 think J 
cannot avoid galling upon a hot. hu- 
mid day, I prefer to put the team in 
the bam. 

Silo Prevents Loss. 
The silo is not the only way of 

preventing the usual loss from the 
corn fields, but it is the only way, 
and the best way, for preserving the 

feeding elements of the com plant. 
The silo adds nothing to the feeding 
nutrients. On the other hand there is 
a slight loss through fermentation, 
but it does increase the palatability 
greatly. 

Sunshine in Dairy Barn. 
The inside of a modern dairy barn 

looks very different today from the 
inside of a dairy bam 20 years ago. 
WTe are beginning to realize that sun- 
shine is a necessary part of dairy sani- 
tation. In fact, it is the principal 
factor.

POULTRY FANCIERS’ 
NEED OF INDUSTRY 

Men Wanted to Create Breeds 
and Perfect Old Ones—Spec- 

ulator Is Passing. 
(By M. K. BOYER.) 

It has been asked: Will the fanci- 
ers eventually be driven to the wail by 
the progress made in growing market 
poultry? Certainly not. We need fan 
ciers—real fanciers. We want men to 

create breeds and to perfect the old 
ones. But the speculator and the 
huckster is fast seeing his finish. 

The man with a string of breeds is 
not a. fancier. He is a speculator. It 
would be next to impossible for him 
to give each of these breeds his best 
attention. To thoroughly know a 

breed, and to get out of it all that is 

good it would require an ordhiary life- 
time. 

Amateur fanciers will often buy 
culls from a breed well advertised and 
then advertise eggs for hatching from 
so-ard-so's strain. The man is a 

worse enemy of the fancier than the 
man who breeds dunghill fow ls. 

A wonderful interest has sprung up 
in poultry matters. Large sums of 
money are being invested, and poul- 
try farms by the score are started. 

These new farms are on the lookout 
for utility stock. The rtan who can 

advertise big egg records generally 
gets the trade. They want carcasses 

and egg records—business poultry. 
So the best advice to the beginner 

is to join the utility ranks and raise 

poultry and eggs for market. 
Then in after years he can, if he 

feels so inclined, gradually creep up 
into the fancier's fold. It is a step 
that car.not be taken hastily. 

About Cows. 
No matter how well our cattle are 

bred, or how intelligently they are 

fed, if the environment does not cor- 

respond with their breeding and feed- 
ing. our efforts are in vain. 

Our lives are too short for us to 
try to perfect a herd of improved 
catt e from a bunch of scrubs. Neither 
can we keep our herds up to a profit 
able standard unless we employ well- 
brec. animals.

half of the men who have given Eng- 
land leadership in government science 
and letters. Now two-thirds of their 
students have enlisted in the war; 
Trinity college has been converted 
into a military hospital. Could we 

not select from those who would not 
otherwise have the opportunitty men 

of ability equal to the students who 
have attended the English universi- 
ties and prepare them for work 
equally important? And could we not 

give opportunity to foreign men and 
women of ability to continue here 
work from which they will be de- 
barred by th<T conditions following the 
war?—Popular Science Monthly.
