BANKS OF NEBRASKA SOUND.

Neo Failures Among Them During the
Late Panic.

Lincoln — Nebraska banks emerged
irom the panic without a single fail-
ure, with double the reserve required
oy law and with increased resources.
S0 declared Secretary Royse of the
state banking board in the quarterly
report. The report follows:

Compared with a vear ago the num-

ber of banks under state supervision
has increased from 584 to 621.

Loans and discounts have inereased
$6.863.684.80, or 14.4 per cent.

Available iunds or total reserve
has increased 21.086,444.66. or 6 per
cent. The per cent cf reserve, how-
ever, is the same as a year ago, being
31.1 per cent, which is more than
double the legal requirement. Of this
reserve at this time 6.5 per cent was
composed of actual cash on hand in the
banks, being .3 per cent above the le
gal requirement.

General deposits have increased dur-
ing the year $6,861,764.71, or 11.9 per
cent; the umber of depositors has in-
creased from 179,926 to 207,459,
