Although Rear Admiral Robley D. Evans re-
linquished the command of the battleship fleet
a short time ago, yvet there is another member of
the family in the naval service and at presert at-
tached to the battleship Louisiana, with the fleet
at San Francisco.

This officer is Lieut. Franck Taylor Evans,
the only son of the former commander-in-chief of
the Atlantic fleet. Resembling his father in
locks, the yvounger Evans had made a very credit-
able record since his entrance in the navy, 14
Vears ago.

He was born in Switzerland, while his father
was attached to the European fleet in the 70's.
September 6, 1894, he was appointed to the naval
academy at large. Completing his four-yvears
course of instruction at the academy in 1898, he
was graduated from that institution.

In April of that vear, and just before the outbreak of the Spanish war,
he was assicned to the battleship Massachusetts, commanded by Capt. Fran-
cis J. Higginson. He served on the Massachusetts through the war, taking
part in the bombardment at Santiago, San Juan and in a number of engage-
ments in Cnban waters. He 1 ed on the Massachusetts until 1899, when
