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METCHNIKOFF'S MIRACLE.

Two years ago Prof. Metchnikofl,
the director of the Pasteur institute in
Paris, promulgated his famous theory
that a diet of sour milk would check
the ravages of old age. Since then he
has made additional researches result-
ing, we are told, in additional discov-
eries of inestimable value. In a word,
the professor is now satisfied that he
has discovered the cause of death and
the means of retarding it, thus solving
the problem of longevity. While his
specific is still a secret, it is known
that he proceeds on the principle that
death is due to the formation of putre-
factive bacteria in the large intestine
and that for this process a corrective
is within reach. The presumption is
that inoculation is the method to be
pursued. When man reaches his prime,
instead of being permitted to take the
downgrade, he will simply visit a lab-
oratory, receive a vitalizing injection
and remain, to all intents and pur-
poses, immortal. The promise so ex-
tended is so delightful that skepticism
seems invidious. Yet how many of us
are there who, even on such impec-
cable authority as that of Prof. Metch-
nikoff, will nurse the golden dream of
physical immortality? Both Christian
teaching and the teachings of Nature
herself point the other way.

Using the census of 1900 as a basis
of calculation, it is estimated that the
census of 1910 will show that the
school population of the United States
numbers probably 14,000,000 persons.
The school army ten years ago was
13,367,147. Of that number 4,266,302
persons were between the ages of five
and nine, and 6,452,294 ranged from
nine to fourteen years old.

A
school army of 14,000,000 for 1910 will
be a national asset worth having. It
will constitute a more convincing dem- |
onstration of the country’s resources
and strength than an army of 1,000,000
adults equipped with rifles and can- |

non. |

If there is one class of
persons for whom the streets should
be safe, it is the young working girls
of the community, who, as a class, are
deserving of sincere respect.

Breaking away from the attend-

an inmate of the Norfolk insane hos-
pital from Atkinson, rushed back to
the dormitory, broke open a burean
drawer, seized a razor and cut his
throat.

Five people in Buffalo county were
arraigned before the insanity commis-
sioner during forty-eight hours. Three
were taken to the asylum at Hastings
and the other two, man and wife, now
await the verdict of the insanity com-
mission.

“l have had a good many letters,”
said ex-Governor Sheldon, “from men
in different parts of the state urging
me to be a candidate for governor, but
I entertain no particular desire to
have the office again. Personally, I
would rather make the race for the
senate than come back here as gover-
nor.”

Eiforts of .ue city council of Oma-
ha to get reduced street car fares has
been abandoned and the old price,
five cents, will stand.

Governor Shallenberger and Secre-
tary of State Junkin have signed a
contract for the establishment at the
state penitentiary of a factory for the
manufacture of shirts for laborers.

Fred G. Koester, lieutenant in com-
pany D, First Nebraska, has sent his
resignation to Adjutant General Har-
tigan. Lieutenant Koster has moved
from Norfolk, the home of the com-
pany and that was his reason for re-
signing.

Clyde Inks, of Richardson county, a
veteran of the civil war, shot. his wife
in the back, killing her, and then
killed himself by turning the revolver
on his own person. The couple had
not lived together for some time, but
were not divorced.

In a small brook with less than a
foot of water the fifteer-months-old
child of Mr. and Mrs. James Smith
was drowned near the county home
near Palmyra. The child had strayed
from the home and was attempting to
cross the stream on a foot bridge
when it lost its balance and fell into

the water.
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FOR A NEW CAPITOL.

Gov. Shallenberger Declares for the
Same.

Governor Shallenberger believes
the next legislature should take steps
to secure a mew capitol for Nebraska.

“The next legislature should make
an appropriation to start the new
building,” said the governor. “We
could secure a magnificent building
for $3,000,000 and there is no reason
why a portion of this amount should
not be appropriated by the next legis-
lature, say enough to construct one
wing of the building.

“l am opposed to spending any
$650,000 for a building to house the
State Historical society when the
state so badly needs a capitol. That
is why I vetoed the appropriation for
the historical society building. To
my mind that historical society build-
ing is what Joe Cannon would call
an ulecer on the body politic. The so-
ciety wants $25,000 this time, $50,000
the next time and so on. As a mat-
ter of fact, with the construction of a
new capitol there could be made a
place for all the records that the so-
ciety will ever collect which will be
of real value to the state.

“The time has certainly arrived for
a new state house. This building has
outlived its usefulness, it is too small,
in bad condition, unsanitary and not
worthy of the state.”

The Vote in Nebraska.
Official and unofficial returns from
| eighty-five counties complete, revised
| and corrected to date, and partial re-
| turns from two counties, give Judge
Fawcett 91,166 votes and Judge Sul-
fivan 89,786 votes, Fawcett's plurality
being 1,380.
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Railway Report Wrong.

The state railway commission has
refused to accept the annual report
of the Citizens' Street Railway com-
pany filed November 2 because of
grievous errors contained therein.
The report shows a net revenue for
the period it covers of $7,580.41, while
an investigation of the figures $hows
that in reality there is a deficit of
$3,524.61.

Mrs. Leavitt wishes to place her little
ones in a German school in Frankfort
and will herself devote the winter to
the study of music and languages.

Auto Owners Must Pay Up.

Secretary of State Junkin is going
after owners of antomobiles who are
delinquent witk their annual license
fee of $1. Some of the delinquents
are cancelled and anyone desiring a
low number for a machine may get
one by applying early to the secretary
and paying the money due. Those
who are in arrears on their license
fee will be arrested just as soon as
caught running a machine on a li-
cense which has run out. These
names are now being copied and will
be certified to county sheriffs.

Factory at the Penitentiary.

Colonel Berryman of Omaha, a
member of the governor's staff of
Omaha, was here with a representa-
tive of a shirt factory of Chicago try-
ing to interest the state board of
public lands and buildings in the es-
tablishment of a factory at the peni-
tentiary. They offered to pay the
state 621 cents a day for each con-
vict and make the task so that each
convict would have an opportunity
to make some money on the side.
