“Even after the invention of print-
ing the Bible sold at fabulous sums
In as late a period as that immediate-
ly following the American revolution
the dearth of books was so great that
the possession of a Bible ranked with
that of the other treasures of a house-
hold. The cheapest volume cost not
less than two dollars.”

Altogether, through the efforts ®f
the society, translations of the Bible
have been made into about 450 lan-
guages and dialects. These transla-
tions are generally made by mission
aries, who in the countries where
there is no written tongue find them-
selves confronted by a work that
oftentimes takes anywhere from two
to five years and is attended by very
great difficulties. As soon as a mis-
sionary has formulated a written lan-
guage from the spoken sounds and has
taught some of the natives to read and
write he wants to translate the Bible
and requests the Bible society to print
the transiation and send him the
books for distribution.
