We have received a cir- 
cular letter from the association en- 
closed with a phamplet descriptive of 
their aims we suppose, though so far 
we have uot taken time to peruse the 
same. Up to the present time, we 
have taken the capital removal ques- 
tion as a sort of joke connected with 
the runniug of Dahl man for governor 
but it seems the little leaven started 
then is rising to a big loaf and is 
being taken in ail seriousness by a 
few of ttiese towns, each of which 
seems to think it has the mortal 
cincii on the future location of the 
capital, in case it hunts for the 
proper place. In the meantime, we 

do not notice that Lincoln appears 
scared to death over the nearness of 
the proposed removal. However. 

1 when it really come? to changing the 
aute headquarters from Lincoln, all 
hands will find that Loup City is on

Congressional Districts Census 
By the government census figures 

for Nebraska it is seen that the Sixth 
Congressional district has usurped 
the place formerly held by the Third 
as having the largest population, 
while the First district contains the 
smallest. The difference in popula- 
tion between these two districts is 
about 83,000. 

First district seven counties— 
Population, 164,386. 

Second district, three counties— 
Population, 190,558. 

Third district, eighteen counties— 
Population, 232,826. 

Fourth district, eleven counties— 
Population, 189,710. 

Fifth district, eighteen counties- 

Population, 176,806. 
Sixth district, thirty-five counties 

—Population, 257,278. 

Nebraska’s Population 
Nebraska has 1,192,214 people— 

about half as many as live in the city 
of Chicago. But this is 125,914 more 
than the stnte had ten years ago. 
Douglas county gained 28,158, Lan- 
caster 8,958. That makes 37,116 added 
to the cities of Lincoln and Omaha. 
That leaves a gain of 87,798 in the 
rural districts—about 1.01 persons to 
the square miles of area. This is 
about what the birth rate should 
show in ten years above the death 
rates. The following counties have 
lost in population: Burt, Butler, 
Cass, Clay, Cuming, Dixon, Dodge, 
Fillmore, Frontier, Furnas, Gosper, 
Johnson, Kearney, Nemaha, Otoe, 
Pawnee, Phelps, Polk, Richardson, 
Saline, Saunders and Washington. 
Some of the counties have lost more 

than 1,000 inhabitants. A county 
which loses 1,000 people is struck 
a hard blow and every business in 
the county is injured thereby.
